The aliove cut shows the front elevation of a ten-room school hnilding which is to be erected by the Board of Education on the Baker
tract on Relmont avenue. The west side of the building will be on Trenton street and the north on Depue avenue. The contract for the
orection of this building will be let on September 5 and the work will be commenced as soon thereafter as possible and will be hurried
along in order that the scholars may be taken from the annexes as soon as possible,

The plans as prepared by Avchitect Paul G. Botticher, of Nowark, call for a building 61 by 78 feet, with a projecting wing 8 by 23
feet in front and fear. The building will consist of a basement and two stories. The basement to be built of native granite, and the two
storieg ahove to ba of selected Now Jersey brick, with Hackensack brick for the window arches and trimmings laid in red mortar, with
sills and lintels of rock-faced granite. The main entrance is through an arched door-way with side lights and transom. Tho top of the
buflding will be finished with an ornamental cornice, and there will Le gables front and rear. The roof to be of Bangor, Ia., slate.

The architect has made a thorough examination of the groond, and has drawn his plans to meet the requirements of the lot. There
will be no excavation for a collar, but trenches will be dug through the top soil down to solid ground and the foundation walls will then
All the space on the inside of the building is to be filled up with good
gravel and dry earth, and this will have a concrete artificial stone floor, which isto be eight inches above the finished grade. The lot will
Lo fiiled all around the building with a gradual upward slope from the streets on the three rides ; the filling at street line to be one foot
This arrangement will insure a perfectly dry basement and give the proper elevation
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Tho bagement will be 814 feet high aud will have two play rooms, each 26 x 56 feet, one for the boys and one for the girls, These play
rooms will have scholars’ entrances at the sides and rear. Each play room will have & drinking fountain. In the center of the building is
placed the main entrance with two flights of stairs leading to the floors above, Back of this entrance hall and taking up the remainder of
the basement is a large room to be used for the heati

This room s d from the hall

The first and second floors will have flve class rooms each; four of these on each floor being 22 x 20} feet and the other 21 x 201¢ feet,
and with a 12 feet high ceiling. The class rooms are grouped around the main hall and are properly arranged as to space and light-
Movable glass partitions are provided between the rooms. Each class room will have a large wardrobe, These are lighted by windows at
front and back, and are 8o placed that the scholars wiil pass through them to leave their outer garments before entering the class rooma,
Al thoe halls, class rooms and wardrobes are to bo wainscoted. 'Tle cellings throughoit will be finished with boards. Theside-walls above
the wainscot being plastered with Windsor cement. The floora will all be doubls, the finished floor being of white maple.
