BLOCKING OF
INGS ALSO DISCUSSED,

Discontinuance of Use of Water Mo-
tors Advised as a Temporary Ix-
puedient—an Ordinance Prohibiting
Blocking ot Rallroad Crossings for
More Than ¥ive MInutes at a Tlme
Adoptod—-Petitions, Reports, etc.

The scarcity of water in the reservoirs of
the Dover Water Company was the subject
of an {uteresting, albeit inconclusive, discus-
sion at Blonday night's regular monthly
Council meeting, Superintendent P, J. H.
Bassett, of the Dover Water Company, was
present, and when, in the course of the dis-
cussion, it was suggested that the use of
water motors be discontinued temporarily,
e said that the users of mmotors, having paid
in advance for their privileges, could not
very well be discriminated against. To Coun-
cilman Penniman’s suggostion, that the sup-
ply to consumers be cut off during certain
bowss each day, with a view to restricting
consumption, Mr, Bassett sald that cc sum-
ers would then draw water in advance and
hold it in reserve. It was then suggested that
the people of Dover be warned, through the
newspapers, of the imminence of a water
famine, with a view to preventing any wast-
age of the precious fluid. The upshot of the
discussion was the adoption of a motion,
made by Councilman Benedict and seconded
by Councilman Penunimaun, to this effect:
That it is the sense of the Council that the
use of all water motors should be discon-
tinued until there is again water enough in
tho reservoirs to warrant their use,
