CORNER STONE LAID.

RED LETTER DAY IN HISTORY OF
PRESBYTERIAN OHURCH,

REY, DR. BROWK DELIVERS ADDRESS.

Mpr, Hudson Hoagland, Giver of This
Most Muntiflcent Glit, Himself the
Officlnting Mason — The Rev. Dr.
Halloway and tho Rev, Messrs,
Chambers, Reeves and Nassan Take
Part In the Exorelses—Trustee K, J.
Ross Announces Contents ot Corner
Stone.

The corner stone of the Hoagland Memarial
Preshiyterian Ohurck wes laid on Bunday
afternoon In the presence of an assermblage
numbering not far from two thousand people.
The fon was a most one and
the day will go down in the hilstory of the
Firat Presbyterfan Church of Dover as & red-
letter day, long to be remembered with inter-
est and pleasure, The weather was all that
could be desired, prognostications to the con-
trary notwithstandiug, the weather olerk
being evidently in a most gracious mond.

The exercises began at 8:30 o'clock with the
following salutation, delivered by the Rev.
Dy, W. W. Halloway, pastor of the First
Presbyterlan Chyreh ;

¢ Friends j—We gre met to-day to lay the
corner atone of this First Presbyterian Me-
mor{al Church of Dover. We thus mark the
first stage in the progress of material con-
struction. When we bave carried the bead
stons to its place with shoutings of grace unto
it, we shall solemnly dedi the pleted
temple to the service of Almighty God, The
Church of the Living God has bot one corner
stons, Jesus Christ—elect, precious and tried.”

Next the Rev, T. A. Reeves, who was an
noutnced as the pastor of ‘‘ the mother Pres-
byterjap Church,” of Rockaway, delivered
the igvocation in thege words ;

‘“Wo pralie and bless Thy holy name,
Almighty God, at this gracious and inspiring
scene, Jion's walls, Thine earthly temple,
are rising: the place where we hope Th
worship will be offered, Thy pral-es hymmned,
Thy grace and saving power displayed.
Thou dwellest in the heaven of heavens, in
temples also dedicated to Thee, and in the
lowly and contrite heatt, The Church of our
Lord Jesus Christ, thy dear Son, offers unto
Thea 1ts treasures of wealth, of worship, and
of consecrated lives, May our servicesatthe
laying of this corner stone be full of true
pralse, gratitude and expectant hopo, and
may they be acceptable in Thy sight, O
Lorg, our Strength and our Redeewer,

“We nsk in the name of Jesus Christ, our
Lord, Amen.”

The hymu *I Love Thy Church " was next
syng by the assemblago, with Edward J.
Neighbour as preaenpor, and Benjamin Spicer
as cornetist, Printed programmes, oontain-
ing, besides the order of exercises, this hymn
and the hymn *How Firm a Foundatfon,”
had proviously heen distributed. The Rov.
T. F. Chambers, pustor of the Mine hiil and
Berksbire Valley Presbyterian churches, next
gave the Seripture reading, which was from
Ezra 3:10-18, as follows:

And when the builders laid the foundation
of the temple of the Lord, they set the pricsts
in their apparel with trumpsts, aud the
Tavites the sons of Asaph with cymbals, to
sraire the Lord, after the ordinance of David
I«lng of Israol,

And they sang together by course fn prafs-
fng and giviag thanks uuto the Lord ; be-
cause he is good, for his mercy endursth for
ever toward Isrmel. And all the people
shouted with a great shout, when they praised
the Lord, becanse the foundation of the house
of the Lord was Iaid,

But many of the priests and Levites and
chiof of the fathers, who were antlent men,
thiat had seen the fjrst house, when the foun-
dntjon of thia house was laid hefore their
e’yes, weﬁ)l: with a loud voice; and many
shouted aloud for ju{;

ADDREES OF THE REV DR, ARTHUR J. NROWN.

The sermon was preached by the Rev, Dr.
Arthnr J. Brown, Secretary of the Foreign
Missjon Board of the Presbyterian Church.
He spoke as follows ;

Himself gave explicit direction as to the
edifices which were to be erected for His
worship., The first of these, the tabernacle, is
estimated to Wave cost no less than a million
and a quarter of our monyy ; and the second,
the Tomple, was o dream of marhle and gold
aud precious stanes—n wondor of the world.
Bo Iet us build a beautiful and noble edifice
in which for long years to coms, the people
of this community are to worship the living
God.

““For in every community a church Js repre-
sentative of certaln truths and convictions,
and in the few minutes in which I sball
address you this afterncon, I wish to throw
into bold relief four of the things for which
& church standg in the community.

*“ Pirat of all, 8 church stands for the real-
ity of the wnseen, Qur labors and pleasures
and ambitlons and studies are ordinarily for
seen thiogs. Aud this Is legitimate. We
must have food, and clothing, and shelter for
ourselves and for our dear ones, We must

perance, there is jmpurity, there is greed,
there is the oppression of the poor aud the
weak, there is municipal corruption in nearly
all of our great citles, and against theso
and other iniquitles the church must array
itself. And yet the great work of the
church, after all, must not Lo so much the
denunciation of fniquity in general as the
dealing with the individual, It must go to
him and remind him of hia obligations to
God aud eudeavor to bring him back to
purity and truth,

““The church does not concern itself so
much with meu in their political relations—
its work is with them as individuals, Wo
remember that when Chrilst was upon earth
there were practically the same evils that
confront us to-day, But He did not besiege
the civil authorities with petitions. He went
to the personal sinner with rebuke and invi-
tation, and he }fted him up and showed him
how a man was made to walk.

“In the many remedies proposed for

make some provision for those dependent on
us. God has eet us in a seen world, and we
must be faithful and discharge the physical
duties which devolve upon us  And therefore
it is proper for us, within reasonable limits, to
seek houses, and lande, and bank stocks, and
money. Ryt there is great danger that in
our struggle for the seen we shall forget the
unseen, the great eternal verities of tho spir-
itual world, The seen things of life areso
near, they are so palpable, so seductive, aye,
80 imperjous that it i3 exceedingly difficult for
us not to be absorbed by them.

“Naw ip every community the churoh stands
for the reality of the unseen, Amid thesurg-
ing tide of business and of pleasure its spire
silently points heavenward, all its services
of sermon and song and prayer reminding
man that there Is a spiritual world—a world

asreal as the visible world, having its own
laws and phenomena, & world not transitory,
but majestic and eternal, It reminds man
that be is not an animal, that {t is not all of
lite to live, nor all of death to die, but that
he is a being made in the image ot God, im-
mortal in destiny and power, It says to him,
with tenderness, and yet with clearness, and
with power, God is ; He is over all, and it is
man's first and suprete duty to serve the liv-
ing God. Yourecallect that Tolstol, the great
Rugsian novelist, niakes one of his characters
say, ‘It is a great thing tolive for God.' And
L iike to think tbatlong after we have passed
away, this church will abide, a silent, and
yot an eloquent and beautiful rominder of
the oternity aud ilo reality of the unseen
things of God.

“The second thing which tho clurch
stands for 8 n protest against unright-

the ion of soolety men forget—and I
would make this stand out clearly—they
forget that there i3 no regenerution for
soclety unless there i regeneration for the
individuals who compose society, As Mr.
Moody said : ‘It is not suitelent {0 paint
the pump. You inust olean out the well”
No community will ever riss above the char-
acter of the oitizens who compose that com-
munity, And it {s the work of the church
to mould that character and to exert an
influence in every coramunity for righteous-
ness and far truth, for sobriety and for justice,

“The third great thing for which the
ohurch stands is the tender and luminous
truth of history, God’s love in Jesus Christ,
For, disguise it as we may, we are sinners,
8in is one of the awful, lund facts of the
world, and it is the blessed privilege of the

church to declare that God loves the sinner
and has made provision for his salvation, I
shuddered when I heard a minister, in illus-
trating the atonement, liken God to a savage
chiof who was prevented from wreaking his
wrath upon his victim by the interposition
of his only deughter. Christ was indeed
erucified fur us, but is God to be compared
toasavage chief unwillingly granting pardon?

“Iread In the blessed Book that God o
loved the world that Ho gave Ris only bogot-
ten Son.
