In addition to this the plasterers' gang con-
sisted of about 100 men, wiiilo the roofers and
other gangs employed under the contract
averaged from 80 to 7ft meu each. Under
these circumstances the progress made WUB
certainly phenomenal.

Tlie Califoruians have ilfsiguatwl the
twelve mile trail, which leaves Yos*'iiiit«,
"Tbe Dewey Trail," out of compliment to the
Admiral who, through his victories, has
distinguished ln)th himself mid his country,
ami whom the KauUirnti'̂ . us well, delight to
liuuor. This trail is graphically di-S4Til>ed by
Mabel C'lare Craft iu the Kan Fram:
i 'Itrtmiite of August -<, from which
<iuote:

" Wise travelers leave the valley in tbe
morning in order to pass the Vernal and
Nevada Falls during tht1 cool early hours, to
climb down the foot trails Ut the fal
watch tha water fret ami fume and finally
dii.sh itself to death; Ut cross tlie cataract of
diauiunda where thu entire volume uf the
Merced is changed into jewels, each one a
perfect drop; to leau above the still depths of
Emerald pool, where the water is so green
and placid that it reflects your fuce OH those
other waters did that of Narcissus. All along
the Dewey trail, from the time you leave
Glacier Point until you come out on the
Wurvona road at Fort Monroe, the refrain
of Ivongf el low's famous line goes hinging
through your brain, "This is tbe forest
pri'Ueval.' It Is as near tu the uu.spulled
woods as must people ever get, and travelers
on this quiet trail find themselves unusually
silent. There is none of the ordinary bauter
I«>tween eompauious. Some eyes are suffused
and all hearta are full, aud the silence 1B good
for those who ride. The Glacier Point Hotel
is usually left just after break fust, for there
is much to see and do before the stage Is way-
laid at Inspiration Point. Most people pass
the night at Glacier Point in uniim primitive
to the last degree, where the bed rooms are
tiny cabins and where rattle-snakes are
caught and killed Iu tbe front yard. The
horses and mules lodge iu barns of logs and
the hotel itself is a thing of pine shacks, with
the iiielat.elioly faces of dead deer luoklog
down at you in the dining-room as you eat.
The late afternoon at Glacier Point is full of
beauties. There are rainbows on tbe Vernal
and Nevada Falls. Venturesome people crawl
out an the overhanging rock on all fours and
stand tremulously upright with a great
bravado to have their pictures taken. It is
the custom to build bonfires of cones, and
finally to push the whole burning mass over
the point. Long before it reaches the deeps
of the valley the fire has goue out. After
that there is the brief night aud then the
rise, aud again all are ready for another of
Nature's pageants.

11 The mules breakfast betimes and the first
climb is a short two miles to Bentinel Dome,
where the view over the valley is superb, only
a little less beautiful than the aerial one from
Eagle Peak. Then on to the fissures, where
deep elifts In the mountain's shaggy side
show where the seams in the rock have failed
to fill. Some of the fissures are twenty-five
feet wide, and half-way dowu them great
boulders havo been caught in this maelstrom
of the rocks. There are balancing rocks in
such profusion that no one has ever thought
of naming them. It would take the imagina-
tion of a Pullman to christen tliem all,

" From the fissures on to tbe end of tbe
trail It is a succession of wonderful VIBW
points. For two miles tbe trail through the
yellow and BUgar pines Is level and good to
the canter, then it rises and falls and circles
to various commanding points, some of them
christened, many of them nameless.

" After Crocker and Stauford and Dewey
points have been passed, the trail turns
sharply away from tbe valley, and from
there on the path is through a dense forest,
with towering treesjon all sides. Under foot
1B a placid meadow—one of those beautiful
meadows which are the charm of the Yose-
mite—tbe calm, cool, level, green velvet
Bwards which throw out in mightiest con-
trast tbe steep cliffs of the valley walls.

"Yosetnite forget-me-nota grow in pink
and blue, and there are mountain lilies,
smaller than the Washington lilies and
fashioned exactly after the pattern of tbe
garden tiger-lily, with curled yellow petals
and dark brown Bpots. Single white violets
ore found In huge bunches and there are
golden rod and many other yellow flowers.

" Occasionally our guide stopped to examine
a significant foot print on the trail. These
were the tracks of three bears, plain and
separate. There was tbe soft, fat foot of a
large bear and the tracks of two little ones,
all making for the Bridal Veil stream to
water. The tracks were so fresh that it
looked as though the bruin family bad passed
that way not half an hour before UB. Tbe
cloven track of several deer were also on tbe
trail—It seemed as though all nature waa
going down to water.

" Thero was not a gun in the party, and no
one bad the spirit to kill, but it was good to
be so close to tho forc3t and its dirollors.

" Hero a large snake bad wriggled across
the trail and left a print behind him and all
tbe way gray Bqulrreta with beautiful tails
and young hares with velvet ears and
beautiful eyes looked at UB from behind
stumps and stones. They did not take the
trouble to run far, for no one is allowed to
carry fire-arms in these wilds,

" The Bridal Veil stream, broad and deep,
Is crossed a mile and a half behind the fall.
A quarter of a mile further on is Inspiration
Point and from there on more VIOWB than
can be counted. The stage for Warvona,
at which transference is made, is heralded
by a cloud of dust."

Iron and steel are produced in tlie Ktassano

prut-ess by smelting the oxides of iron in the

heat of tbe electric arc. The furnace i

formed by putting together the bases of two

truuented cones, a third similar cone serving

as the crucible. Within the furnace, BOine-

what above the opening of tbe crucible, are

two cylindrical carbon electrodes four inches

in diameter and a yard long. The ores are

nxides or etii'hoiiatee, tho latter requiring

preliminary calcination, and these nre pul-

verized, freed from gangue, analyzed to

determine the exact proportion of carbon,

lime and silica necessary for reduction, and

compressed iubo blocks with the aid of

small percentage uf tar. Thecte block*, broken

up, are used to charge the f uruace. The coat

of these preliminary operations is greater

tbau usual, but the energy required for one

ton of metal is only H.OOO horse power hours,

which is said to correspond to a saving iu

fuel of nearly one-half. Alloys are produced

by adding other ores in the necessary pro-

portion.

Apollo illuminating oil, yielding an odorless

and smokeless flame without a glass chimney

and with small consumption of oil, is stated

by a German authority to be thus produced:

Fusel oil, a cheap by-product of alcohol

distillation, is mixed with 15 per cent, of milk

of lime, which decolorizes and purifies it, and

then with 25 per cent, of petroleum. On

standing twenty-four hours, the lime sepa-

rates iu scales, when the oil Is poured off.

Incandescent lamps, a meter apart and at

tbe height of the car-windows, are to be

placed along the side of the Batlgnolles

tunnel), near Paris. These will be automat-

ically lighted and extinguished by the passage

of tbe train, giving passengers sufficient light

and requiring much less electric energy than

if lighted continuously.

At a recent meeting of engineers it was
pointed out that paint does not prevent over-
bead bridges from be ing destroyed by loco-
motive gases in a few years, but that wood
ceilings protect the steel.

One of the most valuable of recent insulat-

ing materials appears to be that known as

ambroine. This Is a mixture of amber and

other fo&sil resina with asbestos, mica and

other silicates, the substances being pulver-

ized and made to cumbine by standing aud

chemical treatment, and finally placed in

moulds and subjected simultaneously to great

beat and pressure. One Import"ntadvantage

of the material is that it does not shrink in

tbe moulds BO that interchangeable pieces ore

readily made. Ambroine iB claimed to be an

insulator of the highest order, a sheet 1-75 of

an inch thick resisting 5,000 volts; it absorbs

moisture even less than hard rubber; It is

much stronger than ebonite and withstands

heat and shock and is unaffected by the air.

It is absolutely homogeneous and takes a high

polish. The cost of the moulds restricts its

use to articles needed in considerable quantity

tbe chief applications thus far being for

accumulator retaining cells, and for over-

head fixtures of railway lines.

Of the variousenclosuresin the transparent
diamonds of Brazil and Cape Colony, the
most numerous are black, affording, when
abundant, the variety of crystallized carbon
known as " black diamond." A late investi-
gation by M. Henri Molssan shows that theae
black enclosed matters consist of a different
form of carbon. A black diamond was finely
pulverized, and the resulting blackish gray
dust was heated half an hour in a current of
oxygen having a temperature 300° lower than
that of combustion of tbe diamond. There
was a slight escape of carbonic acid, the
diamond dust becoming white. It Is evident
therefore that the coloring matter burns in
oxygen, yielding carbonic acid, and that the
carbon burned differs from that of the color-
less diamond.

Much is being expected from viscose, the
product of the reaction between alkali-cellu-
lose and carbon bisulphide discovered by
Cross and Devau. It proves to be possible to
spin tbe material, a silky cellulose thread
being easily obtained. Tbe cost 1R but a frac-
tion of that of Chardonnet silk, while it is
claimed to have tbe advantages of being non-
explosfve and quite unaffected by water and
alkali.

Colors ground in oil and thinned with
petroleum—instead of with turpentine and
drying-oil—have been found by a French
artist to have many advantages.

A study of the birds of Celebes has con-
vinced Messrs. Meyer and Wigglesworth that
light operates to change the color of birds
much as it affects colors in lifeless matter.
Where the wing rests on the body there Is
almost always a difference — often very
marked—in the coloring of the shaded and
exposed parts of the same feathers. The
difference is some times that of white and
black; and in one species of paroquet the
wing-feathers are blue-green next to the body
and black on the other side In other In-
stances of change observed, the tail-feathers
were paler in parts protected from the light.
But while some open air birds are black
when Been from abave and white from
below, tbe opposite effect may often appear
in caged birds, tbe plumage becoming dark
in the Bhade and more brightly colored when
exposed to light

A British investigator has found that in a
suburban locality the dust particles number
20,000 per cubic centimeter in the open air
and 44,000 in a quiet room; while iu the city
the totals were 500,000 when taken from a
roof, 300,000 In a court aud about 400,000 in a
room. Yet, though the dust is tbe great
carrier of micro-organisms, the danger from
the germs inhaled seems to have been exag-
gerated It is proven that there Is but one
microbe to each itfi,000,000 dust atoms, and it
Is calculated that in seventy years of lifBln
the metropolis a man would absorb from tbe
air only some T/ijOOO.ÔO microbes, or about
tlis number be drinks in half a pint of un-
boiled milk.

A revolution In match making is suggested
by Giovanni Graver!, of Buenos Ayres, who
claims that phosphorus may be replaced by
harmless perthlooyanlc acid. This is a com-
pound of two atoms each of hydrogen
carbon and nitrogen, with three of sulphur.
It can be made from the by-products of
several processes, such as tbe purification of
coal gas, or the Leblanc soda manufacture,
and it 1B said to be already cheaper than
phosphorus.
