(Rep.), 191,14(1; Bruce (Dem.), 107,900.

Comment among Republic-nun wus in
effect that a Republican plurality of
05,000 in an *'off year" and in face of
an active campaign by the Democrats,
while the Republicans held only two ral-
lies, was of sullicieut importance to rank
among the most decisive victories of the
party in this state. The declaration also
was made by Republicans that the result
was an indorsement on the part of Mas*
Knchusetts of the policy of the national
administration in the Philippine Islands
and a rebuke to miti-impcrialism.

On the other baud, the Democrats,
pointing to the loss in the Republican
vote, claim that Massachusetts thereby
has entered a protest against the Philip-
pine policy of President McKtnley. Espe-
cinl emphasis is laid upon the fuct that
22,000 Republicans refrained from vot-
ing, and it is claimed that this action was
taken because thut number of men could
not indorse the doctrine of "imperialism."
The Democrats nre very jubilant over
their victory in Boston, which, after giv-
ing a Republican plurality for governor
In the past three years, gave Paine a
plurality of 0,200. It is claimed that the
result is a prophecy oC the election of a
Democratic mayor in December.

The Deniocra ts OIBO expressed much
gratification at their gain of seven seats
in the legislature, two in the senate and
five in the house. There were many
clone contests, nnd not a slight feature
in several of them was the strength of
the Socialist-Democrats. lu some towns
tho nominees at tho latter party were
given a larger vote than that received
by either the Republican or Democratic
opponents, although they were able to
carry only two entire districts.
