FREEHOLDERS' MARE’S NEST.

Morris County Electric Company Cre-
Ates n SBcare,

A speclal meeting of the Board of Free-
bolders was held in Morristown on Monday
to take action on the request of the Morris
County Electric Coropany for permission to
open certain streets in Morristown and lay
its wires underground. Therequest had been
made at the last regular meeting and had
been laid on the table for one month It was
rumored at the tlme that this request was
merely a subterfuge to get the right to put
trollsy wires through the streets and this,
from the stand they made, was evidently the
way some of the Freeholders took it. The
Morris County Electric Company was placed
fn & peculiar position. By anord! passed
by the Board of Aldermen of Morr{stown on
May 6, 1808, the company was given parmis-
sion to lay its wires underground and was re-
quired to have all {ts wires underground with-
in five years. In this ordinance the fact was
overlooked that the town, having surrendered
control to the Board of Freeholders, bad no
juriediction in certain streets. At the Octo-
ber meeting of the Buard, Freeholder Post
opposed the request of the Morrls County
Electric Company for permisslon to lay ite
wires {n these strests and he succeeded in
having the matter laid over for dne month.
As the Electrle Light and Power Cumpany
desired to place ita underground conduits in
Madison avenue and South straet before the
winter's frost makes excavating to expensive,
the Board of Freeholders was prevailed upon
to hold & special mesting on Monday after-
noonwhen Freeholder Hoagland called atten-
tion to the following resolutfon, which was
passed Reptember 11, 1805:

This resolution was thought to be too
broad and Freeholder Dalrymple moved that
it be rescinded.  Freeholder Smith seconded
the motion and it was carried, State Benator
Pitney, who was present in bebalf of the
Morris County Electric Company, then
addressed the Board and explained why his
clients asked permission to go ahesd with
their work, and assured the Board that there
was no scheme whereby . the Morris County
Tractlon Company or any other proposed
trolley company would profit by the permis-
slon granted to the Morris County Electrie
Light and Power Company to lay its wires
underground.

AN PINAR DEL RIO,

Corporal Shawger Writes of Condl-
tions in That Province,

The following letter, froma former mem-
ber of Company M, will doubtless interest
many ERra readers:

¢ Pinar Del Rio, Cuba,
* November 7, 18%0.

*‘Dear Friend,~—As I have very little to do
to-day I thought 1 would let you kunow somes
thing of our Cubau lite, 1 will endeavor to
give you an idea of the manners aud customs
of the people of * The Queen of the Antilles.’

*“The town of Pinar Del Rio is situated
about 120 miles from Havauna, Of the pop-
ulation of 10,000, the larger portion ls colored
and very poor. The majority of the colored
prople live in huts made of palm leaves and
bark. The huts are about ten feel equare.
They have no floors and when it rains the io-
habitants are flooded out, for the roofs leak
like sieves, The furniture in their huts con.,
sists of & home-made table and two or three
boxes fur ueats. The beds, if there are avy,
resemble two large eaw bucks with canvass
stretched between them. In the day time
the beds are closed up aud placed outside the
buts. The wearing appare] of this part of
the population is of very cheap material. The
men and women are very fond of gay colore,
The children under ten years of age don’t
know what it'ls to wear any kind of clothing
and they run about as nature mmado them.
The food of this part of the population con -
sists of beans, rice aud dried fish, the last be-
Ing imported from the United States, The
farmers, both black and white, pay most at-
tention to raising tobacco and sugar cane.
