Romarkable Growth of Customs, Rev-
eunue and of ¥xports TUnder Its
QOperatfons.

Two years of experfence under the Dingley
Tariff act have conclusively demonstrated
the wisdom and value of that measure. The
results of its operation have so amply ful-
filled the most esbguine expectatious of its
supporters, and eo completely refuted the
arguments of ita oppovents, that not even the
most radical Free-Trader will have the bardi-
hood to question its efficlency as a producer
of revenue.

The greatest mounthly vol-
ume of imports under the Jast named measure
between August, 1805, and August, 1807,
amounted to $101,300,000, while the heaviest
monthly total since the Dingley act went into
effect was $72,800,000. On the other hand,
the new tariff, instead of ruining our export
trade, as the calamityites solemnly predicted,
bag actually stimulated it. The exports of
$616,000,000 of merchandisein a single year
duriog the Dingley Tarilf establish a record
which confounds the entire free Trade con-
tingent. But unlessall signsare at fault, still
greater purprises are in etore for them. The
{ndustrial enterprise of the United States is
oxpanding more swiftly tban ever before.
The demand for its products is increasing
every day and new markets, hitherto supplied
almost entirely by Old World fndustry, are
ding their busi to America.

HISTORICAL SKETCH,

Pasxvors Who Have Preached at Mine
Hill.

The Era in its issue last week published
the very interesting sermon preached by the
Rev. Dr, W. W. Halloway on the occasfon of
the recent Bilver Jubllee of the Mine Hill
Dresbyterian Church. Onthat occasion there
was read an exfually interesting ** Historical
Bketch,” which has a positive value because
of the historical data it contained. It was
read by its author, the Rev. Thomas A.
Reeves, of Rockaway, and was as follows:

‘We bring you the loving greetings of “The
Mother Churches,” the churches at Rocka-
way &nd Dover, on this twenty-fitth anni~
versary of *“The Mine Hill Presbyterian
Church,”

It {3 delightful in the family to see the
children growing to maturity, establishing
their own homes, and gathering their families
about them. It is not always accomplished
without anxieties and heart-aches, but new
homed and new relations in life aré right and
necessary, and the advancing years show the
wisdom and love of the divine plan which
drives us out from our earlier homes—as man
was drivon out from Eden—to take up for
ourselves life's duties, to try its experiences,
and to win its successes.
