PRESIDENT M'KINLEY'S
MESSAGE T0 CONGRESS.

OUR NEW COLONIES DWELT UFPON
AT LENGTH,

GOLD STANDARD RECOMMENDATIONS.

Phllippines to Remaln Under the
Aegls of These United States—A Sur-
.plus ot $40,000,000 Anticipated for
the Current Fiscal Year—Nfoaraguan
Canal a Prime Need, Eto.,, Eto,

An abstract of the President’s mossage,
sent to the Fifty-sixth Congress Monday, is
as follows:

TO THE SENATE AND. HOUBE OF
REPRESENTATIVES ;

"At the threshold of your delibera-
tions you are called to mourn with your
countrymen the death of Vice President
Hobart, who passed from this life on the
morning of Nov. 21 last, His great sout
now rests in cternnl peace, His private
lite was pure and elevated, while his pub-
lic career was ever distinguished by large
eapacity, stainless integrity aml exalted
motives. He hus been removed from the
high office which le honored and digni-
lied, but his lofty character, his devotion
to duty, his honesty of purpose and no*
ble virtues remain with ux as a pricefless
egaey und example.”

The president then plunges into a re-
view of the prosperous conditions which
have prevailed throughont the country
since his last message was delivered, He
finds that the exports of agricultural
products were $784,776,142 and of man-
ufactured products $339,602,146, larger
than any previous year, Government re-
ceipts from all sources for the fiscal year
ended June 80, 1809, sggregated nearly
$0611,000,000. Customs receipts were
aver $206,000,000 and those from Inter-
nal revenue about $274,000,000. For the
same perlod the expenditures were $700,-
003,664, leaving a deficlt of a little over
$80,000,000.

The secretary of the treasury estimates
that the recelpts for the current fiscal
year will aggregate nearly $641,000,000
and the expenditures about $601,(¢0,000.

Mr. McKinley ‘then turns his atten-
tlon to the condition of the treasury,
which, he says, is most gratifylng. The
available cash balance on Deec. 1, 1808,
was $278,000,000, of which over $220,-
000,000 was in gold coin and bullion, and
he remarks that the conditions of confi-
dence which prevail throughout the coun-
try have brought gold into more general
use, and customs receipts aye mow al-
most entirely paid in that coin.

The Bond Offer.

The recent action of the secretary of
the treasury in offering to purchase $25,-
000,000 of bonds is referred to in the fol-
lowing terms: :

“Phe strong position of the treasury
with respeet to cosh .on band and the
favorable showing made by the revenues
have made it possible for the secretary
of the trensury to take action under the
provisions of section 8504, Revised Stat—
utes, relating to the sinking fund, Re-
celpts exceeded expenditures for the
firnt five months of the current fiscal
year by $18,418,380.01, and, as mention-
ed above, the secretary of the treasury
entimates that there will be a surplus
of approximately $40,000,000 at the end
of the year. Under such conditions it
was deemed advisable and proper to re-
sume compliance with the provisions of
the sinking fund law, which for eight
years has not been done because of de-
ficlencles in the revenues, The amount
offered and purchased during November
was $18,408,600.”

Mr. McKinley says the net saving in
interest on the amount purchased was
over $2,000,000,

The president finds that under the rap-
fd development in the industries of the
country the national banking act is not a
safficlent avenue through whick needtul
addition to the cireulation can from time
to time be made. - He therefore asks con-
gress to take up this matter with the
view of ascertnining whether or not such
reasonable modifications can be made as
will render the act's service in the par-
ticolars referred to more responsive to

ized have the virtue nefther of directness
nor economy. We have already climinat-
ed one of the causes of our financial
plight and embarrassment during the
years 1803, 1804, 1895 and 1896.
Receipts Equnl Expenditures,

“Qur receipts now equal our expendi-
tures, Deficient revenues no longer cre-
ate alarm. Let us remove the only re-
maining cause by conferring the full and
necessary power on the secretary of the
treagury and impose upon him the duty
to uphold the present gold standard and
preserve the coins of the two metals on a
parity with each other, which is the re-

eatedly declared policy of the United

tates, In this connection I repeat my
former recommendations that a portion
of the gold holdings shall be placed in a
trust fund from which greenbacks shall
be redeemed upon presentation, but when
once redeemed shall not thereafter be
paid out except for gold.”

After an urgent appeal to congress to
prsg some legislation which shall lift the
American merchant marine from its
present state of decndence President
McXKinley turns his attention to the sub-
Ject of trusts and devotes n great deal of
attention to it. He says:

“Combivations of capital organized
into trusts to control the conditions of
trade among our citizens to stifle com-
petition, Hmit production and determine
the prices of products used and consum-
ed by the people are justly provoking
public discussion and should early clalm
the attention of congress. The subject
fs ome that glves rise to diversified
views as to the nature and variety or
cause and extent of the injuries to the
public which muy result from large com-
binations concentrating more or less nu-
merous enterprises and establishments
which previously to the formation of the
combination were carried on separately.
Combinati

“It is universally conceded that com-
binations which engross or control the
market of any particular kind of mer-
chandise or commodity necessary to the
general cominunity, by suppressing nat-
ural and ordinary competition, whereby
prices are unduly enhanced to the gen-
eral consumer, sre obnoxious, mot only
to the common law, but also to the pub-
lic welfare. There must be a remedy for
the evils involved in such organization,
If the present law can be extended more
certainly to control or check these mo-
nopolies or trusts, it shonld be done with-
out delay., Whatever power the con-
gress possesses over this most ituportant
subject should be promptly,ascertained
and asserted.”

Pollowing the trust question the presi-

dent takes up foreign relations, first re-
viewing the status of several disputes
which the government has on hand and
finding them moving toward a.success-
tul gettlement. He finds that the isth-
mian canal commission is making good
progress in carrying on examinations in
Nicaragua and Darien with a view to
establishing a canal between the At-
lantic and Paclfic oceans, and be asks
gongresa to help in the work. .
" Referring to China, Mr, McKinley says
that the interests of our citizens in that
vast empire have not been neglected, and
adequate protection bas been secured for
American missionaries there, Our trade
with Obina has continued to grow, and
our commercial rights under existing
trenties have been and will be maiuntain-
ed, He agaln urges an appropriation for
a commission to study the commercial
and Industrial conditions in the Chinese
empire so that Amerlean trade may be
enlarged in the empire.

CENTENNIAL OF METUHODISM

The Occnsion of Interenting Exercises
on Thursday.

The ove hundredth anniversary of the
preaching of Methodlsm Iz this section was
the occasjon of interesting services in both
the First and Grace M. E. Churches on
Thursday aiterncon and evening. At the
afternoon service, held in the First M, E.
Church, there were present Bishop Thomas
Bowman, of East Orange, the oldest hishop
of the Methodist Episcopal Church ; the Rev.
Dr. N, Van Bant, of Madison, who preached
in Dover from 1851-58 ; the Rev. W. C. Tim-
brel, of Rockaway; the Rev. A. Heary, of
Millbrook ; the Rev. D. C. Rameey, of Den-
ville ; the Rev, W. H. McCormick, the Rev,
J. F. Maschman and t,he Rev. Dr.C. B. Wood-
ruff, of Dover.

The service was opened by a prayer by the
Rev. W. C. Timbrell. The Rev. Dr. Wood-
ruff then gave a short historical sketeh of the
Methodist Church in Dover, He told how
one hundred years ago this month a Method-
ist minister came from Flanders and made
soveral attemptsat preaching but was not
very well recelved by the inhsbitants, Dr.
Woodruff then read from the church mauual
of the early. attempt to found a church In
Dover, The facts here given are taken from
the manual:

Bome time in the winter of 1826 or 1837
there was a subscription gotten up_ by the
Rev, Thomas Bewell, of Crosswicks, N. J., to
erect 8 Methodist Church in Dover, but the
attempt failed. Shortly atter there was a
Methodist Church built at Millbrook and
Dover remained without one until 1838, when
the Rev. J. O. Rogers was appointed to Mill-
brook and Dover. The church subject re-
vived again and the need of a church became
more prenshbg on the minds of the people.
The Rev. J. O. Rogers drew up a subscription
and the people subscribed Hberally, A public
meeting was called on_July 14, 1838, for the
purpose of electing a Board of Trusteea to
take charge of the building and the fol-
lowing trustees were eleew§: James Mc-
Davit, Frederfck B. Dalr{lmple. David San-
ford and Henry O. Bonnell. “The building, &
frame structure J4x44 feet, was erac! y
James Searing, an uncle of Recorder Isaac
W, Searing. The church was dedicated on
December 20, 1838, J. O. ers Was pastor
until 1830 and James Tuttle suceeedemm.

%] urgently recommend that to support
the existing gold standard and to main-
tain the pority in value of the coins of
the two metals (gold and eilver) and the
equal power of every dollar at all times
in the market and in the payment of
debts the secretary of the treasury be
given additional power and charged with
the duty to'sell United Miates bonds and
to employ such other effective means as
may be necessary to those ends. The au-
thority should include the power to sell
bonds on long and short time, ns condi-
tions may require, and should provide for
a rate of interest lower than that fixed
by the act of Jan, 14, 1876, While there
is now no commercial fright which with-
draws gold from the government, but, on
the contrary, such widespread confidence
that gold secks the treasury demanding
paper money in exchange, yet the very
situntion points to the present as the
most fitting time to make adequate provi-

] sion to insure the continuance of the gold

standard and of public confidence in the
sbility, and purpose of the government to
meet nll ita obligntions in the money
which the civilized world recognizes as
the best.

oThe financial transactions of the gov-
ernment are conducted upon a gold ba-
sig. ‘We receive gold when we sell Unit-
ed Btates bonds and use gold for their
payment. We are maintaining the parity
of all the money issued or coined by au-
thority of the government. 'We are doing
these things with the means at hand.
Happily at the present time we are not
compelled to resort to lonns. to supply
gold. 1t hias been done in the past, how-
ever, and may have to be done in the fu-
ture. It behooves us, therefore, to pro-
vide at once the best means to meet the
emergency when it arises, and the best

“The United States representative at
Pretoria was early instructed to see that
all neutral  American Interests be re-
gpected by the combatants. This has
been an easy task in view of the positive
declarations of both British and Boer
authorities that the personal and prop-
erty rights of our citizens should be ob-
served.

“Upon the withdrawal of the British
agent from Pretoria the United States
consul wapg authorized, upon the request
of the British government and with the
asgent of the South African and Orange
Free State governments, to exercise the
customary good offices of a neutral for
the care of the British interests,
discharge of this function I am happy to
say that abundant opportunity has been
afforded to show the impartiality of this
government toward both the combat-
ants.”

Taking up the subject™t the lynching
of certain Itallans in Louislana, Mr, Mc-
Kinley follows President Harrison in
urging that congress extend the powers
of the federal courts so that they may
have jurisdiction over offenses agninst
the treaty rights of foreigners domiciled
in the United Btates.

The following bistorical sketch of
Methodism in Rockaway was read by him:
Methodism was introduced into Rockaway
about the year 1833, the first preaching place
belng an old wheelwright shop, . The charge
was an ex one, ing - many
preaching places, and required much labor
and sacrifice on the part of the preachers.
Soon after, the place of service was changed
from the shop to what was known a8 the old
red school bouss, Here the services wers
continued until the trustees closed the doors
st them, whereupon the few families
who were Metbodists freely opened the doors
of their dwellings for religious worship and
preaching, But, living in rented houses, as
most of them did, they were compelled by the
owners to close their doors, and it was inti-
mated to them that if they did not do so they
would have to leave. They then resolved to
build a church of thefr own, J, C. Righter,
a man of considerable weans and an extensive
1and owner, gave them the land on which to
build, while coutributions and material came
from various psrsonsand different placea A
;ounﬁ Boutherner named Glover, who little
‘eared God or re man, gave them the
shingles for the roof,
contributed toward the building and furnish- -
ing. Thus the soclety, amid poverty and
almost insur ble ohstacl pleted
their building and dedicated it to the worship
of God on January 4, 1835, nearly sixty-five
yoars ;fo. The_dedicaty , sermon wag
reached by the Rev. M, Ball to a large and
nterested congregation, A debt of re-
wmained upon the building, which proved a -
heavy burden to the little society. revival
followed the dedication and many were con-
verted and added to the church, 7The
Ereachars on the charge that year were
rancis Morrelland Vincent Shepherd, In
the srrlng of 1845 kaway was made an
appointment with Vincent: Shepherd as
ancher in'charge. The preacher in charge
or 1830 was Woeley O, Hudson, an_associate
of Dr. J. McClintock and Charles H, Whitta-
ker. He inaugurated the weekly evening
prayer and clasa meeting, the wholée member-
ship nmndln% except the fow heads of famil-
ies” whose duties kept themat home.

Ho also {ntroduced Methodism in Dover,
laying well the foundation of the church in
this place.

In the spring of 1844 George Hughes was. - -
appointed to Rockaway. Herﬁld go§d sorvice
and succeeded in raising the church debt.
From the year 1845 to 1806, the following
brethren filled the pulpitaa regular appointed
reachers: J, D, Biain, J, 5‘ McCormick,
obort Harris, O. Rutherford, E. Green,
John Faull, Henry Hurd, John Stephenson,
W. C. Nelson, Richard Thomas, C, A, Wam-
bouﬁh, C. Clark, J. M. Barnet, @, H. Jones,
J. E.'Noime. 'The labors of these men of
God were grentlly blessed. Gracious revivals
of religion followsd the preaching of the
word, and many were converted tgro!n the
error of their ways.
