Herzlg & Kajip'B skirt factory, on Essex

street, presented a business scene when a
representative of the ERA. called there yes-
terday afternoon—Just to look around. The
bands employed now number 110. This Is an
Increase of 84 since the concern began oper-
ations in Dover. When work was begun,
in the old armory building thero was but
one line of machines where now there are
four. At tbe start but one cutter was em-
ployed and now there are three cuttere and
a helper at work and another cutter and
helper will be put on verjr soon. Messrs.
Herzlg & Kapp say that they oould furnish
employment for 500 hands if they oould get
them. Witb this firm tbe help question is
a serious one, They contemplate putting
np a new building it they can get the help
they requiro to run the factory to the limit.
If they cannot get the help they will have to
start a branch faotory and they have in fact
already beou looking over the ground at
Hockaway. Before taking thiB step,, how-
ever, Superintendent Taub has another idea
which be will put into practice. A large'bus
will be run to Hibernla and another over
Uine BUI and vicinity to bring employees
in to. work. Although Superintendent Taub
has made it known that boyB as well as girls
will be put to work at the machines but one
boy is as jet running a machine. It seem!
that boys do not take to sewing machines
over much. However, three more are ex-
pected t& start in on Monday. Then, too,
boyB can ilnd other employment at the fac-
tory, such as running a pinking machine.
The firm has a very liberal policy of paying
operators while learning. The building Is
well lighted and extra stoves havo been put
in and the place is very comfortable, for tbe
fires in the stoves are kept burning day and
night.

about Christmas and New Year's It Is
greatly desired for the crops, but ordi-
narily from week to week tiiere Is an
unclouded Bky. A cool, pleasant breeze
blows from the west. In the house it is
not only cool, but cold, so that n little
sunning is pleasant, and at night, espe-
cially far up in the country, fires are
welcome. Cool breezes during the day,
sweet scented flowerB, birds Binglng and
rooks cawiug In tbe trees add to the
charms of India's most agreeable sea-
son. Then Europeans, so for as circum-
stances, permit, get into the open air and
move freely nbout, with everything la
the climate to favor their traveling.

Europeans usually observe the festive
season somewhat in the same way OB we
do ia America, but a Christmas day in
tile tropics Is a fact hard to realize. The
scenes, climate and general surroundings
are so very different from what we are
used to here. Picnics, tennis, shooting
parties on elephants and ridcB and drives
through country avenues take tho place
of sleighing, skating and coasting.
