CABUYAQ CAPTURED.

Americans Degin a General Southe
ern Advance,

MANILA, Jan, 2.—The first movement
of o general southern advanee occurred
yesterday morning, when two battalions
of the Thirty-ninth infantry landed and
occupied Cnbuyso, on the south side ot
Laguna_deBay.
killed, and four were wounded, - Twenty-
four of the enemy’s dead were found in
one house, One hundred and fitty prison-
ers and four 8 pounder rapid fire guna
were captured. Three Filipino officers
also swrrgndered to Mnjor March and
two American and two Spanish prisqn.
ers. .
The gunboat Laguna de Bay bombard-
ed the town before the disembarkation of
the troops from the cascoes, which was
made under the enemy’s shrapnel fire,
The enemy evacunted the place before
the charging Americans, retreating to
Santa Tosn, to which town they were
pursued, Heavy fighting occurred along
the rund to Santa Rosa, which was occu.
pied by the insurgents retrenting south
toward Silang. The Americans burned
the country between and ‘around Ca-
buyno. .
