The chronicles of 1899, although compara-
tively free'from Btartltng records, neverthe-
less Bhow the year to have been one which
will be remembered in history.

Cuba, under military rule, remained quiet
and considerable progress has been made Ju
bringing social and commercial order out of
cbnoB. Samoan troubles reached a oriiia,
and England has displayed an inclination to
withdraw, leaving the field to the United
States and Germany.

In the Philippines the policy of the United
States to assert tbe rights ceded by Spain was
resisted by a large element in tbe island of
Luzon especially, and a Btate of active war-
fare between American troops and tbe Fili-
pinos, under Aguinaldo, extended from Feb-
ruary until the early fall. No decisive battles
were fought, but the Filipinos were routed at
majiy important points.

The treaty with Spain, ratMed in 18VK),
tiiarfeg a new era In tbe history of tha United
States republic. Tuat and the outbreak of
the South African war are the chief occur-
rencea of tbe year in international affairs.

A universal psace congress held sessions at
Tbe Hague in May, June and, July, but the
deliberations bore no Immediate fruit either
in bringing about disarmament or esLabliuh-
ing the principle of arbitration. Tbe close
of the year finds England at war in the
Soudan nnd Boutb Africa and on the def en-
Bive against continental aggrest' m,

The Dreyfus trial was the sensation of the
sar. Santo Domingo's president, General

tf eureaur, was assassinated. Colombia aud
Venezuela hava been disturbed by armed
resolutions, The United States' Btandiog
army was increased to 100,000 men.

Noted minor o<!currences of tbe year were
tbe failure of the old publishing firm of
Harpsr & Brothers, the burning of the
Windsor Hotel In New York, with a heavy
lew of life, and the deaths of many llluatri-
OUB people.

In the political world death chose as shin-
ing marks Caprfvi, the flupoeasor of Bismarck
as chancellor ot the German empire; Faun,
president of Prance; Castelar, the foremost
Republican of Spain; Vice President Ho-
bart, and Grand Dake George, heir to the
Russian throne

Literature mourns the loss of Erckman,
tb» great novelist; Mrs. South worth, Horatio
G, Alger, the writer of boys stories; Cherbul-
iei, French romancer and critic, Butch, the
biographer of Bismarck. Art lost Rosa Bon-
heur, unrivaled in her sphere. Among edi-
tors who laid' down the pen forever were
Joseph Medill, fouader of tlie Chicago 7W-
oune, uut Robert Bonner.
