Tbe meeting was called to order by District
Clerk H. S. Peters. E. J. Ross was elected
ibairman; H. ,S. Peters, secretary, and
Artbur D. Kelley and Dr. R. 0. Vreelaud.
tellers. The call, es published in tbe ERA.
two weeks ago, was read fay Clerfc Peters,
la tbe call there Wfre. submitted three propo
sit ions: Flnst, to purchase tbe Baker 1st with
the mineral right attached, or to authorize
tbo institution of condemnation proceedings
to' remove the mineral right; second, tbe
purcbaso of the Ma-o property on Myrtle
tvenue for the aum of $5000 and tbo appro-
priation of that amount for the purchase of
the B&ine, or the institution of condemnation
proceedings to acquire that lot, and third,
lie purchase of the Stephen C. Berry lot on

McFarlan street, and the appropriation ot
$3t000 to buy tbe same. ; ;

Mr. Mnse, who was present, offered another
lot, SOOiSOO feet, directly opposite tbe dynaroo
buildiog on Richards avenue, for $9,200, but
as this was not mentioned in the call the offer
could not be acted upon at that meeting.

Itullruud Mutters.
The. railroads are coming in for at-

tention early in tbe session; Assem-
blyman Blmigle has had a resolution
dopted in the house asking the opln-

lou ot the attorney general as to wheth-
er or not further legislation is needed
to compel -railroads- to elevate their
tracks whore they are crossed py
streets in populous cjtles. In the city
of Newark there Iras heen a strong ef-
fort made to do away with grade cross-
ings, but In many cases the railroads
have successfully resisted the city's
endeavor. It^iB proposed this winter
to get the matter In such shape that •
the railroads will have to submit to tlie
populur demand for the abolition.of
grade crossings.

Mr, Wakelee has also started in after
the railroads in lively fashion. He in-
troduced three measures • yesterday
which will l>e apt to evoke opposition.
One requires all railroads Iu the state
to issue mileage hooks of 500 and 1,000
miles at a charge not exceeding 3
cents per mile. Another bill provides
that the return coupon of an excursion
ticket may be used at any time after
the period for which it was issued has
expired provided the paaseuger is will-
Ing to'pnyli i cash enough to equala
regular single fare between the sta-
tions named.

Mr. Benny also Is after tbe railroads.
Here Is his proposal:

BUI providing that hereafter no lo-
comotive shall be run without an en-
iglneer and firemen thereon,* no train
shall be run without a crew consisting
of engineer, conductor, oac fireman
(W'ootcn'.or similar, firebox engine, two
firemen); freight trains to have, two
brakemen for 40 loaded or (X> empty
cars, and one brukeimin for cueli add!-,
tional 15 cars! All persons hereafter
employed to receive or transmit, dis-
patches or train orders must be 21
years of nge.

Mr. .Benny, relntrodueed his bill of
last winter requiring lull crews on all
trains and .that railroad telegraphers,
shall be at least 21 years of age.

Mr. Abbett has n bill which provides
that all taxes collected from the taxa-
tion of railroad nntl canal, property
shall be.paid to the taxing district
within which the same is located.

Democratic Attnck«,
