ONE BILL PASSES THE HOUSE OF

ASSEMBLY.

Attorney-General Says Law Making;
One Man SnjiervlBor of Bills Jor Both
Bouses Is Unoonstltutlonal-Stook-

' ton Rosolntlona — Nominations and
Confirmations.

TRENTON, Jan B3 —Tbe first bill to pans
the Assembly waa an act admitting to the
Soldiers' Home all veteraUB of the late war
with Spain and those engaged In the sup-
pression of the Philippine insurrection.

At this meotlng State
Treasurer Swain and Comptroller Han-
cook will be reeleoted, together with the
eleotlon of Commissioner of Deeds.

A resolution, Introduced by Mr. Garri-
son of Morris waa Intended a» a joke at
the expense of the Democratic minority,
It reads as follows:

Attorney-General Grey has rendered an
opinion deolarlng unconstitutional t*ie aot
of the Legislature of 1809, whlon provided
for the abolition of the engrossing de-
partments of the Senate and HOUBO of
Assembly, and which transferred the duty
of preparing bills for final action to an
offlolal known as Supervisor of BUli, who
was, aooordlng to the new law, to bo ap-
pointed by the Governor for a period of
five years.

That the act was unconstitutional was
evidently anticipated by Governor, Toor-
hees, and this was ono of the reasons why
he refrained from submitting to the Sen-
ate for confirmation the namB of Jesse
R. Salmon, of Newark, who received an
odlnterim appointment as Supervisor of
Bills. In conformity with tbe aot, the ap-
pointment was to be for a period of five
years from January 1,1000.

During recess to-day tho Republican
majority In the House decided to appoint
Chas. O. Folwell as Engrossing Clerk, in
conformity with tho aot of 1806, and to
appoint.an additional Engrossing Clerk.
It was-alsn.-sereed to retain that portion
of the rnleB providing for-1 the use of
printed bill* Instead ot engrossed.
"The Senate adopted a similar policy
and will name Jessie B. Salmon and the
Assistant Supervisor as Engrossing Clerk
and Assistant respectively.

NETCOrlG'S SENSATION.

Strange Circumstances Surrounding!
the Deatn of Charles Sntton.

At Netoong today efforts are being made
byaooroner and two doctors to ascertain
the erase of Brakeman. Charles Button's
death, which ooourred Saturday night last.
Sntton was slqk with pneumonia. '
- The most Important of six witnesses
heard Tuesday was Dr. John Miller, who
had been In'attendance on Sutton from
Monday nntll Friday ot last week. But-
ton, he said, had the grip, which developed
Into a slight attack of pnenmonla. By
Friday he considered him so well on the
road to recovery tbat he did not call on his
patient on Saturday. On Sunday morning
be was hurriedly sent for, the messenger
saying; that Sutton was dying.

On reaching the house the doctor Bald he
found Sutton In convulsions. He tried to
give him a dose ot bromide of potassium,
autoouldnot. Neither was he able to give
him a bypodormlo injection of morphine,
or to feel his pulse, as overy time he touohed
tho patient Sutton would go off Into vio-
lent spasms.' This lasted abont fifteen
minutes and then Sutton died.

Before he died Dr. Miller asked Sutton
what he had taken, and Sutton -managed
to answer that abont midnight he nad
taken a swallow of whisky, and at seven
o'olook Snnday morning his wife had
given him a three grain quinine oapBUlo.
Dr. Miller said that Mrs. Sutton had told
him that her husband had been taken
worse about Beven o'olook Sunday morn-
Ing. Prosecutor Mills decided to have the
contents of the stomach analyzed, and
they will be sent to a ohemlst at onoe.
Mrs. Sutton was first married to David
Bridge, who Is said to be living at Belvl-
dere. She was then married,to George
Sohernrvwho died In Newark. Later she
wedded Cornelius Swokhouse. who Is also
said totbe living In Belvldere.- She was
married to Sutton five years ago. He was
about twenty-six years old. There was

insuranoe on Button's life for 11,800.

A.MONG the regiments engaged
in the Spanlsh-Amerloan wa r .
whloh, as organizations, rendered
good service to their country, was
the Seventy-first New York Volun-
teer Infantry, whloh enjoya tbe dls
tloctlon of having participated In
the famous charge of San Juan
hill, In frpnt of Santiago, on July
1, 1898, and In the skirmishes at
the summit of the hill, subse
qnently.

It may .not be generally known
among the readors of the JOURNAL
that Morris oounty furnished ot
Iea9t two young men to this regi-
inent—John H Talmadge of Madi-
son, and J. Warren Howellof Whip-
pany, the latter tho youngest son of
ox-Sheriff William H. Howell, de-
ceased, who Is still favorably re-
membered by numerous friends
who survive him.

These young men, during tbel'
brief servloe, inado for themsolvo
an exoelleut reoord as defenders o'
national honor. Talmadge entered
the service on May 9,1898, and wit
honorably discharged thererrom on
November 15 of the same year. In
consequence of Illness, however, he
returned to his home AuguBt 80, and on Septembor 1 following was taken down with
typhoid fever and was oonflnedtn beil four monthB. He Berfed in Company M.

From a letter to his mother, written from near Santiago de Cuba, Cuba. July 18
1808, the JODiiNAL.takea the following lines deaorlptlvo of hl» experiences In Cuba and
on tho field of bittle:

"We ore having a remarkable quantity of rain: wo had a heavy shower every
dBy, but laBt night was the first night It baa rained since we came here, and, oh I
how It did rain. I never experienced Buoh a night before la all my life, and I was on
ploket duty about five hundred yards from tho Spanish intrenohmentB; but trnly.lt
the enemy-bad made on attack I could never have seen them until thoy were
right on me. ,

" Well, I suppose by the time this reaches you, you will have read all about the
battle of July 1, and, mother, I never realized what war was until that battle I can
tell you our company had a hard time of It; we lost four men killed and tulrtaon
wounded In abont-ten minutes' fighting. It was a terrible slfht to see the dead and
dylnpr soattered all around.
