Aftor Sitting Two Days Coroner

Netcong has a sensation sl its own and the
people of uob only that borough, but of all
the country for miles around, are agog over
it. On Sundey morning last Charles Sutton,
a brakeman on the Lackawanna Railroad,
dird under eircumstances which determined
Dr. John Miller, who attended bim, to with-
hold the usual death certificate, with the re-
sult that for two whole days Coroner Hagan,
of this town, and a jury have been trying to
solve the mystery of his deathi, At the close
of the second day’s bearing the inguest was
adjourned until Tuesday of next week, when
it is expected that & report on the condition
and contents of the dead man's stomach will
solve the mystery—or leave it forever un-
fathomable. -

A Httle house just Inside the corpurate lmits
of the borough of Netcong, on the Budd Lake
road, was the home of Charles Button and
his wife and & step daughfer, the latter a
daughter of Mrs. Sutton by ber first husband
—Sutton wes her fourth.” For about five
years Sutton was employed as o brakeman
on the Lackawaona Railroad and he was
generally regarded as sober and steady and a
good rallroader, About three weeks ago
|'Button got the grip and on Mouday of last
weesk Dr, Miller, of Neicong, was ealled to at-
tend him, From Monday until Friday Dr.
Miller called daily. On Friday he regarded
his petient as so muth jmproved that he
ceased his visits, telling Sutton he could get
up on Sunday,

On Sunday morning, while Dr, Miller was
at’ breakfast, word came for him to come at
once to the Sutton houge, that Button was
dying.  He hurried over and found Sutton
in convulsions. - Fiftesn minutes later Sutton
was dead: Dr. Miller, atter consulting with
Dr, Davigon, who lad also been sumtoned,
but who did not arrive at the Sutton bouse
until after Sutton was dead, declined to make
out & certifieate and Undertaker J, N, Youog
notified Coroner' Hagen, who went to Nat
cong on Bunday and after hearing Dr. Mill-
or's story directed ‘that an autopsy be made.

much better that he ceased his visits. Dr,
Sutton next told in detail what remedies he
had administered, smong the remedies belng
three grain quinine capsules and avti-febrine
tablets. On Sunday morning, about a quar-
ter before nine, he wns summoned to the
Sutton house, the messenger, a child, saylng
that Button was dying. When he
reacbod the bhouse be found Button
in convulsions, and Mra. Sutton asked:
¢ Can’t you give bim,something to make him
vomit?¥ He answered that he could netin
his present condition, He “tried to feel
Sutton’s pulse but everytime he touched Lim
Button would go into convulsions. The
spasms would come on and ease up at inter-
vals of about two minutes. This lasted until
abaut ;15 o’cleck, when Sutton died. lu one
of the quieter intervals Sutton, in answer to
a questlon as to what he bud Leen laking,
said: ** 1 took one capsule at about 100’clock
on Saturday night, o swallow of whiskey at
about 12 o'clovk and anuviher capsule at about
7 o'clock this morning.” The whiskey, he
eaid, was given to him by Shoarsand the
capsule by h 8 wife, Continuing, Dr. Miller
said that the ‘convulsions resembled those
cavsed by tetanus (lockjaw), but that the
Iatter had never been known to befatal in
two hours. .

LAW UNDER WHICH HE WAS AP.
POINTED UNCONSTITUTIONAL,

ANOTHER METHOD IS NGW PROPOSED,

Scverul Nominutions St-nt‘tu the Sen-
nte by the Governoe—The Fir ' BH1
Passed by ihe House—lunteresting
New Bills Introduced.

{Speeiul Correspondence.}

TrENTONX, Jan, 24—The ¢vent of the
third leglslative week, ended yester-
day, was the practical upsetting of the
law providing for a supervisor of bills.
This law was passed last winter with
considerable beating of drums &s a
solutfon of the several evlls that bad
grown up around the legislative en-
grossing departments. It was propos-
ed to abolish the old system entirely
and substitute one supervisor of bills
for both houses. Governor Voorhees
appolnted Jesse R. Saimon of Hssex to
the office after & warm contest in
which Charles H, Folwell of Burling-
ton cut a prominent figure, When the
legislature met, various defects in the
new system were pointed out, and
finally the assembly adopted & resolu-
tlon requesting the attoruey general to
glve an opiuion as to the constitution-
allty of the act, the maln contention
being that it was illegal to give to the
governor an appointment that belonged
pecullarly to the houses of the leglsla-
ture, This week Attorney General
Grey answered the house in a lengthy
opinion, part of which follows:

The constituton (article 4, section 4) declires
that “*each house shall choose its own officers, de-
termine the rules of its proceedings, punish its
members for disorderly conduct and, with the
concurrence .of two-thirde, expel & member.,” It
will be seen that all of these powers are of equal
dignity and i and it is ible to
conceive of the exerclse’of any of these powers by
“each house’’ if any or all of them Is or are pos-
sessed by the legielature. The constitution is the
supreme law, and the legislsture can exer no
power, as such, which is conferred upon “‘each
house' separately and not upon both houses as &
legislature. * * * The necessity that “each
house should retain and exclusively exercise the
power to “choose itd own officers” cannot ‘be ex-
aggerated. It is essential to the orderly and {n-
dependent exercise of its functions as one of the
legislative bodies, ** % .

The act of 1890 is an attempt to provide an offi-
cer with equal power in each house, whose dutles
are largely identical with those h fore cast
upon the engrossing clerks. But the act goes far-
ther. ‘It attempts to' confer upon the supervisor
of bills the power to-‘‘receive, examine angd cor--
rect al)- bills and resolutions introduced at each
session of the legislature.”” And the very extraor-
dlnary’ additional power, when bills are pamed to
a third reeding, to “examine them, together with
any amendment or amendments thereto, to de-
termine that they are in all respects corvect for .
reprinting.”’ . - . :
