SPRING ELECTIONS ARE NOT YET

ABOLISHED.

Pi tney Would Kostrlct Legislation—
K'omlDatlonB uy tho Governor—Date
of Ilounrb Memorial Exorc ises.

TnEKTON, Jan 81.—The two houses of the
Legislature had brief sessions Monday
night.

Among the most Interesting featnreB of
tbe opening of the fourth week of the leg-
islative sesBlon was tho failure to Intro
dnde the anti-spring eteotlnn bill and the
reasons advanoed by Senators and Assein
blymen for thel'antipathy to the bill. It
had been alleged that South Jersey was to
stand'Bpbnsor for the measure and that
Senator Jonnson of Oamdon, who has en
tered On his fourth year ot service, would
fatber.theblll..

The Oamdcn representative, however, de-
clared emphatically that no overtures of
tbe soit had been made to him, and addod
that, If they had, the probabilities wore
that they would have boon promptly re-
jootod.

Other .Republican Senators, while less
communicative, were apparently equally
as adverse to oven the consideration of stioh
a measure.

In the House the minority supported the
majority In making Charles H Folwoll
house supervisor of bills. Mr Wakeles,
the Republican leader, nominated him,
and Democratic Leader Benny seconded
the nomination In a short speech tn whloh
he referred to Mr. Folwell's fitness for the
place aB shown by hls;work,as engrossing
clerk last year.
