Graad J u r y Returns Eighteen Indict-
ments— Defendants Arraigned.

The Jpnuary Grand Jury resumed its labors
ou Monday last after a recess of one week,
occasioned by the Illness of Foreman StlleB,
who was stricken while attendlog to his
duties. Mr. Btiles was still ill at his home,
but as the business was about completed, It
was decided to bold the flual stfsfon at tbe
foreman's home for the purpose of having
him sign tbe Indictments already found, after
which the jury returned into court with
eighteen bills of indictment and one present-
ment They were then discharged from
furtber service.

Since tbe Grand Jury adjourned the fol-
lowing defendants nave been placed at the
bar to plead:

Thomas McLaughlin, Timothy Hathaway
and Patrick Sheridan, three typical hoboes,
were charged with having broken and en-
tered the barn of Charles M. Decker, at Con-
vent station. They all denied tbe actual
breaking, but were willing to plead guilty to
receiving stolen goodB, whicb( plea the court
accepted. They were remanded for sentence.

Frank Dolan, of Morristown, submitted a
plea of guilty to an indictment charging him
with having broken and entered tbe store of
Sttner Brothers, at that place. Dolan, who
Is an old offender, was remanded for Bentenca.

Harry Bowman, of Washington township,
pleaded guilty to a charge of having broken
into the barn of Mary Wise and stealing
therefrom several bushels of oats. Austin
Bowman, who was also Indicted for the same
offense, denied his guilt. Both were re-
manded.

Antonio Boggio, of Stirling, pleaded not
guilty to an indictment charging htm with the
larceny of 110 from one Tony Farlno. He
was committed for trial.

Thomas Carpenter, the burglar who re-
cently entered the dwelling of Charles Uellen
on Madison avenue, denied his guilt, although
the evidence agatmt him {B ntoet conclusive,
he having been captured by the night watch-
man as be was leaving tbe house with his
pockets full of plunder. He was remanded
for trial.

Albert F. Flblger, charged with having
maintained a disorderly house at Madison,
pleaded not guilty and was bailed to appear
for trial. .

John Miers, of Hanover towmhlp, charged
with having committed an assault and bat-
tery upon Alice Dlion, denied bis guilt anil
was remanded for trial. Mien IB said to be
demented.

Antonio Nazarro, of Dover, submitted a
plea of not guilty to an indictment charging
him with having committed an assault and
battery upon John T. Coleman and was
balled to appear for trial, Nazarro's predlb-
ament Is the result of an altercation between
him and Coleman over the employment of
the former on the railroad. Naiarro claimed
that Coleman had procured mobey from him
on the promise that he would give him em-
ployment, which hs did, but when he,: "acarr
ro, refund to give Coleman any more money
he cUlmi he was dlKharged.

John J. Bchott, of Morristown, charged
with the crime of bigamy in baying; it is
alleged, contracted a marriage with Miry
Nellson;when be already bad another wife
living In Pennsylvania; denied the allegation
and in default of bail wai held for trial.

Henry Vanderwertb, of Chatham, pleaded
;notgullty to 'an indictment for an assault and
batter; upon August Molltoi' and wsiheld
for trial.

John Valenti, of Madison, charged with
having committed an assault upon Frank
Uioblolla, denied his guilt and was bailed.

Steve Jauohd and Mike Valent submitted
pleas of not guilty to* a charge of atrocious
assault preferred by a fellow countryman and
were remanded for trial.

The trlsl of indictments will begin on Tues-
day next before Judge Vreeland.

Martin did not dispute that tho labor had
been furnished by Thomas, but claimed thai
it had been done under an agreement where-
by Thomas was to receive only his board,
wbloh be had alrendy received. The case
will nol bo tried again this term.

Items, which were " news" in 1871:

September 0 9—The Second regiment, N.
G. N. J., camped in Dover. About 200 tnen
paraded.

September 12—A miscreant sawed down
150 evergreen trees on tbe premises of B. M.
White, in Dover.

September 20—BIx Chinamen arrived In
Dover to work in tbe Giant powder plant in
coune of construction at McCatasvilte. They
had previously worked in California powder

'orke, and their advent iu Jersey created a
illd sensation.
September 30—Augustus Uettler, of Rock-

away, formerly proprietor of the Franklin
House, Stanhope, having fallen from bis car-
riage near Whippany, in a fit of apoplexy,
was dead when found,

October 11—Michael Lockmai, of Mine
Hill, MorriB county, who had once been noted
for hb great physical strength, found dead in

field one and a half miles from home, where
e bad fallen In a at the previous night.
October 24—Durlng a qoarrel at Port Mor-

ris between four or 0ve men over the pos-
session of a quart of whiskey, William Grin-
der, proprietor of the whiskey den, shot and
killed Hiram Dean Foster, aged 30 yean.
He also tried to kill John Burns. Tbe mur-
derer was arrested without delay and taken
to Morristown.

Under date of November 4,1871, the Sussex
Register, in its current Issue, gives this item:

' At the Ford mine, near Woodport, two
miners attempted to pick a blast which had
failed to ignite. Buckley was fatally injured
and Sedgeman lost one band and part of tbe
itber."

William Sedgeman, the victim of the acci-
dent referred to, has for many years been a
respected resident of Dover.
