The first lecture of the University Exten-
slon Course will be given in Grace'M. E.

Its Phenomena * will be the subject.

*University Extension’’ is the name given
toa system of teaching on itinerant lines by
mieans of lectures and class work. It was
first successfu]]y developed in England, but
bas spread over a large part of the world. A
teacher {s sent out, generally from some
College or University, who givesa series of
lecture-studies on some subject of educational
value in any locality where a sufficient
interest can be aroused to suppert it, The
elements in extession tenching wre: (@} the
Jecture, made as interesting and popular ag
posaible aud acconipanted with lantern slides;
(b} the class hour, for further study and dis-
cussion, for the reading of short papers and
for additional explanations—it follows im-
mediately after each lecture, and all are in-
vited to remain who wish a more thorough
knowledge of the subject than can he gafned
merely by lstening; (c) the written work,
covslsting of papers, answers to quastions.
eto., prepared by the members of the class
during the interval between the lectures.
These elements colleotively are known asa
lecture-study. It ia, of course, entlrely
optional with the members to improve these
opportunities for further enlightenment upon’
the subject of the leclure,

Every course is accompanted by a printed
pamphlet called the syllabus, * It contalns an’
outline of the lectures, and various other
helps to the understanding of the ‘subject,
such a3 questions, problams, book references,
book lists, etc, The nyllubus is intended to
save note-taking, nnd in general to suggest
