I-1 do notirecall an ..incident In'later
Amerloan history that parrallelB,Washing
ton's remarkable 'aihleve'meoti ;ofter the
disastrous ''defeat at the1 battle of Long
Island under othor,loadersblp, in remov-
ing his entire army, nnder cover of the
night and Ihe fog, aoross the Bast River,
ln-preBenoe'bf a viotorlous and exultant
enemy. Nor haa thero appeared in the
military annals of America another leader,
unless1 it wos'stonowall Jackson, who
oould so clearly see, as with an eagle's eye,
the opportunity to cripple and confound
the enemy, and oonld improve It with BO
swift and decisive aotlon. Witness .'the
night occupation of UorcheBter Heights,
whloh compelled the evaouatlon of BoBton;
the rapid move from Corawnllls'a front Jio
Princeton, changing the enemy's triumph
Into dismay and IOSB; the speedy advance
aoross'New Jersey to strike the British
army on the flank at Monmouth with tell-
ing effect, and, supremely, the great maroh
from the Hudson to Torktown, with the
result of ending the war, fixing the destiny
of, one ot the; great nations of history,
oauBlng' George III. to become almost
frantic, while Lord North paced his room,
flinging his arms about in wild exolte
ment, and exolaimlng; "Great God, it 1B
all over 1" , The olosest parallel I can find
to this 1B Marlborongh's splendid march
from theNetherlands to the Danube to win
the victory of Blenheim. Like Marlior-
ougb, Washington kept his intention a
aeoret until his forces hod oorered half the
way to their destination. It was only
when.they were marching through the
streets of Philadelphia that his objective
became apparent., Then the staid old city
became delirlouB with enthusiasm.

Washington's armleB were'small; never
more than 80,000 In all, never more than
10,000, in one body. They were always
melting away from under his eyes, Thoy
were not; thoroughly organized and dis-
ciplined until otenben came from Europe.
The great commander was wise not to
venture them in pitched battle agalnBt
England's thoroughly disciplined troops,
Washington himself had had llttlo train-
ing in the school of war. Tet he stands
forth, from both armies, the ono great
military figure of the eight years' struggle
How bo accomplished so mnoh with snoh
resources it la Impossible to explain, ex
cept on tho supposition that ho possessed a
high order of military genius. I seo no
sufficient reason why we Bhould not still
Bcoord to him the tribute paid by John
Marshall In his address bofore tho Senate
of tho United States, that ho was "Hirst
