The New School Bill,

At length the legisinture has before
it the bill prepared by the commissiun
charged with the duty of codlfying and
vevising the laws of the stite with re-
spect to our system of public instruc-
tion. This commisslon presented a biil
last winter, but there was not tlme to
give it the necessary attention, and the
commission was continsed. It may be
remembered , that a premature. an-
nouncement as to-the commigsion’s in-
tentlons for this winter stirred .up
some agitation a couple of months ago,
the statement belng made that the new
bill would favor such a plan as would
deprive achool districts of the govern-
ment of their own schools. But the
bill now offered does nothing’ of the
kind. It leaves matters in the hands
of the local school hoards and provides
for the election of these bourds by the
people. .

The commission consldered geveral
methods of constituting the boards—
one by appointment’of the mayor,’ one
by election by the people and a’ third
method which bas been trled in the
west with some success—namely, tue

| election by the voters of. an lntelmed;

ate board which should name the sehool
trustees. There are arguments in favor
of each plan, but the commission final-
ly determined to place the selection of
the ‘trustees directly in. the hands of
the: people, - The. bill further provides

1 that all “questions,’ including appoint-

ments, shall be determined by a miajor-
ity vote of .the school board. - Each
board may make its own rules relative
to the émployment, tenure:of office, |:
