TUKNTO.V, March 28.—Another legis-

lature ban gone Into history, and tuc
critics are now busy reviewing Its mer-
its and demerits. The Democrats are
trying to niaUe the most of its failure
to pass tbe track clovatlon bill for
Newark and Its action oa some other
corporation measures, while the Re-
publicans point wltu pride to the new
franchise tax law and to the econom-
ical administration of state affairs de-
spite to-rlgc pressure brought to bear
on the appropriations committee. One
thing may bis said at all events-that
whatever merit or demerit, belongs to
tbe legislature just adjourned will be
found in the line of negative rather
than of 'positive action. The absence
of partisan legislation was notable. It
Is tru» that Governor Voorliecs re-
placed a number of Democratic judges
and prosecutors of tbe pleas whose
terms had expired •with Rcpubllcnn
successors, but tlie legislature itself
declined to yield to partisan influences
In more than. one or two minor in-
stances. The most formidable attempt
was that originating in Essex county
to abolish Bprlng elections, but the Re-
publican joint caucus refused to stand
sponsor for the projected bill.

Uutr Legislation.
Probably the most serious criticism

to be made concerns the hasty manner
In which the legislature wound up its
business. _For a number of years past
there hasbeen a tendency to crowd
the bulk of the work Into the closing
weeks of the session. Lost year Gov-
ernor Voorliees tried to check this evil
by Informing the members tbat he
would consider no bills after legisla-
tive adjournment, so as to prevent the
practice of passing a hundred or more
acts JUBt before final dissolution and
of then dumping tlicin in a heap on tlie
desk of the executive and leaving on
him the sole responsibility of deter
mining the fate of Important but
faultily constructed statutes. The plan
worked well last year, but this winter
It had no apparent effect except to add
to the general confusion at the time of
flnal adjournment The legislature had
fixed on the hour of 3 o'clock Friday
afternoon for adjournment, but by the
convenient subterfuge of stopping the
clock at five minutes before- 8, both
houBei kept right on pasglng bills till
nearly 11 p. m. The result was a huge
heap of bills on the governor's desk
after that hoar .and his attempt to give
them Immediate consideration. He
kept at It till nearly 3 a. m., and mean-
time the legislators had to < hang
around, putting In the time as best
they might. I t was a most unsatis-
factory conclusion, and when the leg-
islature was finally dissolved there
was scarcely a Quorum' ol either bouse
present

One of the first things the next legis-
lature should do Is to address- Itself to
• correction of this system of transact-
ing- business.' The cause lies In ,tbe
failure to • establish some system of
calling a halt on the presentation of
new bills. If bills are permitted to be
Introduced up to the. very eve of ad-
journment, as la now tb« custom, 111
considered legislation ls^ Inevitable.
The legislature this year did practically
nothing for the first six weeks except
to receive new bills'; then the commit-
tee hearings went on, and finally the
consideration of measures In open ses-
sion of.either house was confined to
the last fortnight or so. This appllcB
to'about three-fourths of the legislation
of the winter. I n order to expedite ad-
journment the bills had to be hurriedly
considered. They are supposed undei
the rules to have three readings. As a
matter of fact they do not receive a
single reading. The writer, who has
been following the course of legislation
at Trenton (or 20 years, remembers
when every bill was read through from
title to enacting clause at least once,
but of late years that has been too slow
a method for onr get there qnlck legls-

Isome of Its predecessors, and this crit-
icism is not aimed specially nt it, but
at the viulous system which has grad-
ually grown up under tbe rule of both
political parties. A return to the con-
servative methods of the past is ur-
gently needed if Jersey legislation. Is
not to become a byword and reproach
among Its own citizens as well as
among outsiders.

Btyle of lawnialtlug it Is claimed that
the acts passed to increase tlie sala-
ries of the state road commissioner, tlie
adjutant general and the quartermas-
ter general are unconstitutional.

Some New Lim-n.
The legislature has made a record for

economy, cutting out applications tor
money la various directions. Trenton
made a nard plea for a $150,000 armory
to be paid for In three animal install-
ments. Newark wanted a slate nor-
mal school at a cost of $300,000. Tbe
Trenton normal school needed $50,000
for new dormitories. ' A new senate
chamber and new .state offices were
required, to cost over $200,000. The
Intermediate reformatory at Ilahwny
wanted a big slice. All these were shut
out-except an allowance of $46,000 foi
new state OIUCCK, but no new state
chamber, and a small appropriation to
tlie Rnhway Institution. The total ol
the appropriations for the ne.'t fiscal
year ̂ mounts to $2,232,050 32, which Is
$202,045.91 leas than wns allowed foi
this year, The supplemental bill foi
the current year amounts to $338,
050.55.

Among the.measures which failed of
passage were tlie following: Resolu-
tion calling for election'of United
States senators by the people; bill to
do away with capital punishment; 9
per cent Interest' bill; for the construc-
tion of an ocean boulevard; requiring
trolley companies to buy their right of
way.

The Important new legislation of tbe
session Includes tho state newerage
commission, which will Btrlve first foi
the purification of the Paesaic river;
the act for the protection of the Pali-
sades, and the bill providing for a
franchise tax on all corporations' hav-
ing special municipal privileges, sucb
as trolley companies, telegraph, tele
phone and electric light companies.
Governor Voorhees1 was behind' tnc
franchise tax law, having advocated
It In his annual message. Tbe Demo
crats think It does not go far enough,
but the Republicans say that It has
everything Jo commend It as a step in
the right direction.

The Investigation Into the Girls' In-
dustrial school was not completed, and
power was given to go on with tht
work after adjournment, the final re
port to be filed with tlie governor. The
legislature also passed an art suggest
ed by the committee for tbe govern
ment of the school. I t makes some
corrections In the existing order ot
things, but Is not radical...The gov
ernor Is empowered.to appoint new
trustees, but he may reappoint some
or all of the present Incumbents, The
employees may be displaced also
Nothing Is said about Mrs Byler.

The codification of the school laVe
was finally passed, but as variously
amended It makeB little-difference in
the old law. School boards are to con
slst often members and may be elect
ed by the people or appointed by the
mayor, as each district likes best. Tht
yearly school census Is continued ae
tho basis of appropriation for state
money.

A. resolution of-sympathy-with' tlif
Boers was offered by Senator McDcr
mott and referred to committee,- where
It remained.
