FUNERAL OF MB.

A. Uirge Assemblage Pay a I just
Tribute or Respeot to the Dead.

The funeral of Qeorge Riohards, who died
on Tuesday of last week In New Orleans, was
on Monday afternoon the occasion of a gath-
ering which taxed to the utmost the capacity
of the spaclouB house on the hill which was
for so many years the hospitable home of
Dover's foremost citizen. As a mark of re-
spect there was a general suspension of busi-
ness and the great loss sustained by the town
in Mr. Richards' death found expression In
half-masted nags over the engine house, store
buildings and private dwelling bouses, while
the Qeorge Richards Company Building was
heavily draped in mourning.

The casket In which reposed all that was
r aortal of the deceased was almost bid from
view by Sowers made up in a great variety of
designs, tribute! from friends and relatives
of the departed.

The services were conducted by the Rev.
Dr. W. W. HallowayandthePev. Thomas A.
Reeves, of the Rockaway Presbyterian
Church. Dr. Halloway'B funeral, discourse,
which was delivered in a most impressive
manner, follows: • •

" Those who nave beard a great, tree go
crashing to the ground In a forest at night
will never forget it. The sound of the falling,
breaking timbers, borne to the ear with a
roar that Is appalling; the succeeding hush of
the solemn night, make a, vivid and lastinK
Impression. Death, alas, Is a common tblng,
but, when the leaders among us fall, death
assumes a new force and we stand blanched
and trembling as in the presence of a great
tragedy. You and I feel to-day that a great
man has fallen, and we are stricken as with
thesenseof an Irreparable loss. Mr. Riohards'
presence waas commanding one. He looked
like a leader of men. He was a marked man
in any assemblage, and his large, energetib
frame was an Index of his nature. He was
built on large lines. He was aggressive and
forceful in his undertakings. He seemed to
take dellRht In meeting difficulties and
conquering them He bated littleness, mean-
ness, shirking, cowardice, because these thiDge
had no part in himself. Whatever we mar
allow to heredity and environment, jet we
must confess that it was due more to his
strong force of will and purpose that be made
his way from obscurity and small beginnings
to a position of oominsndlng power and Influ-
ence. ,

"Everything he did was with a large hand.
I never knew a more generous man. Every
one of as oarrles with him a, spark of the
divine, and this divine spark In him flamed
out in bis giving. 'How many men he helped
in business, bow many a wandorer he bo-
stowed alms upon, how man; a sufferer he
gave means to obtain relief, how many a
family he fed, how many a despairing one he
tided over difficulties, how many a church he
oontribntad to, how many an institution he
mad* his beneficiary, no one knows nor will
ever know till the secrete of all hearts are
revealed. 'He never said "no" toon appeal
for aid. Not a' day passed, probably, that
did not bear wltnese to his largeness of heart.
He gave ungrudgingly, splendidly on every
hand. Many are those who will miss him.
He will be missed in State councils, in politi-
cal' circles, in boards of direction, (n. local
committees of Improvement, in business
firms, in.social gatherings. But most of all
he will be missed by the poor and the RU Sor-
ing and the low down; who are not: in thut
home to-day, but who never looked to. him In
vain for help.' >

••And in thus serving others, he bestaerved
himself. For it Is alwavs true, '-' give and it
shall he given unto you.1?".Not always in
kind, but surely and according to the measure
of beatowinent,: • He who Invests his means
in the worldV treasury, of needs,.draws a
dividend of love and honor exceeding in val-
ue a prince> patrimony. The stagnant pool,
which has no outlet for Its waters, ia soon
dried up by the sun. Husbanding its re-
sources It drawa upon iteslf the curse of
extinction. But tfao stream which flows
through the meadow and gives lta waters to
moisten the land and Blake the thirst of the
animals, and at length pours Itself with, glorl-
ous abandon into, the!river'for the river, to
give it to the Bea-̂ ihla. stream Is kept joyous
and active and hlessed by the return to it
fromsunand clouds and air of that which it
had given., 80 he who giyes bountifully
reoeivee a bountiful blessing^ in return. It
was the Master who said,"he who will In
great among you let him minister,1! There
will be resolutions and eulqgluma and monu-
ments for Mr. Richards. But his highest and
beet title to remembrance are the blessings of
the poor. I have received a letter from the
Rev..Dr. Buckley, who was associatedAfor
years with Mr, Richards in public life, and
who bears tuts testimony concerning him!

. Murder Mystery solved.
The mystery of the death of Nicholas W.

Dobbins, an old farmer at West Caldwell,
Essex county, in February, 1698, was cleared
up on Mondny by the confession of Marcus
L. Hennlon, Dobbins1* sfcepson-in-law, that he
had caused the death of the old man: in a
nuaiTel by Riving bim a push, Pobhlne-ftnd
Hennlon lived together, with Hennton's
mother at the farmhouae. Dobbins disap-
peared on February 98,1898, and it waa sup-
posed he had wandered away. On Ootober 9
bis body was found under a heap of stones
on the farm off George Meade, a short distance
from Dobtilns's house. Suspicion fell upon
Hennlon, and ho was arrested.' The Grand
Jury failed to indict him, as there was no
evidence, and he was released, but kept under
polloe, Burveillonce. Detectives dlsoovered
new evidence and the Grand Jury last De-
cember indloted Hennlonj who was lodged in
jail, The original oharge against him was
made by a relative of Dobbins living in
Brooklyn. Henuton's confession waa a sur-
prise. When the court was .opened Monday
for the trial of the case Elvin Crane, counsel
for Hennlon, stated that his client desired to
say tnat he was responsible tor the death of
Dobbins,; but was not guilty of murder or of
murder in the second degree. Mr? Crane said
that on the night of the Killing Hennlon and
Dobbins quarrelled in the barn. Hennlon
shoved the old man, who fell backward and
lay still. Hennton tried to raise him and
found he was dead. Then In his fear Hennion
carried the body out and concealed it under
the stones. .

The court accepted the plea of manslaugh-
ter, and fixed April 81 as the date of sentence.

and maintenance of Columbus Blanohard and
his family, constating of his wife and five
minor children, all poor persons in said town-
sblp and county, from November 28, 1899, to
January US, 1000, while said Columbus Blan-
cbard and bis family were under quarantine
because said wife was sick with small pox,
said family having been committed to tbe
poor house by James H. Bonders. J. P., on
November 25,1890, the Overseer of the Poor
having refused to receive and care for tbe
family as required by law."

Remarkable Gouemtton of Beat .
A remarkable experiment was made Thurs-

day at tbe Edison laboratory. Loots Drey-
fus, of Frankfort-on-tbe-Main, who is tbe
agent of Goldsohmidt's Chemlsctae-Tbermo
Industrie, of Essen, Germany, showed Mr.
Edison a new process for attaining an enor-
mous degree of heat in in almost fabulously
Bhort .time by the combustion of a certain
chemical compound, whlbh the inientor keeps
secret, In oonntction with powdered alnm-
Inum. Mr. Dreyfus placed half a teacupful
of his ohemloal ln*a amall crucible and cov-
ered it with samall quantity of Vbm powdered
aluminum, and in the crucible placed a small'
iron wrench about bait an inoh thick and six
indies long. He touched a match to the
mass and sprang back. I t biased up furi-
ously and in exactly live seconds the iron
was absolutely melted. The estimated heat
evolved in the process was 8,000 degrees
Centigrade, hitherto considered Impossible to
reach. Mr. Dreyfus exhibited masses, of
metallic ohromium and metalio msgnesiuui
of considerable Bite that had been produced
by thla remarkable prooeav The value of
the process la in welding together steel rails,
and the National Tubing Company Is In
negotiations for the right to use the process
in welding together the ends of tubes. Mr.
Edison waa highly delighted with the results
attained.—The Orange Chronicle.
