The Republican State Convention Held In
Taylor1! Opera House, Jo Trenton, yesterday,
named Governor Foster M. Voorbees, of
Union; Senator William J. Sewell, of Cam-
len; Barker Qummere.ot Mercer, sod Frank-
lyn Murphy, of Essex, to be delegatee-at-
large to the Republican National Convention
in Philadelphia.

The alternates named are Henry J. Irlck,
ot Burlington; John I. Blair Rlley, of War-
ren; Robert Williams, of Possaic, and Ed-
ward W. Woolley, of Hudson.

Tbe convention was most barmooious.
Some of the Union county delegates voted
for Senator John Kean, but tbe motion
electing tbe four delegates named was easily
carried by acclamation. "

Tbe delegates entered the convention sbort-
ly before noon to the strains of the Star
Spangled Banner. Franklin Murphy, chair-
man of tbe State Republican Committee,
called the convention to order and Introduced
the Rev. Mr. Haddock, chaplain of tbe State
Prison, who asked for divine guidance for the
convention.

Mr, Murphy next made a short address and
suggested the name of William M. Johnson,
President of the State Senate, as permanent
chairman of the Convention. 'Mr. Johnson

elected and was escorted to his seat by
CohKressmea Parker and Gardner. Senator
Johnson then made the opening address to
the delegates.
