service of the United. States during the civil
war, who were honorably discharged, and

'ho are now or who may hereafter be suffer-
ing from any mental or physical disability or
disabilities of a permanent character, not
the result of their own vicious habits, which,
incapacitates them from the performanoe of
manual labor so as to earn support, shall,
upon making proof of the fact, be placed
upon the list ot invalid pensioners of the
United States, ami be entitled to receive a
pension not exceeding {la per month and not
less than $0 per month, proportioned to the
degree of inability to earn a support.

The Treasury Department's latest circula-

tion : statement shows ,the total amount of
money in circulation in the United States to
have been 0,000,595,463. A year ago, on
May 1,1700, it was only »l,933,807,B03, having
increased more than $180,000,000 within a
year. When Mr. Brj.m was nominated, in
18<H!, It was $1,628,5211,430, and has increased
85 per cent. Blnce that time.
