EMMA K. SOTTON ACQUITTED.
JUST'S ANNOUNCEMENT GHEETED

WITH LOW A.PPI1J.VBB.

EXPERTS TESTIFY FOR AND AGAINST.
Prosecutor Mil ls " Morally Certain "

That Mrs. Button Poisoned Her Hus-
band — Or Course the Prosecution
Doesn't Take That View of the Cose
—Mrs. Button Tells Heir Life Story
on the stand — Cross Examination
Falls to Weaken Her statements.
The trial of Emma K. Button, charged with

the murder of her husband, Charles Button,
at Netcong, on January 21 last, by admin-
istering to him a dose of strychnine, which
occupied the attention of Justice Fort and a
jury during the whole of lsst week, ended
Fridsy afternoon with a verdict of acquittal.
But three ballots were taken by the jury, the
first ballot standing ten to two for acquittal.
Mrs. Button was dated by the announcement
that made her a free woman, acting as if she
had been expecting an adverse decision. In
fact, she told her keeper while she was in her
cell awaiting the return of the jury that ah.
feared the worst. When brought into court
Bhe was ashen pale and her bands moved
about norvously, clutching a black bordered
handkerchief, the one Bhe carried throughout
the trial. While the jury was filing in she
watched, them intently, as If searching their
countenances for some indication of what
their verdict might be. Many thought that
she would swoon before the verdiot was an-
nounced. After it was announced, and sh«
had recovered from her dazed condition, ah.
burst into tears and turned toward the audi-
ence, which had ruihed to the court room
upon hearing the ringing of the bell in the
belfry, the signal that the jury had arrived
at a conclusion. .From the manner in which
the verdict was.received it was evidently, a
popular one, especially among the women
who had attended court each day in great
numbers. When Justice Fort took his seat
upon the bench preparatory to receiving the
verdict he announced that no matter what
the decision might be no demonstration from
the audience -would be tolerated. At the
words "not guilty "fell from the lips of the
foreman of the jury the women could not re-
strain themselves and greeted the announce-
ment with great applause. Justice Fort
rapped loudly for order, but It had.no effect
and only when he ordered the tipstaves to
arrest everyone seen Indulging in the demon-
stration was order restored. When It was
all over the women and many men pushed
forward to congratulate Mrs. Button. Or.
Jacquemlu, leading expert for the defense,
and JCr. Kingj one of her counsel, grasped
her hand and expressed delight at the vic-
torious outcome of the case. Newspapermen
crowded about her and pressed her lor an
interview. To them she stated that she had
no desire to talk, adding: "Ive lost confi-
dence In newspapers and their representatives
utheyhaveslanderedmeso.". Bheexprsased
regret that Cornelius Steckbouse, an-alleged
former husband, but whom she repudiates,
had not been allowed to testify by the Court.

Oh 1" she said, " ha would not have dared
to say anything against me, for be would
have been made to tell things which occurred
between us that would have placed me right
before the eyes of the people of Morris
county. Be knows that I was under the In-
fluence of drugs when I married him and
that we never lived together a single day.
My marriage to David Birdge took place
when I was only twelve years and three
months old. I, but a child, was taken away
from my parents by that man, only to be left
by him. I did marry George Bchlrr and
Charley Button, and I have buried them both
and I loved them both dearly. How could
they say that I murdered Charley when they
knew I loved him so much and he was so
good to me.1' ,

When aiked if she had expected the ver-
diot that m i rendered she replied, " I dldnt
know what to think. I have had so much
trouble that I was expeotlng almost anything
but I trusted In the Lord, and I knew every-
thing would come out all right in the end."

'What are your future plans P the BRA'S
representative asked, and she said that-she
expected to return to her home at Neteong.

I told the people there, who I thought
were my friends,' but whb deserted me when
I was arrested on this cruel charge, that
everything would come out all right in t ie
ead and that they would be glad to shake my
hand when it was all over, and it has come
true."

Bhe continued to talk in this strain until
•tr. King told her to get ready to go to Net-
cong with him. Bhe then returned to her
cell for the last time and gatherhsg up her
belongings, walked out of the court house to
breath the air of freedom onoemore. She
was attired in the same black dress worn by
her every day during the trial and had on a
black bonnet with deep mourning veil.. Bhe
attracted much attention as she passed down
the street on her way to the station to take
the six o'clock train for Netcong in company
with Mr,- King. Her daughter, Llztle
Birdge, a child by her lint marriage, did not
attend the Court the last day, having stayed
away by her mother's request.'

With the acquittal of Mrs. Button domes to
a dose one of the most:celebrated murder
cases in the annals of Morris county. While
inany of the circumstances in thecasepolnt
to the guilt of the woman, yet the verdiot of
the jury, under all theevldencethatthe State
was ablo to produce, was unquestionably a
proper one. Prosecutor Mills, after the
was oven said; " lam morally certain that
the woman committed the crime charged
against her. The droumstanctt of the caw
were suoh that I would have been derelict In
my duty had I not given the case the most
complete investigation, but the verdiot of the
Jury was undoubtedly carroct, considering
tho evidence and the fact that the State failed
to prove the most ossontlal point,necessary
for a safo convlotlon, tho fact that Mrs.
Button ever had any of the poisonous drug
In her possession.. Had I boon able to estab-
lish this fact there la no question but that the
woman would have, been convicted."

Messrs. Cutler and Mills, Mrs. Button's
counsel, do not share this opinion with Prose-
cutor Mills. Tboy said that Mrs. Button was
a most persecuted woman, that Button did
not die of strychnine poisoning as alleged,

but from natural causes; and that they still
had the most implicit confidence in the inno-
oense of their client.

The defense began their case by placmg
Dr. Theodore C. Jacquemtn, of Netoong, on
the stand. Be testified, to effect that the
symptoms attending the death of Button, as
detailed by the witnesses for the State, did
not convince him that Button had died of
strychnine poisoning, notwithstanding the
fact that the poison had been found in the
stomach and liver. Heenumeratedanumber
of symptoms which he claimed were essential
characteristics of poisoning by that drug, all
of which were absent In Button's case. Ha
stated that death from acute congestive chills,
spinal meningitis, tetanus (lock jaw) and
Bright's disease were ofttlmes accompanied
by symptoms such as had attended Button
while dying. Drs. Douglas and Orlawold, of
Morrlstown, corroborated Dr. Jacquemln in
this opinion.

Owing to the fact that almost the whole of
the second day of the trial had been spent in
hearing the dry and exceedingly technical
evidence of experts, there was a perceptible
falling off in the attendance on Thursday, it
being supposed that the defense would call
the remaining experts before putting Mrs.
Button on the stand in her own defense. But
there was to be no more expert testimony
and as soon as Court was ready to proceed
with the trial on Thursday morning Mrs.
Button was called to the stand by her counsel,
who seemingly took no thought of the dis-
appointment such action would cause to the
many who bad absented themselves for the
reason before stated. As for Mrs. Button,
she to all appearances didn't trouble herself
either over the diminished attendance of the
morbidly curious, for she took the oath, de-
liberately and then walked briskly to the
witnen chair.

Replying to the questions of Mr. King, she
related with much detail all the facts bearing
upon the death of the man she was accused of
killing. Several times she broke down and
wept, particularly when mention waa made
of the tragic death of her husband.

Bhe said that Button had been lick for six-
teen days previous to his death. He bad
come home sick from his work. He had
fallen from a car and lacerated one of his
hands by Btrlkfng it against a piece of iron.
He did not go to work again but remained
about the house and on toe Monday preced-
ing his death took to his bed and never got
out of it again except when she lifted him
into a big chat* that she might make the bed.
Bha had suggested bavinf a doctor as soon as
he came home, but he said wait, so she ap
plied vinegar, molasses and sugar, an old
fashioned remedy for a cough, as he seemed
to be suffering with a cold. On the day But-
ton took to bis bed she sent for Dr. Miller,
who left him some capsules. She asked the
dootor for a laxative as Button was much
constipated. Dr. Miller said he would attend
to it and on Tuesday left a half teaspoonful
of little white pills with infractions to take
one every four hours. The witness waa hare
shown some little white pills and she stated
that they were just like the ones ttu doctor
had left. These pills were strychnine pills
and similar to those which the dootor admit-
ted be prescribed for the patient. The doctor
said he bad left two or three but Mrs. Button
said half a teaspoonful. During Tuesday
night Button bad-raised blood, more than a
cupful. Bhe showed it to the doctor the next
day, who sounded the patient, and said that
It might be pneumonia, Thursday the doo-
tor again called and after an examination
diagnosed the trouble at pneumonia.

On Saturday evening she started out to do
the trading and her husband requested her to
have his uncles,''Jack1' Bhowen and George
Cortright, call and stay over1 night She met
them on the street and aixed them to come
over. Before going out Button had been
longing for some pickle., so she bought seme
and took them home. - Charley ate a small
onn, Boon .after Bhowen and Cortright
came. The night waa very, stormy and their
clotting was wet They wen drunk and at
ence laid' their arms over Button, Bhe put
Cortrlghttooatoutby the fin but Showers
kept his on and oontlnued playing with
Charley. Finally her husband said " Don't
Jack" and he stopped. They all stayed up
until about two o'clock; playing the fiddle
and organ, singing, laughing and joking. All
then went to bed. About half past 'five on
Sunday morning Bhowen and.Cortright
came down stain to go home. They started
for her husband's room but aha prevented
them, saying "Don't go, for father has just
fallen asleep." She asked them to stay to
breakfast, but Jack said "No, I'm thirsty."
Bhe then told them they might say- " Good-
bye" to Charley, but they said no and left.
This was about quarter past six o'clock,
After the men had gone Mrs., Snttdn Bays, aha
went Into her husband's room and bespoke
to her saying " Fm not asleep." Bhe kissed
him. He complained of being cold and she
covered him with a quilt and raked the stove
again to make It hotter. Doing backlntothe
room again he pulled her dowu on the bed
and kissed her. Just then he heard the horse
kicking In the barn and he told her to
attend to him,; She went,out and fed the
home and chickens and ducks.,, Coming back
to the house she weht'to 'his room.' He told
her that he had just taken a capsule and
asked: for some buttermilk.., Bhe told him
that she would get some fresh buttermilk; he
said "tbat'sgood enough," andtookaBwallow,
Bho then went to the yard to get some water
and on her way back asshe passed his window
she heard him call "Babe." Shedroppedher
water and ran to him. He looked very
white and wanted her to etay. She got cam-
phor and bathed him. She then propped him
up in bed with pillows and going out doors
called to Mrs. Starr and told her to send for
a doctor. Mrs. Starr sent -hor husband and
then went In and fanned Charley. Mr,
Starr, Mr. Black, his wife and children all
came ovor and wo did all we oould for him.
Mr. Black went for Uncle Jack. When Dr.
Miller finally got there Button asked him If
he could do somothlng for him.. The dootor
ssked her what he had been eating and she

'hen our foreign trade Is now running up
into the billions, but to compare our trade
with the Hawaiian Islands, with their handful
of people, with our trade with some of the
larger countries of the world, gives a better
idea of the value of colonies to the United
States.

As a result of his investigations Senator
Lodge finds that:

Our trade with the Hawaiian Islands is
iver 100 per cent, larger than our total trade

with AuBtri-Hungary.

Ths Boer Incident was diplomatically and
courteously terminated by President McKin-
ley, and tne envoys have been socially enter-
tained by the Secretary of State.' Politically
the matter Is ended just as completely as the
Macram affair. Secretary Hay soon showed
the envoys that the United States Govern-
ment had not only done all it could, in the
Interests of peace, but is the only nation that
has shown any Interest In stopping the war.
The Boers, in March, appealed to all Euro-
pean governments and to,the United States
to Intervene, but tho United States was ths
only one that compiled with tho request, and
this offer from President MoKinleyj, as the
world already knows, was deolined by Great
Britain.

Samoa's trade last year amounted to about
a million dollars, rather more than half being
Imports, Tho bulk of It was transacted with
tho Australasian colonies.
