Philadelphia, Juno 21.—The Republic-
an party, in convention here, has decided
011 its ticket for the national campaign.'
But one namo was presented for the
nomination tor the presidency, William
MclCinley, and but one name for the
vice presidency, Theodore Roosevelt.
Both were noiulnnted unanimously. .

The work of the day began when
Chnlrnma Lodge glanced at his watch
and then, with three raps of the historic
gavel, stilled the tumult on the floor,
while the baud ushered fn the session
with tho iiution.il anthem, Senator Han*
oa being one of the first to rlso and the
entire audience following as the Inspiring
Htruins reverberated through the building.
As the anthem closed the chairman an-
nounced the opening invocation by Arch'
bishop Ryan. - *

The dihtingul Blied prelato wore .. the
Buporb purple robe of his high' station,
falling to his feet and open In front,
showing the heavy chain and golden
cross emblematical of bis office. He
paused until the assemblage had risen
and bowed their heads, and'then his
strong, rich voico rolled out a prayer fill-

ed with B sentiment of the deep responsf-
billty resting upon the party here as-
sembled.

When the striking 6guro of the arch-
bishop at the fliiish of the prayer disap<
pea red la the throng on the stage, the
vast assemblage sank to its seats, and the
gavel fell to make quiet for the more
practical work of the convention.

Senator Lodge called attention to Lou*
isjana being Inadvertently omitted from
the roll call for. national comraittcemon,
and that was corrected. Alabama also
named its selections, bavins ^failed1 to
do so.

The chair thon laid the amendment tc
the rules offered by :Mr. Quay as tho un-
finished business before; the convention.

Southerners Jub i lant .
As the cheers died away at tho men*

tion of^ Quay's name,, the -short and
sturdy figure of the1 penhsylvanlan arose
in the middle aisle. In thin voice, barely
heard at the platform, Mr. Quny an-
nounced tho withdrawal: of the amend-
ment proposing a change In rules 1 and
12 referring to representation in national
conventions. This was .accepted by the
southern delegates as a concession tc
them, and they rose en masse, cheering
wildly at the withdrawal of the proposi i
tlon.

Now Mr. Lodge advanced to the front
of the platform, and a thrill went1

through the vast audience as he announc-
ed: "Under the rules, nominations foxi
tho office of president of the United
States are now in order."

There waB a momentary Bhout, which
the chairman punctured with "The state
of Alabama is recognized.". ' |

A talland swarthy Alabamlan stood ot
bis cbnlr anu, by prearraugemont, an
swered: •

"Alabama yields to Ohio."
This was'the signal for the recognition

of Senator Fomkor,. who wns to make
the speech nominating Mr. McKinley as
the Republican candldnte for'president,
Then tho cheers began and a wild, ecene
ensued..

Amid a tumult of applause Scnatot
Foraker went to the platform, and when
quiet was restored began to speak, first
thanking Alabama for their courtesy in
yielding, but attributing that fact to the
overwhelming popularity of the candi-
date. As Mr, Foraker continued, he .was
repeatedly Interrupted with cheers, His
.announcement that the nomination ' ol
McKiiiley wan equal to an election Iu
November brought vociferous cheers.
