Furthermore, the electric current often
stops respiration, If the volume s smali
and the potential (or electric pressure)
light, this effect iy only faintly observed.
But stronger currents, especially if pro-
longed, interrupt breathing more positive-
ly and thus lead to asphyxzia. Convul-

He nimed to restore the activity of the
leart by two agencies; he injected. Inte
the arteries what is called “defibrinated”
blood and at the same time gently stimu-
lated the organ with electricity, Bo
much laboratory preparation would be re-
quired to repeat this procedure in -the
case of a man that it could hardly be em-
ployed. effectively in cases of puve acel-
dent unless ihe necessary means were
close at band, in consequence of unusual
torethought. It s doubtful whether a
central light or power station will ever be
equipped with these facilities for restor-
ing injured men, and it would probably
take too long to carry one who had re-
ceived an apparently fatal dose of elec-
tricity to the nearest doctor.—~New York

The use of horsehide in razor strops Ia
familiar, but this is only one of n;:niy
s
an excellent and valuable leather, Some
parts of the hide are used for shoe up-
pers, the leather produced for the pur-
pose being called Cordovan, from Cordo-
va, in Spain, where it was first made,
Horsehide' is used also for the manufac-
ture of gloves nnd mittens and in book-
binding, and there s inade of it an imita-
tion buckskin, Horsehide is used in mak-
ing whiplashes, and some parts of it
are used -for making shoestrings, It is
used for n carringe leather, in ecovering
seats and so on, Iorsehide is much thin-
per than cowhide. o
The supply of horsehides comes chiefly
from cities. Some horsehides are im-
ported from Europe, the greatest number
of these coming from Russin, The finest
of all horschides come from Normandy,
in Francé. . As compared with the num-
ber of cowhides and other hides tanned
the number of Lorsehides is of course
limited, but in the aggregate it is large,
and there is'a demand for all the leather

produced.—New York Sun, .

AWFUL CATASTROPHE AT HOBOKEN.

UPWARDS OF TW0 HUNDRED LIVES °
LOST BY FIRE AND WATER.

Nortu German Lioyd Docks and Three
Ocenn Stoamers Burn—saflors and
Longshoremen’ Penned in the Holds
‘With no Chance of Escape—Kafser
‘Withelm, the Lloyd Lines Largest
Steamer, Baved WIith but Little
Damage. ‘

fThe crowded plersof the North German
Lloyd Steamship Compmny and three of their
finest vessels, the Bremen, the Main and the
Haale, were burned on Saturday afternoon
and in the fire from 170 to 300 persons lost
their lives by flre and water. The fire
started at about 4 o’clock among some baled
cotton piled on one of the piers and spread
from pler to pler until four were burping
and the three vessels named, together with
the Kaiser Wilhelm der Grosse, were also
ablaze. Millions of dollars in cargoes and
property were lost, The high wind fanned
the flames and drove them withsuch rapidity
that the firemen were driven from the plers
and in some cases lost their apparatus. Tugs
endeavored to pull the vessels into midstream,
They succeeded in dofng this, but not until
three of them were beyond saving, = The
Kalser Withelm der Grosse ascaped with
comparatively small damage, but all that
was combustible on the Bremen, Main and
Baale was destroyed. Hundreds of people
were in the holds of the ships and the flames
on deck shut off every means of egress and
{n consequence many were burned.to death,
while othbers who escaped the flames were
drovned like n.ts in a trap as the vessels
sank lower- and lower in the water. The
hatchways had all been shut down or many
would bave attempted to rush through the
flames. The port holes were large enough to
allow & head to go through but not large
enough to ‘pass & man's body. So after the
ships were beached it was thought that many
of the imprisoned eailors peering anxiously
from the port holes might yet be saved, but
the rapidly rising tide was® not reckoned on
aud ag it flooded one port hole after the other
the faces disappeared and the unfortunate
men, and in some cases women, were drowned.,
The total list of the dead is yet unknown, but
will reach at Jeast 200. The loss to property
is estimated at $10,000,000, Each day since
the fire the work of clearing the wrecks has
gone on and each day the list of dead has in-
crensed. A complete list of the dead can
never be secured. The three docks of the
North German Lloyd are total losses, The
pler of the Thingvalia line was also burned,
as was alsb the new extension of the pier of
the Hamburg.American line, The 8aalo cost
the North German Lloyd Company $1,250,000
and the cargo $300,000. The vesse] is now
heached off Ellis - Island, The Main, &
freighter, is in as bad a condition as the
Baale, while the loss to the Bremen is estimated
at $700,000, The Main and Bremen are
beached off Wechawken.
