AMERICAN REFUGEES FLEE TO JAPAN.

OOXfOBT LOOKED AFTER
BY V. B. CONSUL B. B. XYOX.

Amonir the Rexnffees aro the Rev. aaa
Mrs* J* B. Coohran and Dr. Samuel
Cochran, wife and baby, well known
In Boonton and Morrlstown, where
they Formerly Llvea-Compolled to
Leave China at Short Notloo, Xeav-
lng Personal Belongings Beblna-In-
toreatliiK Exoerpts From Kobe (Ja-
pan) Herald.

The obscurity surrounding the fate of the
legations and other foreigners who were gath-
ered In Fekin remainB undispelled. With the
earlier reports of the alleged massacre came
the statement that the. mission stations had
been exterminated root and branch; but this
allegation does not appear to be supported by
facts. It is regrettable that these rumors,
putforth with much plausibility, should have
gained ready credence in this country, so
many of the missionaries having severed
home ties in the States to embark in religious
work in China; regrettable, as many a family
hearth Is clouded with the suspense hanging
over the fate of the absent ones. It is now
known that many families, having received
timely warning, reached the seaports from
tbe inland missions, and that transportation
to Japan has been provided. It is possible
that some Cathollo missionaries, always ag-
gressive and unencumbered by family ties,
who have pushed far Into the interior, may
have been killed; but even this Is supposition,

John A. Lyon, of this town, has received a
letter from his brother, Samuel S. Lyon, of
Boonton, now United States Consul at Kobe,
under date of July 8, inclosing excerpts from
the Kobe Herald of June 3S, and supplement
ing these with further Information. The let-
ter states that Dr, Samuel Coohran, a brother
of the Rev. J. B. Cochran mentioned beloi
with his wife and infant ohild had arrived at
Kobe, and that the Cochrans (presumably
both families) would start for the mountains
next day. Mr. Lyon himself intended to
leave Kobe on August 0 for the United States,
his vacation to extend Bixty dayB after reach-
ing this country. It is possible; however, in
view of the Chinese troubles and tbe conse-
quent demand for his services in assisting tbe
refugees from"that country, that he may not
sail as early- as he anticipated.

The Kobe Herald, from which tho follow-
ing excerpts ore reproduced, appears to be
the organ of the American colonists in Osaka
and Hlogo. Its tone regarding the safety of
tho missionaries in China, as may be noticed,
is moderately hopeful:

and Mrs. Cochran, who bod reached Kobe
from Shanghai a few days before, having had
rather an exciting experience in getting out
of China, lira. Cochran was formerly a MIBS
Jenkins, of Boonton. The.ifcralcZ says: _

Mr. and Mrs. Cochran have been in China
about a year, and while the present troubles
were growing bad gone up to the Kulung
Mountains, which are Bought by many mis-
sionary families at this season of the year.
While there they received warning of the

dly developing insurrectionary movement
had to make shift to leave in a hurry.

They were compelled along with -thirty-Bix
other families to clear out at short notice,
leaviog almost all their personal belongings
behind. A perilous journey of several days
was safely gotten over ana the journey to
Kobe made subsequently. Others belonging
to the same mission will follow to Japan soon,
and other refugees are likely to make this
country their temporary resort.

Reviewing the situation and supplementing
Consul Lyon's appeal the Herald says edito-

Although ConBut Lyon's letter, appearing
elsewhere in to-night'B issue, is addressed prl-
luarilyto bis-own nation,.we are sure that
hlii action in making appeal on behalf of any
refugees who may arrive here from Cbiua
represents a general sentiment among all for-

' in Japan that the utmost that Is pos-
...ble should be done to make all who may be
compelled to seek SBylum in this country feel
that when they come here they come among
friends already made, friends who are willing
to hold out the band of sympathy, and mate-
rial aid so far as may be needed. No doubt,
if it is foreseen that anarchy is to spread in
China and hold extended Bway there, many
foreigners will be able to bring away with
them sufficient means of procuring the com-
forts of. -life to distinguisV-them- from, the
oharacter of ".refugees," as the word is ordin-
arily understood ; nut at the same time it is
almost certain that, if the state of war'in
China is to continue tor any time, there must
be numbers of foreigners to arrive here who
will give their compatriots in Japan an op*
portunity to show their solicitude and gene-
rosity toward them in the character of refu-
gees. We ore sure that in these cases there
will be prompt and generous response to ap-
peals sent out In tbe sense of that which Is
published by Consul Lyon. Moreover, we ore
certain that among the general body of for-
eigners in thiB conntry there will be the most
cordial desire to extend a welcome to all who
may arrive in Japan seeking temporary ref-
uge from the evils—actual or impending—
overtaking the homes and lives of any of tbe
foreign folk in China. It is fortunate indeed
that so fair and pleasant a place of refuge as
Japan should be so easy of access to our fel-
low-countrymen and country-women har-
assed by tbe anxieties and actual dangers of
war in China, and we are sure that, pretty
and pleasant and healthful as the country is,
none of its visitors in distress in these troub-
lons times will. have cause to say that tbe
people-~foroign or Japanese—so far aa kindll-
Uness of feeling can go, do not harmonizo
with the other conditions of life.

Wayside Musings.
"What can the poor glrldc/f" forms tbe

burden of Mrs. Ida Husted Harper's waking
thoughts. Year in and year out sbehns la-
bored for the emancipation of downtrodden
womanhood, including brindled suffraglsm
and an equal division of the joint earnings of
the household. Falling thiB, she sets forth
the seeming advantages of a bachelor life for
women, therefore furnishing by implication
advloe not to marry. " What's sauce for the
goose is sauce for the gander," and if ad-
vanced womanhood, as exemplified by Mrs.
Harper and others of that ilk, gathers strength
and exercises potent sway over tbe feminine
world, Its opportunities for marriage will
cease to exist. When the average man de-
Blres a wife he wants a woman and not a bun-
dle of crotchets.

Mrs. Harper is a strong advocate for an
"equal division of the joint earnings of the
household"—meaning, J presume, that after
the current bills are paid there should be a
weekly or monthly "Whack-up" of theBur-
plus, if there be any; and to emphasize this
point sayB:

Many a working woman hesitates to marry
and give up her regular wages, even though
they he a pittance, when she sees the helpless
and humiliating position of the wives of her
acquaintance in regard to money.

The above statement is not borne out by
the facts. Working women marry when rea-
sonable opportunity offers—notalwajB wisely
perhaps; and never before In the world's his-
tory have the wives and children of sober, in-
dustrious workmen been better clothed, better
fed, or enjoyed more of what forty years ago
were considered.luxuries. When a woman
marrlea an idle spendthrift she has no one
but herself to blame.

That the condition of woman has ohanged
in the lost fifty years is evident to those who
have given tbe subject a moment's thought.
In tbis country in comparison with men the
women are already the leisure oloss. Let Mrs,
Harper walk, the streets of any town or vil-
lage during the summer afternoons and Bhe
can easily convince herself of this fact, Taere
was a time—and not so long ago either—
when the division of labor was nearly equal
and marked in natural lines, the man doing
hlB work outside, tho woman doing here inside
the house. Under the beneficent agitation for
tbe " extended sphere for women " thiB bos
been changed, until tbe greater part of wom-
an's work has been taken away from the
house and diverted .to offices, stores and fact-
ories. With the lower wage accorded female
help, the work in these directions has ampli-
fied, and the glamour of" refined occupation1'
has helped it on. Year by year has this pro-
cess been going on until, to use Mrs. Harper's
w o r d s : • . •':' '. •' .-"

It is not an exaggeration to say that nine-
tenths of the duties which formerly were
done in the household are now transferred to
otherflelds. ;.;._• •

If such be tho caseT-and we have a woman's
assertion for it—one wbuld naturally suppose
that household cares would be neglected and
that home and home comfort as once known
would be obsolete affairs. -And we get the
astonishing BtatemBnt that the preponderance
of females over males is as eight to five, and
there must be some outlet from the home
hearth'for this surplus, especially so as its
chances for marriage are remote. But thiB
statement Is absolutely untruB. The census'
of 1890 showed there was a million more
males than females in the United States, and
there. IB no reason to believe the ratio has
changed to any extent during the post ten
years. So the elimination of " household
duties" from the modern home, yet retaining
the comforts, must be accounted for in other
form of compensation. Fifty years ago the
daughters of a household were taught to
cook, bake, sew, help in the family " wash."
This servile labor Is now abrogated so far as
the daughters of the household are concerned!
a cook and housemaid attend to the dally rou-
tine ; the baker furnishes bread, cake and
pies; the delicatessen shop provides-relishes
and preserves, and the laundries take care of
the family " wash." ••':,'•

Mra. Harper—ever satirical, never logical-
states the case regarding young'women and
and asks, "What shall they dot"

• The girls who formerly were needed for
domestic duties are now Bent to college. In
time they return home, and here they ore—a
great doss ot highly-educated, well-trained,
self-reliant, leisure women, Now wbat stall
they do ? Can anything be more illogical,
absurd and useless than to try to compress
these women into the sphere which sufficed
for the)r grandmothers 1 But one thing is
possible and that is to let her create a new
Bphere for herself and prove hor capacity to

What this new sphere is to bo is not hinted
at. She has found tbe ailment, but not the
remedy.- As Bhe utters an Jo Priotnphe over
the fact that a woman delegate to tbe Demo-
cratic National Convention was chosen in
Utah, it is to be presumed that Bbe considers
the political world the new sphere in which
educated and refined young women can best
display -their capacity, and by aiding the
woman's suffrage movement, in time be ena-
bled to join in the general scramble for office.

However, they should consult Mrs. Mary
Ellen Lease, of Kansas, oh the subject, who
having played politics for several years now
declares her abhorrence of the.game, and
states that "Populism is nothing but a para-
site on the Democratic party." Ephralm has
turned loonoclast.

NEWS FROM THE NATION'S CAPITAL.
AMEllICAN OOOVVATION OF PORTO

Snanlsh Judicial Methods Done Away
WIth-Spanlsli Burial Customs, Ditto
—Marriage Customs Reformed—Re-
forms In Matters or Sanitation, Tax-
ation, Currenoy, etc., etc.—People
of Porto RIoo Appreciate Our Rale.

Washington, July 25. —Mr. Charles E.
Buell, who was Secretary of the United States
Special Commission to Porto Rico, and is
familiar with the various conditions of which
he speaks, makes it plain that our occupation
of that beautiful island has been of greatest
benefit to the people of Porto Rico. Among
other things, be explains tbat under Spanish
rule Imprisonment without a hearing, or the
preferring of charges against the persons
arrested, was common, and tbe imprisoned
persons frequently passed several years with-
out being informed of the nature of the
offense for which they had been thus held.
Under American rule no more Spanish
methods are permitted in dealing with those
charged with unlawful acts.

Before the American occupation of Porto
BIco it was a common custom torenta burial
place in the cemeteries, and to demand a re-
newal of the rent from year to year, after tbe
first five years; a failure to promptly pay the
renewal resulted in the dlslnterment of the
body and the throwing of the skull and bones
promiscuously into a common bone heap to
be thereafter forevor exposed to the gaze of
the* curious, and to the action of the elements.
This custom was discontinued upon an order
issued by the Military Governor, making it
unlawful to disinter bodies without a special
permit from tbe Governor-General, and then
only for tbe purpose of reinterment.

Under the Spanish rule marriage bad been-,
hedged about with arbitrary rules which bad
mode it impossible for the poor, especially in
the rural districts, to enter into marriage,
and the result was that more than half of the
families were living in astateof concubinage,
and more than halt of the children born on
the island during later years were illegitimate
and deprived of natural right under thelaws,
due to the fact of their illegal birth, a ctr-
oumstanco over which they could have no
control. By order of the. Military Governor
the contract of marriage could be entered
into without coat, before a magistrate, or
priest, or minister, and every barrier to mar-
riage was removed, Those having children :;
could marry, and the legal status of the off-,
spring ot such as had been born but of wed-
lock be thereby established. .

Under Spanish rule the Island was scourged
with disease due to unsanitary conditions and
to a lack of care for the people by those in
authority. The Military Governor established
a vaccine farmland army physicians vac- .
cinated the population of the Island. Every
disease is being conquered by Government
agencies, and every sanitaryVeasureis being
carried out to prevent filth disease.

Under Spanish rule everything was taxed,
and to all the very exacting taxes on property,
real and personal, were added duties on Im-
ports, port dues andaconsumetaxof noBmall
rate. In addition tberewereexacUons by the
church, which was backed by the crown and
the insular government, and last, but not
least, there was a governmental lottery; the
mayors, were Instructed to sell-a certain
amount of the drawings, and they invited the
citizens to purchase a drawing, which was
understood to be a thin-veiled order to con-
tribute the amount asked for to the govern- .
m e n t . ' ;C.-.;. ' ' • : . ' - . •..'.. !

With the occupation by the Americans the
lottery disappeared, and the burden of tax-
ation dwindled down to 15 per cent, of the
toriff-upon imports, and what was more Im-
portant, the amounts thus collected are
handed over to the island government for
paying the expenses ot running that govern-
ment, so that the 15 per cent, of the tariff
does not burden the people at all.

When Porto Rico was storm-swept the
quick response of our people to the cry of

ress, and. the liberal sending pf tens of.
thousands of tons of supplies for the stranded.
victims of tho storm gave evidence of the
true feeling which this country entertained
toward the new possession,." A loyal lady of
San Juan remarked that " the United States
is great because it Is liberal; it is prosperous.
because it is humane.'! .

Under Spanish rule the weak were robbed;
the foreclosure of a mortgage was permitted
in amost unwarranted manner, and always to
the loss of; the debtor̂  A military order
checked this. Under Spanish rule a large per-
centage of the property owners were absen-
tees, conducting their estates through agen-
cies, and exacting a most ruinous course
against other interests, The property of the
absentee oloss boa boon put under taxable
conditions that will make them bear their
"portion of the burden of the government'
which gives security to their property. •-

Under Spanish rule the money of the island
was subject to the most extraordinary fluctu-
ations; when the planter needed money to pay
his help, and for supplies, the peso would be
held at 00 cents in gold, and as soon as the
money had passed into the hands of the men
whom the planter had owed, the value of the
same peso declined to 43 cents: This ruinous
variation in money has been made to give
place to a certainty and stability by changing
the currency of tho Island to United States
currency. :

Under the rule of Spain the moss of the
people dared not make an outcry against any
oppression; the bakers of San Juan testified '
that their hours of labor were from 4 o'clock
p. m. till 13 o'clock noon of the following day,
and that they worked every day in the year;
other artisans gave similar testimony. With
American occupation shorter hours were de-'
manded without fear, and fan- dealing began
to take the place of the ancient wrong.

Aside from the 50,773 property owners of
Porto Rico, made up largely of absentees,
priests and pro-Spanish residents, the people
of the Island are loyal to our methods, and
appreciate bur efforts In their behalf, so far
as they can realize the enactments.
