The relative importance of the. issues

MOT FHOM KASHAS.

Tormer Resident or Wasli lneton on
tUe Polit ical Bitnntlon TUoro.

A reporter for this paper Interviewed
Edward Youmans, of Mediolne Lodge,
Kansas, at the Bt. Cloud hotel the other day,
where be and his estimable wife are making
their headquarters white visiting numerous
friends and relatives in this vicinity. To
give due weight to the gentleman's present
political opinions, It may be well to inform
the few who do not know him as a bright
minded, successful business man, who is hon-
est and straightforward, a few points regard
ing what manner of man this Is nbo haB the
strength of his changed political convictions.

Mr. YoumanB was born in Washington
over 05 years ago and tB connected with Bome
of the best families in Warren county. He
Bhowed his intrepiiTiipIrlt and ambition by
imigratlng to the then red skin and border-
ruffian infested territory of Kansas in 1850,
and to no other man who helped bring order
out of chaos and establish one of the greatest
common-wealths of tbe country is more credit
due for active participation in the stirring
events of its early history or the more recent
development of its material growth, than to
Edward Youruans, a son of old Warren,
whom her citizens delight to honor almost to
the extent that he 1B honored throughout bis
adopted State.
