On Senator Fltney's announcement that the
convention would receive nominations for a

Several weeks ago mention was mode in
ie Eli A. of tho finding of portions of on old
irrick In Green Fond near the "lettered
Dcka," The circumstance has excited some
irioalty, but the facts connected with the

lullding of a derrick to be operated on that
iut-of-the-way spot of water Beamed to have
wen forgotten by most of our older towns-
people or else they never knew, ao the ruins

the old derrick Beemed destined to remain
ihrouded In mystery. By underrunnlng a

•les of tangled tales an EUA representative
sund that Stephen J. Palmer, of this town,
:new somethlDg of the history of the 'old
ierrlck and be was accordingly interviewed.

Sometime in the late '00s a speculator from .
loston named Lawton was prospecting along
tio mineral belt In the northern part of this
mnty. Whether or no ho carried any well

leQuod plan of operation is not known. Four
five years before, however, some Boston

pltallstft hod Bent agents into Pennsylvania
Investigate mining properties, and possibly
iwton may have been on a similar errand.

3e this as it may, Lawton struck the shores
Green Pond and evidently saw posslbili-

tes of some nature, but at tbls distant day
iey are past determining. It was about 1870
•hen he reappeared and glowingly Bpoke of .
ie beauties nf the Pond and Its desirability
i a BU turner resort, Glib of tongue and ,
lossesstng a well-filled pocketboo'k he at-
