WAYSIDE MUSINGS.

Ttie Jack Tar w i t h a ca rgo of Liquor
Aboard-Some F u n n y Inc idents .

It-is forty years ago or more since the
naval whisky-ration was abolished and six
centa a day allowed the "Jacky " as its equiv-
alent, that being the cost of the ration. The
Government has been a great gainer by the
operation without amending either "Jack's"
morals or appreciably increasing his pay.
The substitution was made in deference to the
temperance element, then waging a prohibi-
tory warfare throughout the Northern
States. It was of the same nature as the ill-
advised movement against the army canteen.
The Government was the gainer, as the
wholesale price of whisky in those days was
fifty cents a gallon ; it is now two dollars,
but "Jack'B" equivalent has not been in-
creased, nor has his taste for liquor deserted
him.

Captsln Charles D. Slgsbee, who command,
ed the Maine when that ship was destroyed
in Havana harbor, now Chief Intelligence
Officer of the Navy, has had considerable
sea service and knows many of "Jack's " de-
vices for getting liquor aboard ship. Naval

leers as a rule have long known that sail,
ore possess the knack of extracting the alco-
hol from the paints and varnishes In the
Bhip's stores for use as an intoxicant. Last
December Captain Blgsbee in a letter to the
Navy Department recommended that "all
alcohol used in the construction department
of ships be mixed immediately upon its re-
ception on board with a prescribed amount
of tartar emetic, and that the cases, chests or
bottles iu which the alcohol Is kept or mixed
be marked accordingly." Surgeon-General
Van Reypen vetoed the proposition, saying
that " i t would cause the death of the men
who drauk the alcohol in which the tartar
emetto was dissolved." So "Jack" will con-
tinue his extracting process for the present;
but that will' not hurt him materially, as he
has drank sakl in Shanghai and Tckio, pulque
ln,Rlo, aguadiente in Vera Cruz and " boot-
leg" whisky in New York, and a ittle thing
like wood alcohol would merely tickle his
throat. ;

Shortly after tbe Mexican war was ended
the Bloop-of-war St, Mary (now used as a
training ship), Captain ColvocoreBsis, while
oruislng in West India waters put into Kings-
ton, Jamaica, for '.*shore grub" and fresn
water. • A. .detachment in charge of a mld-
Bhipman.was Bent daily for supplies, and the
men would get back " half-seas over "despite
the best efforts .of the officer, •' Oa reaching
the ship a search was instituted, butnoliquor
found. Next day, however, half the ship's
oompany were carrying' beautiful "jags."
This continued for several days and the
crew was hi a' totally demoralized condition.
During a shore viBit CplvocoresBls spoke of
hie troubles to a British naval officer and
pressed hiB wonderment as to how the liquor
was smuggled aboard the ship. The officer
laughed and told the Captain that his men
had been "guoklng the monkey," and.went
on to explain that the men would take cocoa-
nuts, tap the end and pour out the milk, refill
the nut with aguadiente and plug tbe hole
with cocoanut. meat,, Thereafter importa-'
lions of oocoanute on {he St. Mary underwent
close examination, wi,th a** corresponding de-
crease of drunkenness. It may be that this
orasimilar circumstance gave birth to the
Blang phrase "that accounts for the milk in
the coooanut." -

When Elbert Andrews, of Washington,who
served on the Bakigh at the battle of Manila
Bay, was visiting here some weeks ago, he
furnished a number of humorous anecdotes
relative to the noted fight. On his vessel the
captain,of one of the six-inch guns was a
boatswain's mate named Murphy, humorously
called "Spud,''because in. slang both words
indicate a potato. He was a general favorite
on the ship, full of sailors' yarns and songs,
with a weakness for whisky of almost any
brand. Of course all hands, from captain
down to apprentice boys were keyed up to
fighting pitoh and "Spud" a little more so,
as he had evidently been lining his inside with
" ship's varnish." Although exhilarated he
was not incapacitated and called his shots
with wonderful accuracy, accompanying his
shots with objurgations directed alternately
at the Spaniards aud the apprentices, the lat-
ter constantly pestering nun with requests to
sight hiB gun.; "Git out, ye young dlvils I"
he would say; call his Bhot and then execute
a momentary war dance. If _the alcohol did
not increase the accuracy of his aim it cer-
tainly did not diminish It, and he was not
"masted" for his " overflow of spirits." Mr.
Andrews,.In telling this, spoke of the utter
absence of fear displayed by all, though tho
enemy's shells were screaming ia.thealr,a8
instanced by the apprentice boys skylarking
with "Spudl"/ '.. , ;-'• ••••

During the Mexican war, after General
Scott had left Vera Cruz for Mexico, he was
much annoyed by the fact that Santa Ana's
army wasfeceiving supplies from some poult
south of Vera .Cruz. Commodore Perry or-
dered Passed MldBhipman Charles N. Hunter
to prooeed with hut vessel to Alvarado, situ-
ated on the bay of the same name, about
sixty miles south of Vera Cruz, and blookade
that port until a sufficient naval force oould
be gathered to reduce the place. Hunter was
of a convivial nature, and thiB was virtually
'sending him to Coventry." Hunter's gun-

boat was about the size of a North River
towboat and carried two 12-pounders; his
crew consisted of twenty-three men, eight ol
whom were engineers, firemen and pilots, the
other fifteen being sailors'' He reached the
port, sent six or bight shells bursting up and
down the beach, then leaving his immense
battleship in charge of his engineers he land-
ed bis army of fifteen men, took possession of
the town, pursued the enemy forty miles up
the river, captured a large number of horses
as well as army supplies and returned to Al-
varado without losing a man. A week after-
ward Commodore Perry hove in sight with a
fleet of five frigates, only to find the United
States flag flying from the ha&a grande and
Hunter Bitting on the veranda enjoying a
cigar and a bottle of wine. Perry sent him
to Washington undor charges of drunkenness

rod Insubordination, but President Polk pro-
moted him to a lleutenantcy and Congress
roted him a sword, while "Old Bulldog"

NEWS FROM THE NATION'S CAPITAL.

UNITED STATES TREASURY IM. ,
fllEONAULE.

Treasury Never s t ronger Tiian Now—
Secretary Gage's Far-s ighted Meas-
ures—Money P len t i fu l for Moving;
Crops—Bavins Effected by B e f a n d m e
Operat ions.

Washington, September 86.—The Treasury
was never in a stronger position than at the
present time, both in Its relations to the
money market and in its resources for meet-
ing expenses. The wise and far-elghted
measures of Secretary Gage have put back
into the market muoh money whioh would
otherwise be locked up in the Treasury Bur-
plus, This will make available ampler funds
for the moving of crops than has been the
case in many years.

The gold in the Treasury is near the high-
est point ever attained in the history of the
country. Tbls point was touohed In August,
when the combined gold held by the Treas-
ury on government account and that held
against gold certificates was $485,000 000.
The amount held on government account on
Monday, September 10, was 1219,881,037, and
the amount held against gold certificates in
circulation was $218,203,659, making a total
gold fund in the Treasury of about $482,600,-
dOO.

When to this amount is added the $179,291,-
900 in specie in the New York Clearing House
banks on September 8, there is a visible gold
fund In these two centres alone of nearly
$600,000,000. A part of the gold held by the
New York banks is In Treasury gold
certificates, but the allowance for them would
impair only slightly tbe'total gold holdings
in Washington and New York, aud would be
offset many times by the fund of gold in the .
banks, in circulation and In private hands
outside of these centers.

It became evident that with the close of the
Spanish war the liberal provision made
by Congress for carrying on the war by loans
and the increase of taxation would accumu-
late a large Burplus in the Treasury. It was
not thought prudent to reduce taxation until
it became more dear what contribution
would be made by the new dependencies to- ,
wards their own expenses, or what charge
might fall for a time upon the Federal Treas-
ury while arrangements for self-government
were being made,

Secretary Gage soon perfected a Berles of
important measures by which the surplus
was kept under control'and money released
for the use of the people in moving the crops
and carrying on production, instead of per-
mitting its oopgestlon in the Treasury. One
of his first Bteps was to resume the issue of
gold certificates, Buapended by Secretary
Carlisle in 1803 when the gold reserve dropped .
below $ 100,000,000. The issue of certificates
did not effeot directly the volume ot. money,
but afforded great relief to the market, be-
cause it enabled the publio to get the use of.
convenient paper ourrenoy In place of gold '
coin.

Several other steps were taken which more
directly diminished the idle funds in the Treas-
ury and put them to use among the people.
One of these was the purchase of four and
five per cent bonds, in the autumn of 1899,
to the amount of 119,80(1,650. The amount of
currency released in paying for them, includ-
ing the premiums, was $21,771,867.

Then came the refunding law," which was
largely the work of Secretary Gage, under
which he was authorized to anticipate out of
the present surplus the future interest pay-
ments upon the publio debt by Issuing two
per cent, bonds for the. outstanding threes,
fours and fives,.and paying the necessary
premium In cash. The amount of these
bonds exchanged, up to September 7, was
1330,983,160. The premiums paid In antici-
pation of interest were 133,977,338. The in-
terest saved to the government was about
$41,500,000, making the net saving about;
$8,500,000.

The amount of this saving was less import-
ant than the benefits to the Treasury and the
money market, both in the present and
the future, by enabling the Treasury to an-
tloipate $41,500,000 In future Interest pay-

Secretary Gage took another step on May
18,1900, to reduce the Burplus by announcing
his readiness to redeem at par $25,884,600 of
outstanding two per cent, bonds, whioh were
extended at that rate In 1891 by Secretary
Foster. The amonnt of these bonds redeemed .
up to Monday, September 10, was $18,400,150.

The operations already set forth put back
Into the money market more than $72,000,000,.

The increase began
while the refunding law was pending in Con-
gress, in anticipation of the benefits of the
new law, but became' marked during the
spring and summer, after the law was enact-
ed. The circulation rose on April 1 to $970,-
953,068, on June 1 to $300,483,889, and on Au-
gust 1 to $520,015,350. The amount on Sat-
urday, September 8, was $335,339,765, show-
ing an increase of almOBt $80,000,000 since
the beginning of the year. The banka are .
atUl entitled to about $4,000,000 of additional
nates upon bonds recently deposited, which *
they will receive within a few weeks.
