GRAND RALLY AND
BANNER RAISING.

DOTEIt REPUBLICANS HTA.UT TUB
CAMPAIGN WITH ECLAT.

CONSUL V I L U A H F G R & N D ORATION,
Greatness of America's New Posses-

sions In the Far East—Sound Money
Argument Derived From Monetary
Conditions In tbe Philippines—Tariff
Ably Dlsonssed—Judge Horr, John
8. Gibson and Samuel i>. Garrison
Make Br)ei Addresses. '

If tbe Republicans of Dover were just a
little bit dilator; in starting the presidential
campaign, they certainly made amends by
their manner of setting the campaign in
motion, (or never was one started with
greater eolat. First came the banner-raising
with Its oratorical and musical concomitants,
which served to arouse the enthusiasm of the
multitude to its highest pitch, and small
wonder, State Senator Pitney being the
speaker. MUBIC by the Citizens' Bond and
two patrlotio campaign songs Bung by A. N.
Cosner, of Newton, helped to key up the
immense asaemblage to just the right point
of expeotonoy to appreciate to the full the
matchless address which former Consul
General Oscar F. Williams, known to fame
as " the man who stood at Dewey's side on
the bridge of the Olympla at the battle of
Manila Bay," made subsequently at the mass
meeting In the Armory. Both at the banner
raising and at the mass-meeting School Com-
missioner E. J. Ross acted in the capacity of
master of ceremonies and acquitted himself
well of his task.

Senator Pitney, in the course of the speeoh
he made at the banner-raising, expressed his
great appreciation of Dover people in general
and. Dover Republicans in partloular, and
then branched off into a vigorous, albeit
necessarily brief dlsousslon of the issues, both
real and imaginary^ (trumped up) of the
campaign. That. his remarks were well
received was abundantly attested by the
vigorous applause with whioh hiB telling
points were punctuated. The applause which
greeted the appearance of the banner as it
was slowly unfurled can only be described as
tumultuous. . . ' , . - •

After the burner-raising exercises the
great assemblage, with the.band, Btarted for
the rink, whioh was soon full to overflowing.
When the speakers and candidates ascended
the platform they were greeted with great
applause and a selection by the band at this
juncture added to the general hullabaloo. A
pleasing prelude to the Bpeeohmoklng was
another campaign song by Mr. Cosner, which
was well received. It should be mentioned
that bu the platform, besides Chairman Ross
and Consul Williams, there were seated John
8. Gibson, former editor of the ERA; Judge
H. Burdett Herr, candidate for Congress;
Charles H. Whitehead, of Morristown, and
Samuel S. Garrison, of Boonton, candidates
for the Assembly. Of course, everybody
was on the girt vive to hear Consul Williams
and it may as well be stated at the outset that
no one who heard him went away disap^
pointed. Mr. Williams was greeted with
applause when Chairman Ross In a brief, but
felicitous speech presented him to the audi-
ence, with whom he was at once en rapport.

Mr. Williams began hie address with a dls-
ouaslon of the Philippine question''and told
of the great ohonges in the world's map made
since his appointment as Consul General to
the Philippines in 1807. He described the
vastness of the archipelago, illustrating the
importance of this country's new possessions
in the far East by comparisons of the Philip-
pine Islands with other countries and the
facts and figures cited by him proved most
edifying, It may BUlBce to say that the total
area of the Philippines, according to the
Bpeaker, is as great as the entire area of the
United States east of the Mississippi; that
they contain 188 cities each with a population
of 10,000 or more; that Manila haB a population
of 490,000, with great villages nearby, under
protection of the American flag, whose com;
bined population added to that of Manila
moke a total of more than 700,000. The
speaker next spoke of the exports of the Phil-
ippines, giving facts and figures'of most ab-
sorbing Interest. .'•.;;.;• •,. . ••;;•..

By what seemed like a most natural trans-
ition the speaker branched off onto a discussion
of the tariff and in eloquent phrases drew a
comparison between the times of stress under
Cleveland and the times of prosperity under
both Harrison and MpKinley. ,

Taking up the cry raised in the campaign
of i893—" Turn the rascalB out"-the speaker
showed how utterly barren of results were
the Investigations of the books of the United
States Treasury Department and of the Post
Omco Department when under Cleveland's
administration these respective departments
dune to be administered by Manning and
Vilas. He told how during the Harrison
administration, with the mass of the people
employed, as a result of the operation of the
MoKtnley tariff, tbo national debt had been
reduced by 1269,000,000; how under the
Cleveland administration, with thousand upon
thousands idle as a direct result of the reversal
of the protective policy, i .e., the enactment
of theWilsoh-Gormantariff law, the bonded
debt of the nation had been increased by
1300,000,000, lnoidently enriching certain
bankers by upwards of $10,000,000; and how,
now again, the people having shaken off the
Democratic Inoubus and enacted the Diugley
tariff law, the wheels of industry were again
humming to the end that commercial statis-
tics of a vaatness never before dreamed of
had actually become commonplace.

Turning to the money question, Mr. Wil-
liams gave exceedingly apt Illustrations by
citing, conditions that obtain In the Philip-
pines, where the Mexican silver dollar, of
equal Oneness but of greater'weight than the'
American silver dollar, is In common u s e -
incidentally he spoke of the great financial
institutions of Manila, Instancing several
banks with 110,000,000 capital and 110,000,-
000 reserve liabilities each. He told how
the huBky—and hungry—American soldier
would go Into a restaurant and fill up
on a (Mexican) dollar dinner, lay down
his smaller American silver- dollar and
receive a Mexican'silver dollar in change,
thus leaving the reBtaurant with his creature
wants satisfied to repletion and with more
silver in his pocket than ho had when ho
ontorod. The difference In tho value of the

Pie, P ie t y and Poetry—Some Old-Time
Clrons Bomln lsoenoes .

The many and various church organizations
Beem to be put nearly to their wits' end to
invent new forms of "socials" to Institute
or increase a fund for some stated object.
The forms of three or four years ago have
become antiquated and their immediate suc-
cessors are rushing to join them. Now South
Jersey has stepped to the front to recover the
lost prestige of the church social, and Fie and
Poetry glide along hand in hand. The fol-
lowing Is taken from the Cape May Court
House Gazette:

At an apple-pie social held by the Epwortb
League on Wednesday evening, Miss Mattle
Roberts, of Mount Holly, captured the L. A.
P. (large apple pie) for writing the best stanza
of poetry, and Mr. E. Z, Mills was awarded
the S. A. P. (small apple pie) for writing the
worst poetry,

The circus exhibition last week recalls
memories of the old-time circus, when the
rellglouB element frowned upon iiuch exhibi-
tions and only those predestined to the in-
fernal regions seemingly dared venture within
the canvas walls. The early history of clr-
cusdom In this country Is in a confused state
and at this late date it is almost impossible
to give a detailed and connected history. A
very few of tbe circus men of fifty years ago
may be living ; the noted ones of ten years
before have passed from the sawdust arena
forever, let us hope to a better world. The
lost of these veterans of the early, circus ring
was the venerable Dan Rice, who died within
the post two years.

Twenty years.ago, unusually favorable op-
portunities presenting themselves, I began
gathering data for a Bketehy hhtory of the
American Circus, hoping; some'day to carry
out Job's idea and " write a book." Seven
years later I enjoyed the acquaintanceship of
the late Beth B. Howe, bale and hearty at the
age of 80, who was the pioneer In tho circus
businesss in this country. He had retired
with an ample fortune, and was pleasantly
passing his declining years at his country
seat, " Btonehenge," near the pretty village
of Brewster, Putnam county, N. T . He gave
me a deal of interesting' information on the
subject; but manuscripts, letters and memo-
randa went up in smoke nine years ago. .

The old-time tent shows wherein were ex-
hibited trained dogs, learned pigs, monstrosi-
ties, Bnakes, etc., will be eliminated from these
reminiscences. / Along in the '40s the propri-
etors.of the small fry attaohed themselves to
the olrcu&es as "Bide Bhows," paying for tbe
privilege. ' ' ; . \.

The first circus In this country of which
lentlon Is made was an English importation,

about 1788. From a notice in the New York
Post-Boy of that year it is inferred that
It; was an-exhibition of trained horses and
skilled riding' and driving! without the pad
and bareback riding of-forty years later. Itff
stay in New York was not lengthy.

About 1820 the first elephant" ever brought
to this:country, '.'Old. Bet," was landed at
some point just above New York, at what
point Is not oleor to me a't present, and taken
by a long night march to the little village of
Somers on the northern border of Weetehes-
ter county and housed in a barn. She had
been brought' over in a sailing vessel from
Bombay aB a side speculation of the captain's.
It was not a paying venture, and after tbe
animal had eaten up its Balable value it was
sold to an itinerant Bhowman, who exhibited
her about the country for Beveral years. Her
ultimate fate is not dear. : There are three or
four versions', and one Is as good as another.
Scudder, the predecessor, of Barnum, bad a
stuffed. elephant In .hiB American Museum,
and the claim was mode that this was "Old
Befs''hlde.! Perhapslt was. : ";

Some years ago I received a letter from an
aged gentleman living In Los Angeles, Cal.,
who had Bpent Us boyhood's dayB In Somers
and remembered well the furore the advent
of "Old Bet" oreated. The people for miles
around had heard of .the strange animal,
theretofore, existing for them only in pioture
books, and there was great anxiety to see it.
The prices, of admission were a shilling for
men Blxpenoe for women: and ohildren. In
those days money was a scarce article and the
little household hoards suffered on "Bet's"
account, and considerable barter business was
done. With the boys, however, it was a seri-
ous matter^as they had neither sixpences nor
produce; so they had to fall back on thelr
chlefest treasure, the Barlow knife. These
knives'retailed at twenty-five cents each end
represented the boy's savings of odd pennies
for months. It was a hard struggle in the
bojs' minds between Barlow and " Bet," but
at the end the the latter usually won.

Mr. Howe's attack of "show fever" set in
at an early age and wlien he had acquired
sufficient capital (perhaps a hundred dollars)
he prepared himself for the road. His father
had a^comfortable faring and young Beth
obtained several horses from ; the. farm and
started out with a " curiosity show.": A bar-
rel organ furnished the music His venture
was fairly successful and he was encouraged
to continue! ... • ' • ; : . _ . : . ' ;

The olrcuB idea' came to him. accidentally.
Seeing a horseman execute some fancy trick
riding—difficult in those days but would
scarcely command attention now—it struck
him that Buch a display, enlarged, might
prove a greater money-winner than his col-
lection.'of curiosities. He carefully studied
out a plan with all Its details and confided it
to a; younger brother, who at once went to
work on the preliminary, details. After some,
training of horses and drilling of riders thi
"one-ring CU-CUB" was Btarted on a career
remarkable for its ups and downs under many
and various managements.

It may Btated that tbe early circuB tents
were not tents in fact; a canvas wall about
twelve feet high shut in the ring, but there
was no canvas covering. When the clouds
leaked badly there was no show and the pro-
prletora would havo " a fit of tho growls,"
while the canvasmen and stablemen would
lie down and make amends for loss of sleep.
This was annoying and unprofitable, and a
few years later canvas coverings were adopt-
ed.
