REUNION OF THE ELEVENTH N. J. VOLS
PLEASING EXEIWISEH HELD IN

THE IIAKEll OP Ml A HOUSE.

There Was a Large Gathering Jn Do-
ver, an Excel lent Dinner, a Splendid
Parade and Patriot ic Speeon.-Matt-
Ing, Reoltatlous and Muslu..

When tbe day broke on Wednesday morning
there was not the. first promising feature for
a fair day. The nimbus oloude hung low and
admonitory sprinkles threatened a damper on
outdoor features of the Reunion of tbe'Elev-
enth Regiment, to take place in the afternoon,
But after a time the dark scud clouds scud-
ded away and the streets were again In pass-
able condition..
On the arrival of tbe veterans they were

taken In charge by members of James Mc-
Davit Post, No. 64, G. A. B., and escorted to
the Poet rooms. A business meetlr-g of the
Association Wai held during tho forenoon,
during which the following officers were
elected for tbe enBUtug year:

President—GoloDel John Sohoonover.
First Vice President—Capt. William Hand.
Second Vice President—Alonzo B. Bearing'.
Treasurer—Captain Charles A. Oliver.
Secretary-Bishop W. Mains.
Chaplain—Rev. E. Clark dine.
At 12:80 o'clock the veterans and the Post

marched toihe'Armory, where an excellent
dinner awaited them. There was a goodly
number of Women present, some of them evi-
dently were wives and dauKhters of the visit-
ing soldiers, as they wore the Association
badge There were tables, each laid to ac
commodato forty persons, and the seats were
all filled. As for the eatables In the fall

mpalgu In Virginia in 1803, when Meade
was making his periodical chase after Loo
down Culpeper way, there was a scarcity of

grub" and tho men wore famished. The
army bad marched from CentervlUe Heights
and Fairfax Court House to Newiuarkot—a
twelve hours1 inarch—whore a glimpse of
Lee's rear guard was caught. Nlgbt fell and
alter a thin repast of water tbe men rolled
themselves In tbelr blankets for a night's
reBt. Next morning the pursuit was renewed.

might have hsen heard miles away. The "old
man" apparently paid no attention to the
outcry, but In two hours afterward tbe com-
missary trains were up and the army's plaint
ceased. There was no cry of " Hard tack I"
at the Armory. The tables were laden to
their full rapacity. Stacks oC bread, mount-
ains ot tongue, salads, celery and other gar-
den truck, inoludbs even the meek and low-
ly-minded cucumber which, having been lift-
ed from Its creeping habit, in pickled form
was consorting with the brave and the fair.
There were pyramids of cake—angel, sponge,
chocolate, fruit, eclairs, topped off with nd-
temix, tbelr quivering jelly-hearts extending
an invitation to " Come and eat me I" Tbe
fruit iptrqnes were topbeavy with Concord
grapes and Baldwin apples and Florida ba-
nanas.. Nor was tho soldier's Btandby, tbe
Boston national dish of pork and beans, for
gotten ; huge tins of this comestible- met with
friendly grips as they were passed from hand
to band, There was such a profusion that
the Rev. Dr. Woodruff, in the course of his
remarks at tbe Opera House, invited the vet-
erans to remain for supper, stating that after
the dinner thore was sufficient to feast the W.
0. T, U. convention in session at the First
M. E Church and there was still enough left
for a bountiful Buppor Ob, but the, skillful
handiwork of the gracious women of Dover
was In forceful array. A score or more of
comely maidens, whlte-aproued and bodged,
did the honors of the tatye. The hall was
decorated with festoons of streamer bunting
and the national colors

The Rev. Dr. Woodruff Bald grace. After
the dinner tbe Rev. Dr. Halloway alluded to
the organization and, efforts of the Toung
Hen's Christian Association and Its final dla-
bandment; also ot the Woman's Auxiliary,
Then came the point of tho story. On the
dbbandmentof the Association the Auxilia-
ry Society fell heir to its ellects, consisting of
napery, crockery, tinware, and three dozen
stiver spoons. Having decided to present
these articles to MoDavlt Post tbe Auxiliary
had requested Dr. Halloway to make the oral
deed of gift, which he did In anecdotal form
The Rev. Mr. UcCormlck, commander of Mc-
Davlt Post, receved tho articles In'bebalf of
the Post, and moved that a vote of thanks be
tendered the Auxiliary, which was promptly
responded to. ' ,

Dinner concluded, preparations were made
for the parade. At about 1:46 o'clock the
BoyB' Brlgadeformed in open order just north
ot the Armory. The members of the ISIev
onth Regiment formed In front of the i rra-
ory, MeDavit Post resting on their left The
Association passed through' the opened linos
of the Boys' Brigade, which closed ranks and
took up the line of march, MoDavit Post
bringing up the rear. Tho lino then marched
to tbe corner of Hudson street and Kichards
avenue, where they joluod the Dover Fire
Department,wbich was holding its annual in-
spection and parade. The procession then
formed in tbs following order:

Flags were floating from tho residences and

business houses along the line of march and
the front of the Mansion House was a moss
of docoration. The sidewalks were Oiled with

hciiastio spectators. Tho march was
through Richards avenue to Mercer street,
to Blackwell, to the railroad crossing, thon
acountormarcbdown Rlaekwoll street. When
tho Firo Department reached Warren street
it baited and oponod ranks to allow tho othor
organizations to pass through. As the vete-
rans passed by the Bremen gave a marching
salute whilo the band played "Auld Lang
Syne." The Hoglment, Boys' Brigade am
G. A. B. Post were tben massed in front oi
the Baker Opera Houso. Here a pretty trib-
ute was paid to tbe valor of thirty six years
ago. The younger pupils of tho puhlto Bchools

DR. H A L L O W S LONG PASTORATE.
1 Mark Twain 's " Idea TJtIIIzud-Old

Time c i rcus Reminiscences.

"Mark Twain" Is in London, as Irresisti-
bly funny as ever. He has given up "globe-
trotting," tbe exercise being too Bevere. Borne
'ears ago he produced u A Tramp in Europe,"

in whicb he posed as tbe hero. In these wan-
darings over continental Europe the longest
distance ho walked was from tbe omnibus
steps to tbe hotel door. Perhaps tbis over-
doing the thing, this terrible exercise of phys-
ical exertion, lias incapacitated him for bod-
ily effort in these later days, but bis brain Is
as active as ever, and be Is still as witty, sar-
castic and funny as ever.

His parting shot at English Institutions is
aimed at the private hotels. HIB letter of ex-
periences contains the following paragraph:

I have got lumbago. It Isn't the ordinary
ilnd, it's what Is called "private hotel lum-
bago." One gets It from the beds. They are
unnecessarily firm. Their main interest is
geological. They still contain the print of
prehistoric man. An .English private hotel
was once the best in the world. It Is still tbe
quietest, but its other merits is in decay. It
is lingering along upon Its bygone honorable
reputation. Many elderly English people still
cling to It from Inherited habit and arrested
evelopment. Rioh Americans frequent it

through ignorance and (superstition They
Hud in its austere solemnity and Sabbath re-
lose a delicate char n which makes up for
bigh charges and medlmval Inconveniences.

But Mr. Clemens Is still enjoying bis aris-
tocratic ailment,

One of "Mark Twain's" notable produc-
tions Is " The Tragedy of Fud'nheod Wilson,'<
wheroin tbe prime character, possessed tbe
singular fad of taking Impressions ot the ball
if the Index linger of all with whom be came
in contact. It Is an established (act that the
wborls on the balls of a person's fingers are
dissimilar, nor do they compare with those
of another person's By these meanfl " Wil-
son" was enabled to unravel a murder myB-
tery and at tor a lapse of twonty odd years
to detect the illicit substitution of children
The BugliBh authorities have grafted Mr.
Clemens' idea onto tbelr colonization scheme,
OB is shown In tbe following Pretoria dis-
patch :

Colonel Henry, who Is reorganizing the po-
lice department bore [the Trausvaal], has in-
troduced the aystem of identification by fin'
ger-marks, and in this way Intends to register
every native This plan will be of gr*at as-
sistance In tbe distribution of passes, the reg-
ulation of labor and the suppression of Illicit
liquor-selling. '

Resuming the reminiscences ot early olrcuB
days: "Howe's Great New York ClrouB"—
in those days New York was the Mecca to-
ward which all American eyes were turned
and anything bailing from New York was
2iar excellence (an idea that holds gODd to-day
ncept in tbe mouthlngs of ''reform politi-

cians")—started on its primal tour lu 1833 or
1838, sbowing In places along the Hudson and
the Erie Canal until Buffalo was reached ;
then taking a southerly direction to Pitts-
burgh it tarried tbere a week or ten days,
(hence passing through southern Ohio to Cin-
cinnati.

The route mapped out by Mr. Howe had
been carefully studied. Seventy years ago
migration from the New England States to
'the "Western Reserve," as the eastern part
ot Ohio was tben known, and further on to'
the prairie lands of Indiana and Illinois had
just commenced ; but the long lines of " prai-
rie schooners" that whitened the Genesee
turnpike from Albany to Buffalo did no more
than make slight Inroads on the wilderness.
Erie, Cleveland, Toledo and Detroit were
small lake ports, and Chicago was composed
of huts, swamp and possibilities. But tbe
banks of the Allegheny and Ohiojrivers had
been moro generously dealt with and numer-
ous small villages were scattered along the
mapped-out routo. ^ x

The circus had about paid expenses up to
its arrival at Cincinnati, but the Mississippi
offered glowing possibilities. HiB horses wero
travel-worn and even a few dayB' reBt at
Cinnoinnati would not restore them to proper
condition. Purchasing a couple of "arks"
be bad them remodeled, and by tbe time tbo
novelty of the circus had worn olf in the

Queen City ot the West" tbe "floating
show " was ready to proceed down the Ohio.
Mr. Howe experienced somo difficulty at the
falls at Louisville, but the details I have for-
gotten. After that it was plain sailing and
profits on the venture began to gladden the
showman's heart. . Thls~Bcheme was elabora-
ted ten or twelve years later by Spaulding &
Rogers.

Carried by tbe current the show floated
down tho stroam till a town was roachod.
Then tho arks were 'tied up, suitable ground
HBlected and the canvas wall put up. Every-
thing'being In readiness, the troupe disem-
barked and paraded through the principal
streets. This was a meager affair compared
with the showy parades of to day. Tbe band,
seated In a six-seat wagon with the bass drum
hanging over tbe end, was followed by tbe
performers in street clothes on horseback;
half a dozen baggage wagons, painted red
and containing imaginable curiosities, fur-
nished the remainder of " the grand triumph'
at procession," whicb was BLI etched out to
cover as much space aB possible—a custom
which Is observed even at tbe present day.

The advertising plan was slmplo. Bills of
a programme nature were Bent about a mouth
ahead, stating that "Howe's OroatNew York
Circus" would be at such a place at about
such a time, as no specific due could bo giv-
en, it being a sort of " Providence permit-
ting" arrangement, dependent on tho weath-
er and freedom from rlvor accidents. The
gaudy blue and red posters wero not a fea-
ture till several years afterward.

The trip down the Mississippi was a-profit-
able one and-the circus met with no serious
misadventure. Of course a tree fight now
and then was Inevitable. On reaching New
Orleans tho arks wero sold. After, a fort-
night's stay at the "Croscent City" Mr. Howe
took bis outfit through Alabama and Georgia,
wintering near Charleston, 6. C. In the
spring they took the overland route home-
ward, exhibiting at all favorable points on
tho road, until they roachod Somers, before
mentioned, where the troupe was disbanded.
Mr. Howe immediately began planning for
tho spring campaign with a larger ostabllsb-
mont, and oventually'made two moro tours
over much the same routa. Ho was destine
to meet with opposition and he was consider-
blyaOCectod by the panlo of 1837.

i YEARS OP CONTINU-
OUS SERVICE IN JIUVEJt.

a an Interesting: Anniversary Sor-
mou Dr. ITalloway Speaks of Blessed
Experiences of the Fas t -To Draw
Lessons from Snooesses ana Failures*

The Kev. Dr. W. W. Halloway marked tbe
close of bis twenty-fourth year of service as
pastor of tbe Presbyterian Church of this
place by an appropriate sermon on Sunday
morning last.

The text was taken from Psalm 63:7, "Be- •
cause Thou haBt been my help, Therefore
under the shadow of Thy wings will I re-
iloe."
The first part of the sermon was a treat-

-lent of men's attitude and relation to their
past. Soraeseemed to tbink that they bad noth-
ing to do with It—it was ended for them.
Others, let the past hinder them. The right
attitude to take was to hold the past as a
storehouse from which to draw lessons for
the present duties. The best thing one can
have when standing on the .border land be-
tween yesterday and today Is a past replete
»lth effort and achievement, rich with; di-
vine mercies and guidance. A whole library
of biography cannot minister to confidence
like one's own diary. After further expand-
ing this thought, Dr. Halloway continued as
follows: :

I did not Intend to dwell so long upon tbe
general bearings of our subject. For I: have
1 personal reason in taking it for our theme
this morning,

11 Long pastorates—and my pastorate of
m twenty-four years comes under that

designation—have somo disadvantages. They
lack tbo Interest and impulses of uovelty.
They lose the freshness and sweetness which
belong to the Unit stages of an affectionate
relationship. They have the atmosphere of
the past clinging to them. The excitement
ot change Is not thelr's. New brooms sweep
clean In long standing associations we are
apt to take many things for granted, and so
there Is a loss of spontaneity and demonstra-
tiveness It Is easy to fall lnto'ruts and
grooves along which we move carelessly and
une"norgotically. There can be no surprises,
and hence anticipation Is dulled. You know
me pretty well and I know you pretty we l l -
as well as we can ever know each other, pro-
bably on earth.

" I have sometimes wondered whether you
lid not depend upon me too much; whether
your knowledge that things would go on in a
certain way, aB they have been going on,
does not somewhat lesson the sense of respon-
sibility and Interest on tho part of the older
members; whether the long relationship ex-
isting between us has not come to be taken
by some as a matter of course, so that it did
not matter much whether or not they gave
their presence, and oo-operatlon at prayer
meeting and preaohlngservlce. You reman)'
ber the story of the man who listened when a
stranger preached, hut went to Bleep under
his pastor's ministration because be was sat-
Isfled all would be as it should be.

But I am not unmindful of the advan- •
togos of a long pastorate.

'Oneof thorn ds the fund of experience
which Is accumulated. We can say as we
look back, with truth and gratitude, God baa
been our help. I recognize with unfeigned'
thanks His great goodness. No one that. I
know has more occasion for happiness in the
pastoral relation than I. No ohurch has more
occasion for thankfulness than this church-
has had in its wholo history, During the
present pastorate not only, but always from
tho beginning, the good hand of God has
been on this church, so that Its growth' has
been ever onward.

To me you have been loyal In health and
BloknesB, through both successes and failures.
We have had temporal and spiritual pros-
perity. Tbere has never been split' or open
breakamongus Our organizations for work
are complete and under theiobarge of faith-
ful men and women. Wo have a splsndld
lot ot young peoplo who are eminently-loyal
to pastor and church and an example to be-
lievers in attendance upon church and prayer
meeting. Wo have been enabled not only to
meet our own financial obligations but we
have built the ChryBtal Street"Chapel, and'
tor two years now have had the privilege of
supporting a missionary on the foreign field
—which I consider one of the best evidences
of a church's activity and spirituality. To
crown all, In somo rospoote, we have had
offered to us and will Boon come into posses-
sion of 'one of the finest church buildings to
be seen anywhere—the "magnificent'gift of
our friend, Mr. Hudson Hoagland.

"And now the question comes," what shall
we make of these experiences of'God's help
and goodness ? How ought they to affect us ?
They are not broken light*, but uninterrupted
radiance. They are not merely recent tokens,
but accumulations of nearly a quarter of a
century. What feelings'should they awaken
in us T Shall we ignore them, or shall we
make them a source of power) We have been
together for 34 years and have learned to
know each other. Ought not that knowledge
to make us better able to minister to and
sympathize with each other I We have had
successes and' failures. Shall we not learn
from them what to seek and what to avoid I
We have been given a steady growth In num-
bers and Influence and work. May we'Lnot
BOS in this a revelation of the unity of God's
purposes, and carry tbe memory ot it as an
Inspiration in ovory opportunity presented
to usl

God has been our help, may wo not con-
fidently trust ourselves to his care for the
future 1 In a word, shall ourrich heritage of-
the experience of divine goodness In the past
be matched by a rioh accumulation ot faith
for every circumstance and condition in ths
days to come ? Undoubtedly we shall have
now prohlems to solve, now responsibilities
to meet. And If we go forward to them as
if wo had nover had experience ot God's help
In the time past, we shall be f rightenod and
paralyzed by them. It wo have learned
nothing of God's care for us In all these years
then we may be anxiouB as we look ahead.
But if we shall soe in our past history the
assurance that God is always with His peoplo,
It we may make our experience thus far a
fountain of faith, it we resolve that in the
new conditions we will be faithful as in tho
old and put no obstacles in the way of God's
helping us still, thon thoro noed be no mis-
givings, no quojtlonings—God will be' our
God to tho end, and tho glory of tho new
