TRUSTS AND IMPERIALISM DENOUNCED

WUst a nnllabaloQ Thero Was, tw be
Sure — Bands Galore Parade the
Streets — Slioiieum Troopers 111
White Helmets ana Capos the Uyn-
osnre or all Byes-Brysn Talks to a
Multitude on the ClrcuB Lot—Ills
Remarks Mainly Intended lor
Farmers.

It has been a big day for the Bryan Demoo-
raoy io thta stiutlou.* Dover has been jammed
full of aidont worshippers of " Isms," and
even aa we go to press thore Is no sensible
diminution uf tlielr numbers. As for ontbu-
Blasm, it his just run wild—a grand outpour-
ing of Democratic jubilation from bunghole
and spigot, It la cloliund that fully 10,000
people came to town to hear and see Mr. Bry-

[The Democrats loom up grandly in the
matter of "daimB."] It majboso; there
was no "registering apparatus with which to
confirm or dispute the statement, but proba-
bly half this number 'would be a fairer esti-
mate. Hod the day been fair the attendance
would havo been largely Increased.

It bas boon a " Red-Lottor Day " for Dover.
Apart from the fact that tlio town was select-
ed as one of tbe desirable places in the State
wlioreln Mr, Bryan should advance his theo-
ries, tlio event serves as a Tollable advertis-
ing medium In several forms. Therefore a
strong color of local pride, without any polit-
ical significance attaching, bos been appar-
ent. The Democratic managers did wfaoly In
selecting Dover, as there is no other central
point along, tho lino of tho Lacltawanna Rail-
road in this State so well equipped with trav-
el fuclUUc» as this town.

Last evening the stars shone brightly, but
about midnight they commenced to hide their
hoods, fearing the onslaught of tho Mighty
Meteor of tho Missouri, then faintly discern-
ible down Trenton way. Jiipitor Fluvius also
began to get in his funny work, twitching the
Btrings and evolving light showers., Tho rain
commenced falling'shortly after'midnight.
During the early morning it was nothing-
but a " Scotch mist," but oven a Scotch mlat
has ita demerits. Although damp, tho air was
sot cold, and many persons staid in the street
—they had to, the hotels were filled. The low-
ering clouds hugged the earth, almost shut-
ting from view the outlying hilltops, but the
spectators were there to see all that was to
besoen.

The vendors were out in force. Boys with
meat pies, sandwiches, peanufs, eto,, were vo-
ciferous In' praises of thoirwaros. At every
convenientcbrnerfrankfurters foundaready
«ale. Bakeries, cigar stores—every nook and
corner where a table could be put was gay
with specimens.of tho piemakers'art.,-Her-
man, the Fakir, was In his glory. The baro-
metrical and thermometrical instrument lino
engaged his fleeting moments, and ho offered
gauges, political, weathor and otherwise, to
all who. would buy. Not a band-organ was
in. towhj but violin and harp aggregations
made up for this'great loss. Tho Domocratlo
headquarters had the appearance of a fair or
circus.'' Fakirs were soiling Bryan -badges
aud buttons n nd pictures of tbe Bryan family.

Tbe Chester train at 8:02 brought down six
carscrowdodwitb the faithful. 011050 01101
the hotels. Some come in by wagons; these
commenced to fill ..the. streets. Things woro
growing somewhat monotonous; then at 10
o'clock the Citizens Band marched up the
street and revived the drooping spirits of the
spectators. There was a volley ot cheers,
and at 10:15 tho l i t . Freedom Cavalry, Cap-
tain Crane, 84 strong, caine down Blackwell
street. Fifteen minutes later tho Clinton
contingent, about 70 in number, headed by
the Lebanon Bond; marched from the Cen-
tral railroad down Sussox street and up
Blackwell. to the Democratic headquarters.
The Washington special arrived just before
.noon bringing .the. Washington Bryan and
Stevenson Club.' Half an hour afterward
anuthor train orrivod with the Hockottstovra
delegation. There were seven cars closely
packed with visitors. Thon came another
from- the' Boouton branch.

Mr. Bryan was accompanied by tho
Hon. O.Meyer, Zullck, former Governor of
Arizona; William B.- Ourloy, chairman of
tho Democratic State Committee ; ox-Judge
William W. Cutler, chairman of tho Morris
County Democratic Committee; James H.
Martine, of Flalnfleld; former Congressman
Johnston M. Cdrnlsh,:of Washington, and
a number of others of more or loss proml-
nonce.

Mr. Bryan's tram arrived at 12:40, fifteen
minutes late. He was'greeted by the Recep-
tion Committee and escorted to a barouche,
drawn by two white and two block horses.
The procession was formed as follows :

Tho procession marched to Mass's field

where a platform 00x10 feet had been erected
and from wbioh Mr. Bryan spoke. It was
decorated with flags,

He was introduced to the assomblago by Ear-
ton Smith,chairman of Reception Comlttee.
His voice was a little hoarse, hut in surpris-
ingly good condition considering. tho strain
to which it has been put for the past five or
six weeks. As1 ho warmed up and struck
thoso pas&agos in; Uis-speech meant to excite
envy'and jealousy in the poor; against the
rich be lot himself out with all his remaining
force. At this Into hour we can give nothing
more than a synopsis, but that is suulciont,
The story will neither make nor unmake
votes; tbe points'are recited in theDomo-
cratio and Fopullstio platforms and Mr.. Bry-
an amplified tkeso points or subdivisions, in-
flating tham to tboir full capacity.

Mr. Bryan's speech was tbo old, old story.
In bitterness the waters of Mara cannot b«

compared with that which pervaded his d«-
Lunclatlon of " the unholy alliance of capital

with politics." Tho subject-matter in its
varied phases has figured la Democratic jou;
nalhm for the post four years—slightly
changed, it may be, to suit the locality, but
still tho same old ''original Jacobs." There

'as tho double damnation of the ever-
grasping trusts ; the maintenance of a stand-
ing army wherewith to man a fort in evory
city to crush by force tho discontent that
should be cured by legislation. As is usual
with him he rosortad to the bible for parodies
and parables.

In all his spcoch thoro was scarcoly a word
of silver—the flaming issue of four years ago.
He has declared his willingness to meet the
Republicans on every issue, but not a word
did he Bay of his policy, should be be elected,
touching the payment in silver of the nation's
obligations, Instead ho told bow much hotter,
In his opinion, is tho greenback than the
National bank notes, which latter system of
currency, he said, presuppose** a perpetual
bonded debt as a necessary basis.

Having mado his obeisance to tho assom-
blage Mr. Bryan made the usual remarks
preliminary tp a sot speocb on such occasions,
attributing the large turn-out to an ardent
desire to hoar Democratic principles squarely
presented, disclaiming any idea that it was a
tribute to the acclaimed ropresoutativj of the
Democratic party, [wisely leaving out the
element of curiosity] for In n cause like this
the individual counts for nothing exenpt as
he may be tho instrument used by the people
to carry out their will.

The Democratic party is not opposed to tuat
ealth which comes as tho reward of honest

toil, and is enjoyed by those who give to so-
ciety something In return for .that which so-
ciety bestows upon them. The Democratic
party to-day is not only not tho enemy of
"honest wealth, but Is the best friend of that
wealth which represents ability of muBclo or
of mind employed in its accumulation. We
draw the Hue between that wealth which Is a
jUBt compensation for services rendered and
that wealthwhich 0011103 from fortunato spec-
ulation on tho necessities of otliors.

They say. that wo are prosperous; but who
is wo I Under Republican' government the

.vorod Bot.is emtnontly prosperous at the
expense of the toiling musses. Take the farm-
er and take the prices that prevail and Bee
how long It would toko him to accumulate
sufficient to make him ono of the rich men of
the .nation. Children havo to work to help
support the family when they should be in
school. Conditions should bo such that the
head of tbo family should be altle to earn suf-
ficient to support It.

I read iu tho AVio York Tribune a despatch
from Lincoln telling of d wonderful oat crop
upon my farm. It said that I bod raised 120
acres of oats, that they yielded 40 bushels to
tbe acre, that I sold them for 30 cents per
bushel, and that the mouey received from
the crop was more than I paid for tbe laud.
Now I would not talk about my farm except
that It Is necessary In self-defence.: Instead
of having ISO busbeb of oats X had five. In-
stead of getting 40 bushels to. the acre they

.ye not been thrashed yet aud I do nob know
what they will yield. Instead of selling them
for 80 cents a bushel they were worth loss
than 20 cents in Nebraska when ths item Bp-
peared, and Instead of payiug only $0 an acre
for the land it cost me a little over a hundred
an acre. With those corrections the story is

• u e .

Tho Republicans have no plans to destroy^
trusts. Tho Domocratlo party has. Wo say
put on tho free .list evory .trust-made article
In order that-a!'trust can no longer hide be-
hind a tariff wall and plunder people at homo
with high prices while it soils abroad in com-
petition with the world. The trusts virtually
condemn tha boys of this country to perpet-
ual clerkships.. If monopoly is confined to a
State then the State can deal with it, but the
moment it crosses the State line the federal
Qovornmont ought to deal with it.

To squeeze the water out of New Jersey
corporations would bring on a tidal wave
like that which recently devastated Galvea-
ton, but when the floods subsided' it would
leave honest corporations.

The maintenance of a standing army -was
alluded to and pronounced a menace ton free
people. The Philippines also come up in con-
nection with' militarism,
-Mr. Bryan spoke in this connection of the
services' of tho volunteer soldier, and inol-
dontally :patd'a.hlgh compliment to the
Second Regiment, N. J. Vote., In general and
to Company M from Dover, eliciting no little
applause.

The Republicans dare not defend •'.'. Im-
perialism," Mr. Bryan asserted and reasserted
inakiug the point that Jefferson was an Vex-
panslonlst," not an " imperialist." To gov-
ern withont the consent of the governed was
a most dangerous thing to do; and he used
Porto Rico, not North Carolina, as a horrible
example,- From Porto Blco to the Philip-
pines was not to him a .far cry, and the as^
sertlon was made that the Republican party
had no policy with regard to the Philippines,
but he had. He would.let them enjoy the
blessings of liberty and work out their own
destiny under the benign protection of the
American flag. Ot the Filipino bo said that
God who gave him bis life linked to that life
love of liberty and "What God hath joined
together let no man put asunder."

" Let thorn have their own government and
workout thelrown destiny and we'll protect
them from outelde iaterferenoe. *
If a Republican President can haul down the
flag in Cuba, 200 miles, away) a Democratic
President can haul it down in the Philippines
7,000 miles from our nearest coast."

The above is the sum and substance of Mr.
Bryan's •pooch.' The points are not so elab-
orately drawn as tho ipoakor mads thorn, but
they aro more Bharply dofmod—not clouded
by a flow of bewildering v«rbiago.

Tho speech has established one fact: Given
a man possessing fluo oratorical powsrs, ullod
to the brim with all tho Impractical and Im-
practicable " isms" that have Bwopt over the
country during the past forty years, lot him
be backed by a strong but deluded following,
and ho at once becomes a dangorous olement
in tho general community—and no ono 1B
quicker to MO it than the old-line Democrat,
and tbtre are a good many thousands of him
scattered about tho country.

After Mr. Bryan had finished speaking
thero was a general breakaway f rum tho
grounds. The visiting party drove to tho
Park Hotel, where covors woro laid for sixty
persons. At 8:12 he took his train.

William Jennings Bryan, in bis Bpeech this
afternoon, bad much to say of tbe farmer
aud his hard lot, and wanted to know In what
way he had been boncflttod under the Repub-

county, Ohio, told in the KBA office—he was
on a visit to his old home in Morris county

So It seems that tho farmer is better off
than be.-Jwas four years ago, and, that the
higher price he gets for wool and eheepls
dus to the Dingley tariff, there Is no galnBay-
Ing,
