Dan Rloe and t l ie '»Kino Eagle » Jail—
. Oid-TImo c i r c u s Remin iscences.
Continuing the history of the circus, I find

that Howe's Circus grew and prospered. The
routes laid out were contliied to New York,
Ohio, Pennsylvania and the Atlantic States
from Saudy Hook to the St. John's River.
Its history from 1845 to its absorption by an-
other company about 1880, was an almost
unvarying routine of daily life; now and
then, a free flght or a breakdown, but notMn<;
etartliug. Beth B. Howe retired p^'baps In
1865, having muifised a fortune of. half a mill-
ion dollars The business passed luto tbo
hands of his nephews, Egbert and Elbert,who
sold it, as before stated.

Spaldlng & Rogers kept to tho Mississippi
route until tlie outbreak" of tho Civil Wai-,
when they disbanded. The firm built some
fine steamboats—"Floating Palaces" they
were termed on the show bills. They had
a plenty of adventure. They were "Bnagged"
several times and each time meant a serious
loss. Iu 1849 the boat on which tho troupe
lived ran onto a "Bawyer" and loss of life
was narrowly averted. "Ned" Keudall lost
bverythliig but a silver bugle presented to
him by citizens of Boston. Seizing this ho
swam to a auag a short distance away and
played "Jordan am a hard road to trabbel,"

Tho Mississippi was a hard rood to travel
in more ways than one. Flatboating was at
its height during the fourth and fifth decades
of the preBeulrceutury. The boatman wore a
hardy, adventurous Bot, " half boss, half al-
ligator," nlwayp ready fora fight or a spree
and tbe circusmeu, like "Jim Bludso," were
not exactly saints—had they been, Spaldlug &
Hogern* circus would not have navigated the
Mississippi for twenty yean. It >vns on ono
of these trips that the fur-famed circus slo-
gan of •" Hey, Rube I» was created. Whon-
)ver the ilatboatmen and circus force came
together there was a fierce Oght in which
tentatukes and clubs were used with telling
effect. . . . . • • .

Attached to the circus was a gigantic man
known as "RUBO." Swinging a tout-stake ho
would mow a wide swath in the ranks of bis
adversarlos and bloody heads-oftontlmes
broken bones—was the result. If a portion
of the circus foroe was hard besot "Hoy,
Rube I" would ring out and "Rube" would
heed tho Macedonian cry. In time this slogan
extended to other circus troupes. For tbe
past ttveutyilve years it has been forbidden
by circus managers, they preferring to col-
lect damages from the municipalities, as it is
Boldom the oiicusman is the aggressor. The
last instance of " Hey, Rube I" I remember
of occurred in a Delaware town some fifteen
yean-ago, when two men were killed and
several others seriously wounded, Few peo-
ple realize the terrible significance of this old
circus -irar-cryr-it heralded fierce lighting
and oftentiineB murder. :. . ' • •

The exact year that Dan Blco took the road
with a Bhow of his own I do not remember—
probably in 1845, as it was in JM6.tb.at he
came in conflict with the Rochester (N..Y.)
authorities.' The cause I have forgotten. He
was arrested and in default of a burdensome
line committed to the county jail, known as
the "Bluo Eagle Jail" owing to n sculptured
Oeure of tbatrara avis, a blue eagle,perched
over tho gateway. Several months passed
ere Dan effected his release, but he employed
his time on a series of' pasquinades on the
"Blue Eagle" in general and tho Rochester
authorities m particular, steering very CIOBO
to the edge of the libel laws, but always keep;
ing outside. Dan song these in his clown acts
and for two or three years Rochester was the
best advertised town in the State.' Many
years rolled by ere ho again visited it.

Several years later Dan met with another
curious misadventure. In 1854 he billed the
village .of Weedsport, located : on the Erie
Canal twenty odd miles west of Syracuse.
AB it happened, his date conflicted with that
of a quarterly conference of tho Methodist
Church.. .On the appointed day, during the
morning session of the conference, one of the
ministers, in anything but a Christian spirit,
prayed that lightning would strike the circus
tent and annihilate all in it. The afternoon
passed off pleasantly, but. in the evening a
furious storm arose and the tent collapsed,
burying the'oisemblage under tho heavy can-
vas. There was a wild time for an hour, but
the trained canvasmen soon had the lacings
cut and the entire force was engaged in pilot-
ing the frightened people through the several

asses. Dan, in, his clown's gear, looking
like a wild Indian, superintended the work,
positively prohibiting anyone from touching
the canvas except his own men. This was a
judicious movo, although it met with vigor-
pus protest, for had .the canvas been indis-
criminately cut tho, supporting poles that
stand midway between the ring and seating
tiers would have fallen and a list of fatalities
resulted. As It happened nono was seriously
injured. :

Much Indignation was aroused by tho act
of tbe clerical bigot and he was freely con-
demned for prayiug for wholesale destruction
of life. Dan was requested to visit Weeds-
port the following year (1855). Ho did so,
and people came from far and near to hear
him berate the offending preacher, but ho
said not a word on the subject. And it was a
pltasant day withaL . . ;

Rice bad his ups and downs In the world.
He was three times married. His first wife,
a woman of good repute, was known in circus
life as Mllle. Francisco, nnd was, I think, a
daughter of Francisco, the prestidigltatour.
She died during the '50.1, aged about 31 years.
Dan left the show business in the early '60s,
married a rich widow and settled at Conne-
ailt,' 0., whero ho was a farmer, a newspaper
publisher, and a speculator in coal, iron and
copper properties by turns. His wife dyingL

ho again embarkedin tho circus business, but
it bad far outgrown his ideas. The magio of
his name drew large attendances at first, but
when they commenced 'to fall off he foresaw
ultimate failure and wisely sold his outfit and
name. About this time he married his third
wife, a moneyed widow. Ho died about two
years ago—the last of the old-time circus pro-
prietors: As a circus his show of fifty years
ago was ratbor ordinary, the chief attractions
being a pair of trick mules and his clown
performance. . :

A CAP THAT FITS BRYAN QDITE WELL.

DANIEL WEnSTEB FORESAW, HJIT-

AN AND nnyj.ifiBii.

Denounced Them Sixty-alx Yean
Aico a. the "Poor Mini'. Corse"—So
Natural Hatred Between the Poor
and tile Illcli.

R!-;ty-silx years ago, on Jan. 31, 1834,
Daniel Webster stood up in tlie United
States somite and denounced tbe dem-
agogism of his day lu words which fit
the present crisis precisely. He said:

"Sir, I see, in those vehicles which
carry to tbe people sentiments from
blgu places, plain declarations tliat the
present controversy is but a strife be-
tween one part of the community and
another. I hear it boasted as tbe un-
failing security, the solid ground never
to be shaken, on which recent meas- >
ures rest, that'the poor naturally hate
the rich. I know that, under the cover
of the roofs of the cnpltol, within the
last 24 hours, among men sent here to
devise means for the public safety and
public good, it has been vaunted forth,'
as matter of boast and triumph, that
one cause existed powerful enough to
support everything and to. defend
everything; and that was the natural'
hatred of the poor to the rich.

"Sir, I pronounce the author of Buch
sentiments to be guilty of attempting
a detestable fraud on the community;
a double fraud; a fraud which Is to
cheat men out of their property and
out of tho earnings of their labor by
first cheating them out of their under-
standings. -

"'The natural hatred of tbe poor to
the rich!' Sir, It shall not be till the
last moment of my existence, it shall
be only when I am drawn to tho verge
of oblivion, when I shall cease to have
respect or affection for anything on
earth, that I will believe the people of
the United States capable of being ef-
fectually deluded, cajoled and driven
about In herds by such abominable
frauds, (is this. If they shall sink to
that point, If they so far cease to he
men—tuinklng men, intelligent men—
as to yield to Buch pretenses and such
clamor, they will be slaves already—
slaves to their own passions, slaves to
the fraud and knavery of pretended
friends. They will deserve to be blot-
ted out of air the records of freedom.
They ought not to dishonor the cause
of self government by attempting any
longer to exercise It; they ought to
keep their unworthy hands entirely off
from the cause of Republican liberty If
they are, capable of being the victims
of artifices so shallow, of. tricks so
stole, so,threadbare, so often practiced,
so much worn out, on serfs and slaves.
'. . A BIonMtrons Dclniton.'

'"The natural hatred of the poor
against the rick!1 'The danger of a
moneyed, aristocracy 1'. 'A power as
great and dangerous as that resisted
by the Revolution!' 'A call to a new
Declaration of Independence!' Sir, I
admonish the people against the ob-
ject of outcries like these. I admon-
ish every Industrious: laborer In the
country to be on his guard against such
delusion. I tell him the attempt Is to
play off his passions against his Inter-
ests and to prevail on him in the name
of liberty to destroy all the fruits of
liberty In the name of patriotism, to
Injure and afflict his country and In
the name of his own Independence to
destroy.; that very independence and
make him a beggar and a slave. Has
he a'dollar?. He Is advised to do that-
which Will destroy half Its value.' Has
he hands to labor? Let him rather
fold them and sit still than be pushed
on by fraud, and artifice to support
measures which will render his labor
useless and hopeless. ;

..r ' Labor's Great Safcffuard.
"Sir, the very man of all otlfers who

has the deepest interest In a sound cur-
rency and who suffers most by mis-
chievous legislation In money matters
Is the man who earns his daily bread
by his daily toil. Preying on nobody,
he becomes the prey of all. His prop-
erty is-in his hands. His reliance, his
fund, his productive freehold, his all, Is
his labor. Whether he works on his own
small capital or another's his living Is
still earned by his Industry, and when
the money of the country becomes de-
preciated and debased, whether it he,
adulterated coin or paper without cred-
it, that Industry is robbed of Its re-
ward. He then labors for a country
whose laws cheat him out of his bread.
I would say to every owner of every
quarter section of land In tho west, I
would say to : every mnn in the east
who follows bis own plow nnd to every
mechanic, artisan and laborer In every
•cltyin the country; I would say to ev-
ery man everywhere who WISIIPR by
honest means to gain an honest living:
'Beware of wolves In 'nlieop's clothing.
Whoever ^ attempts, • under whatever
popular cry, to shake the stability of
the public currency, bring on distress
In money matters and drive the coun-
try into the use of paper money, stabs
your Interest and your happiness to
the heart'

"Sir, the great Interest of this great
country, tbe producing cause of all Its
prosperity, is labor, labor, labor! We
are n laboring community. A vast ma-
jority of us nil live by Industry and
actual employment In some of their
forms. The constitution was made to
protect this Industry, to give it both en-
couragement nnd security; but, above
all, security. To that very end, with
that precise, object In view, power was
given to congress over the currency
and over the money system of the
country. And whoever has the wick-
edness to conceive and the hardihood
to avow a purpose to break down what
has been found in 40 years' experience,
essential to the protection of all Inter-
ests, by arraying one clnBs against atfe.
other and by acting on such a principle]
as that tbe poor nlwnys hate the rlchl*
shows himself the reckless enemy of
all. An enemy to his whole country, to
all classes and to every man in it, he
deserves to bo marked especially as the
poor inan'a^curae!" ••..•_ J
