To the Senate and House of Representa-

tives: . •
At the outgoing of the old and the In-

coming of the hew century you begin the
last session of the Fifty-sixth congress
with evidences on every hand of indi-
vidual and national prosperity and with
proof of. the growing* strength and in-
creasing power for good of Republican
Institutions. Your countrymen will join
with you in felicitation that American
liberty is more Brmly established than
ever before and that love for it and the
determination to preserve it are more
universal than at any former period of
our history.

In our foreign Intercourse tho dominant
question has been the treatment of the
Ohlneso.. problem. Apart from this our
relations with the powers bave been
happy. •

Tho recent troubles in China spring
from tho antlforeign agitation which for
the past three years has gained strength
In tho northern provinces. Their origin
lies deep In the character of the Chinese
raceB and ln the traditions of their g6v-
ernment. The telegraph and the railway
spreading over their land, tho steamers
plying on their waterways, tho-morchant
and the missionary penetrating year by
year farther to tho Interior, became to
the Chinese mind types of an alien ln-
vaBlon, changing the course of their na-
tional lite' and fraught with vasuo fore-
bodings ot disaster to their beliefs and
their self control.

Posting of antlforeign placards became
a daily, occurrence, which tho repeated
reprobation of the Imperial power failed
to check or punish, These inflammatory
appeals to the ignorance and superstition
.of the masses, mondacloiis and absurd in
their raccusatlous and deeply hostile In
their.Bpirit, could not but work cumula-
tive barm. They aimed at no particular
closs of foreigners; they were impartial
In attacking everything foreign.

An outbreak in Shangtung in which
German missionaries wero slain was the
too natural result of theso malevolent
teachings.^ The poBting of seditious pla-
cards, exhorting to tho utter destruction
of foreigners and of every foreign thing,
continued unrebuked. Hostile demonstra-
tions toward the stranger gained Btrength
by organisation.

The 'Boxen.
The sect commonly styled the Boxers

developed: greatly In the provinces'north
of tho Yang-tso and with the collusion of
many; notable officials, Including some In
the Immediate councils of the throne It-
self, became alarmingly aggressive. No
foreigner's life, outsldo of tho protected
treaty ports, wns safe. No foreign inter-
est was secure from spoliation.

Tho diplomatic representatives of the
powers In Peking strove In vain to check
this movement. Protest was followed by
demand and demand by renewed protest,
to be met with perfunctory edicts from
'the palace and: evasive and futile assur-
ances from tho tsung-H-yamen.
' The increasing gravity fit the condi-
tions In China and the Imminence of peril
to our own diversiaca.interests in the em-
pire, as well as to thoso of all the other
treaty governments, were soon appreci-
ated byth ls government, causing It pro-
found solicitude. The United States
from the earliest days of foreign Inter-
course with China had followed a policy
of peace, omitting no occasions to testify
good will, to further the extension of law-
ful trade, to respect tho sovereignty of Its
government and to Insure by all legiti-
mate 'and kindly, but earnest means the
fullest measure of protection for the lives
and property of law abiding citizens and
for the exercise of their bonollcent call-
ings among the Chinese people,
, Mindful of this, it was felt to be appro
priate that our purposes should be pro-
pounced in favor or HUcli.rourHt> as woulil
hasten united action of tlm power* at To-
king to promote the admlnlvtiatirc re
forms so greatly needed for strengthen-
ing tho Imperial government anil main-
itsinlng the Integrity o! China. In wliicb
lwe believed the whole western world to
bo aliko concerned. To these ends I

scausetl to be addressed to tile several
powers occupying territory and maintain-
ing spheres of Influence In Clilnn the cir-
cular proposals of 1S0D, Inviting from
them declarations of their Intentions nnd
views as to the desirability of the adop*
tlon of measures instiling tho benefits ot
equality of treatment of all foreign trade
throughout Cliina. -

. With gratifying unanimity the re-
sponses rolncldod In this common policy,
enabling me to see Jn the successful ter-
mination of these negotiations proof of
the fiieuclly sphit which animates tho
various powers interested in the untram-
•mclcd development-of commerce1 and In-
dustry In the Chinese omplro asva source
of vast benefit to the 1 whole commercial
world,.'

In this conclusion, whldi I had the
gratification to announce ns a completed
engagement to the interested powers on
•March 20, 1000, I hoppfully' discerned a
potential factor for the abatement of the
.distrust of foreign purposes which for a
year past had appeared to inspire tho
policy of the Imperial government and
for the effective exertion by It of power
and authority to* quell the; critical nntl-

"foreign movement In the northern prov*
Inces most Immediately Influenced by the

;Mantchoo sentiment.
Harlne Guard Withdrawn.

Seeking to testify confidence In the will-
ingness and ability of tho imperial ad-
ministration to redress the wrongs and
prevent the evils we suffered and feared,
the marina guard, which had been sent
to Peking In the autumn of 1890 for tho
protection of the legation, was with-
drawn at the curliest practicable mo-
ment, and all pending questions were re-
mitted, as far as we were concerned, to
tho ordinary resorts of diplomatic inter-
course.

WAYSIDE Musmas.

The Center of Population la Creeping
Eaatwara-somn Statistical Faots,
"Westward the star of empire takes its

way," wrote old Bishop Berkeley. All very
good when there was a West-a tsrm which
ln his day applied to tho American continents,
but at the present tune signifies in this coun-
try nothing more than the trans-Hisslsaippi
provinces. If the good Bishop bod thought
to put an obstruction hurdle in tbe star's path
Bomewhere about the meridian of Cape May
It would have served much better as a truth-
pointer than flashing gaily along over rock
waste and river, over /our thouBaDd miles of
watery plain and thousands ot versti of Si-
berian steppes until it rests for a time over
tbe realm of the White Czar. Tbe meridional
Btone at Cape May points to a north east of
the magnetic pole—and probably nearer the
true pole. The magnetic pole is a variable
Institution anyway, the maguetlo meridian
scarcely ever coinciding with the geograph-
ical meridian. Since 1823 tbe north magnetlo
pole has shifted (with a corresponding declina-
tion of tbe Bouth pole) some thirteen degrees
to the westward. -

But let us get back to the star of empire
business. The late census shows Out tbe cen-
ter of population of the United Statw, ha r ing
traveled westward for e century, IE now tar-
dily- retracing Its steps. The first Federal
cenim was takou in 17110, and from tbnt your
continuously at every succeeding decennial
censuB the center of population moved read-
ily westward from tbe neighborhood of Buf-
falo in the first census to a point south of
Fi odirlckstown, Md , iu 1810; to a point near
Clarksville, w, Va., in 1840, and to the Ohio
River in 1BW. From that time on until lbOO
the center of population rolled westward in
almost a straight Hue to WeBtport, Decatur
county, Ind In 1890 this center WBB about
forty miles a little touthwoit of Cincinnati;
this year it Is probably on the Miami lliver,
uorth of Cincinnati.

At a first glance ihU retrocession appears
singular, but the fact is tbe gronth of the
West has been disproportionately small. Sev-
enty years ago Ibe efflux to the West of tbe
New England farming populatlou com-
menced. -TlnS Roarch for new laud continued
steadily for tneuty years. Then camo a de-
mand for mechanics uud tbe demand was
Bupplled from tbe overcrowded KBi>t. Tbe
natural increase and the vast tide of immi-
gration to the territory beyond tho Mississippi
overslaughed the East; but this I as ceased
for tbe time being. Tbe trans-Uisslssippl
States and Tenltories as a whole have gained
but a trilling percentage In population. Take
Iowa, Missouri, Arkansas, Kansas, Nebraska,
South Dakota and Colorado—seven States ln
all—in ten years thoy have gained collectivnly
1,200,000 ln population, while New York bos
gained 1,270,000, Pennsylvania 1,000,000, Mas-*
sachusette nearly 600,000 and New Jersey
434,000. Florida bos gained 10,000 more than
Colorado, and Kentucky 18,000 more than
California. The'practical effect of such
changes is to bring tbo center7 of population
nearer the East.

But if the center of population is slowly
crawling eastward, tbe geographical center
of the United States Is jumping westward
with a vengeance. In 1850 this point was in
northern Missouri; in 187S at about 48 n, lat.

w. Ion.—nearly due west of Olyrapln,
Wash., about 400 miles out from the Pacific
coast; In JffflO it .Is at 88 n. lat. 164 w. Ion.,
north of tbe eastern end of Hawaii Island
and nearly on the same meridian. The sixty
islands and groups of Islands scattered here
and there outside of the. Aleutian and Philip?
pine groups are not taken into this oocouut.
Nominally belonging to theUnited States and
under its jurisdiction, they seem to be a kind
of " Anyman's Land." Guano deposits give
them tbe only value they possess.

It has b°en carelessly stated that, like Great
Britain, the sun never sets on 'the United
States and her dependencies. To reconcile
braggadocia with Btern fact, however, we
would have to possess either Madeira bland
in tho iniddlo east Atlaatio or Coylon in tho
Indian Ocean.

While spoaklng of museums noently 1
negleoted to mention three panoramas that
fifty years ago oommandod muoh attention
on both sides of the Atlantic. They were
Banvord's "Panorama of the Nile" and

Panorama of the Mississippi," and Bullard's
Panorama of New York City." There were

no kodaks in exlatence In those days—in fact,
nothing in the form of photography but the
daguerreotype ; consequently the continuous
views were enlargements and elaborations of
sketches. Tbe Nile panorama was psdded
with side views of Egyptian cities and ruins;
that of the Mississippi presented the river in
Its enUre-navIgable length. Both were de-
stroyed by lire. Bullard's exposition of Now
York was a One affair, und was exhibited UU
about 1855. Its ultimate fate I ne\er knew.
In the late 'CDs thero was another panorama,
relating to a Callfornlau trip, that received
cordial patronage in the Hast.

Conscientious, regard for the principles of
art" influonoed tho art committee of tho Met-
ropolitan Museum, New York, to decline the
gift of tho late Theodore Robinson's painting,

On tho Canal," two yoars ago. .Tbo same
spirit actuated tho trustees of the Pennsylva-
nia Academy of the Fine Arts, Philadelphia,
to accept 'the same. Tho affair from begin-
ning to end has occasioned no little flutter In
art clroles, whioh 'now Beems to be happily
quieted.

This picture has an intonating history. A
party of landsoapo painters, among whom
was Mr. Robinson, spent two seasons, flvo and
'six years ago, at tbo little vlllago of Napanooh,
Ulster county, N. Y. The country was rich
in material for their work—mountain and
vale, river and tarn, forest and vaterfall.
These artists belonged to the "Impressionist"
school, an acadomlo term for thoso who Btray
from tho beaton path in art—MIchaol Angclo
would havo been crao had he not hastened out
of tho world before the Metropolitan Museum
came into existence. While thore Mr. Rob-
inson etched Ibis picture, " Fort Ben—On the
D. & H. Canal," afterward shortened to " On
tho Canal."

The onco rejected and now aooeptod plotnro
is considered aB one ot tho finest of American
canvases, although not Mr. Robinson's best.
When he died tho Society of American Art-
ists came to the conclusion that one pt the
best of bis canvases should be preserved to
the pnblic. Big best works, and in fact all
that he let pass from his possession, bod been
sold to private collectors at large prices; this
was the best work obtainable and it was con-
sequently purchased, ...
