1 for the purpose, as it cannot begratped
from a single point. The work of tuuneling,
uradloK and pipelavlng 1B going on, however,
as fsBt as circumstances will permit The
grading has been going on at different points
of the work.

tauooblng 01 "The Corsair " u n Epi-
sode In m e Life ot tho Poet Wllim.

A few years ago Dr. Theodore P. Wolfe, of
Succasunna, essayed a trip through the lite-
rary realm, unique of form and pleaning and
profitable to those silent companions who, at
home In an easy chair, enjoy his rambles.
Well equipped mentally and educationally,
with a more than passing love for worth and
elegance in " the world of letters," be made
a happy venture, tbe fruits of which appear
11 ''A Literary Pilgrimage," "Literary
brlnea," " Literary Homes and Haunts " and
1 Literary Rambles nt Home aud Abroad "
rhrse have been strongly commended by the
-evlevten for their elogauce of style, purity
if diction and fund of information.

Of Dr. Wolfe's magazine articles 1 know
ery little, having read but one, " In the
footprints of Bryant," wbiob appeared in

LippincoWs for November. Perhaps this
sketch will furnish a section of a future vol-
ume—it should by right.

But Dr. Wolfe's preemption claim in this
Held of literary work Is being Invaded, the
newcomer being Thomas Morgan Prentice,
who with a kodak in one hand and a well-
worn goos--qulll in the other is careering
"Through Literary New England with a

amera," his first mlloie appearing in tho
December number of The Metropolitan. This
sketch taken in Emerson, Hawthorne, Long-
fellow and Lowell.

These so-called "literary rambles" being
> pleasing, I think that, perhaps, a .little
tramp" of mine—especially ai it relates to
n almost forgotten episode in the life of N.
'. Willis—may not come amiss. Among my

literary antiques ore two numbers of The'
Corsair, No. 9, May 11,1839, and No. SO, July
37, following. In its day it was a literary
journal of note, In those days these literary
papers (among which was The Aflrror) under
"the piratical law of copy-right," alluded to
urther on, republished: the works of foreign

authors—a notable scheme In the days when
the price of even cheap books was tenfold of
that of to-day. Carrying out the idea ex-
pressed in the prospectus, Tlv Corsair ro-
irintsd Moore's " Lalla Hookll," while Tkt
Mirror confined (tself to standard English
flctlon. As late as 1853 the New York Spect-
ator thuB published Mrs. Wood's "Redcourt
Farm."

The (Jortair was produced by N P. Willis
ind T. B. Porter, the first number appearing

on Saturday, March 10, 1839 Its purpose
can be Inferred only from the character of
the contents—that of a literary and dramatic

'View. Whether or no Willis intended to
make 77u> Corsair a permansnpy no one can
say. His eaily literary work, covering a pel 1-
od of perhaps eight years, beginning with a
volume of " Poetical Sketches " published iu
1837, had not been well received. Possessing
small affectations and fopperies—his besetting
weakness both as man aud author—as well as
a fair amount of self-conceit, all criticism,
deserved or not, galled him His critiques in
after yean, eminently fair, in many respects,
show that he intended to square hinlself with
tbe world and his detractors whenever oppprr
tunity offered.

His first popular works were In letter form,
and the "Blingsby Papers" (afterword re-
publlshod under the title of " Inklings of Ad-
venture"), containing descriptions of Ameri-
can life and adventure, and " Pencllllngs by
tbe Way," treating of English life, gained
wide circulation, although be was cemured
by some critics (or indiscreet recitals. In 1837,
while in England, he married Mary Staoe.
Returning to this country the same year he
purchased a beautiful homestead site on the
bank of the Owego Creek just above its junc-
tion with tho Susquehanna Riverf and near
the village of Owego, N. T., which he named
"Glen Mary," for his wife Here he wrote
" Letters From Under a Bridge," the most
charming of all his works, and the "Glen
Mary Waltees," popular for many years, bu
not found on the music rack of the parlor girl
of to-day.

His wife dying in 1845, Glen Mary lost all
charm for him and he disposed of it. After
his second marriage he purchased a wild piece
of woodland on the Hudson Rtver, near Mur-
derer's (transformed by Willis to Moodna)
Creek, and put in practice his peculiar views
of landscape gardening, naminglt" Idlewild."
He took up his residence then In 1890, re-
maining until his death in 1807.

Two reasons maybe given for prompting
this selection of ft name for the new craft to
be launched on the sea of literature. First
The Byrontc worship was its height; the fiery
poet who hold the harp of an angel in his
grasp and struck ttt strings in wantonness
and woe had been dead sixteen years, but his
fomo was on every tongue and his devotees
filled every English drawing-room. During
Willis's visits to England he was the guest ot
the literary cognoscenti, and had more than
a passing acquaintance with Lady Blessing-
ton, who hod been a warm friend of.the dead
poet and who cherished bis memory. "Tbe
Corsair" was very popular and quotations
from it were as plentiful as blackberries—one
especially':

She walks the waters like a thing of life.
Willis was then an author of much repute
("Melanle, and other Poems," was published
in London in 1835) and he allowed himself to
Boat with the tide, especially as he needed
money, and his works paid him bettor in Eng-
land than at home; therefore he did not care
to throw English favor overboard. So he
caught at a popular title—one that peculiarly
suited his ldesB at that juncture. Secondly:
tbe non-existence of an international copy-
right law. Byron furntBhed the n9mo an<
"the plratlcal,copy-right law" the Incentive.

So The Corsair was launched and started
on Its cruise. At the head of its editorial
columns was the picture of a felucca, with
wide spread of lateen sails and flying the

Jolly Roger "—the accepted type of a Sallee
corsair. The prospoctuB was plain-spoken and
ironical, closing with the following para-
graph:

"As the piratical law of copy-right secures
to them [the publishers], froo of expense, the
labors of Bulwer and Boz, Scribe and Balzac,
•with the whole army of foreign writers, they
cannot at prosont (consistent with the pocket
wisdom so well understood by American Pub-
lishers) offer anything for American prodi

Whether or no Willis was in this country
with the initial number of The Corsair I am
unablo to state; certain it Is that he was in
London the following Juno, furnishing society
notes—racy and interesting they were—for
his paper. He returned in the fall to Bee his
craft founder after a brief cruise of seven
months How Dr. Porter became connected
with tho venture is now forgotten It Is sur-
mised that, being Inclined to dabble in litera-
ture, he fumtsned the financial ballast, and
drew out when oonvlnced of the hopelessness:
