PEDA.000Y BAHPANI IK OOYXR.

Teachers) a t tbe Feet ol
Gamaliels In tbe North-Bide School.
Pedagogy may be said to bare been ram-

pant in Dover on MoDday, Tuesday and
Wednesday of this week, tbe occasion being
the Teachers' Institute for Morris county,
which was held in the north side school
building. Teachers from all the schools in
Morris county were in attendance and if
there bo teaobers who did not carry away
with them valuable ideas concerning their
high and soble railing the fault is theirs, for
a more efficient corps of initrnotors, taken as
a whole, probatly never before addressed a
like assemblage In Dover, " It was the moat
successful Institute that I have ever at-
tended," was the way Supervising Principal
Uulsart expressed himself, and this sentiment
was echoed and re echoed wltbin tbe bearing
of the ERA'S representative by many. Espec-
ially was County Superintendent Matthews
gratified over tbe 'interest shown by the
teachers generally, and, having mentioned
his name, i t may not not be out of place to
add, as an expression of the Innermost con-
viction of the ERA, that Mr. Matthews'ap-
pointment as County Superintendent has
proved a most wise one. So much by way
if introduction.

MONDAY'S SESSION.
The opening exercises of the day oonsiated

In the singing of two hymns, *'Come Thou
Almighty King" and "Bun of My Soul,
Thou Saviour Dear." The first speaker of the
morning was Mias Louise Connolly, of New
York city, whose topic was "The Sohool
Library," Miss Connolly charmed all with
her pleasing manner, her clever and humor-
OUB sayings, and the strong common sense
whloh characterized her remarks. After
lamon ting the fact that boJB and girls delight
in buying and reading trashy magazines,
which are worse than tbe worst dime novel,
MIBS Connolly proceeded to Buggest different
kinds of good literature which abould be
used to counteract tbe influenco of such read-
ing. She laid great stress on correllatlng the
reading to the reason and state of the child,
giving as one example " Snowbound" at the
time of the first snow fall. Miss Connolly
also showed the inadvlsabllity of having so
much correllatlon that the children would
grow to dislike a subject. All her sugges
tlons were very practical, and phrased in
terse, concise language.

Dr. Levl Beely, of tbe State Normal School,
talked of" The Daily Programme." in a very
practical manner. He endeavored to show
by tneanB of figures obtained from different
schools that the average child does hit best
work during the first part of the morning,
and bis poorest work juBt before DIB dinner
hour; better work is done directly after
after dinner, but the work 1B fully seventeen
per cent, below the first record. The figures
showed also that the quality of work in*,
creased toward the latter part of the after-
noon, but of this Dr. Beely expressed some
doubt, leaving it *n open question From
these facts he argued that all other conditions
being equal, the lighter subjects should be
placed in tbe latter part of the morning pro-
gramme, when the ohlld is notin good mental
or physical condition, while the heavier sub-
jects, such as arithmetic, might better be
given early in tbe day. Dr. Seely'a remarks
were merely suggestions to the teachers, their
object being to bring the Important subject
under their thoughtful consideration.

The last speaker ot the morning was Miss
Lillie A, Williams, also of the State Normal
School, who Bpoke most interestingly on
"Nervousness in Children." She divided
her talk into two parts, giving a portion In
the morning and continuing in the afternoon
session, which opened at two o'clock, directly
after roll call. Miss Williams ably demon-
strated the several causes ot nervousness in
children, giving as the main causes mistakes
in nutrition, overatimulatlon of the emotions
by theatre going, etc., overtaking of imma-
ture nerve centres, straining of the eye, often
causing St. Vitas' dance; excessive fear,
which Is often concealed by children from
their parenbi, the only remedy for this beiDg
confidence between mother and child. In
her closing remarks Miss Williams add that
it Is an actual fact that there are more oases
of nervous prostration In America than in
any other country. She emphasised the im-
portance of repose and ease of manner in the
teacher to belp the child In bis Btrife with this
nervousness.

Dr. Seely spoke also in the afternoon on the
subject," Who are responsible for tbe educa-
tion of the'child!" He demonstrated the
fact that, as civilization increased, the re-
sponsibility went from tbe borne to the
church, and from the church to the state.
He spoke also of the Important responsibility
of the school and of civil .society. He dwelt
especially on the Importance of proper home
interest, and showed how indifferent many
parents are to their children, although the
little onee spend twenty times more time at
home than under any other influence.

The session dosed at 8:45 with a talk on
Geography," by MIBS Connolly. Miss

Connolly dwelt especially on the wide Hold
afforded for correlation with drawing, litera-
ture, nature, and other sabjecte She also
emphasised the importance of political ge-
ography, which, she said, has been aomewhat
neglected of late years because of the coming
in of new, methods in geography. Miss
Connolly boUeves in keeping the good things
in the old methods to mix in with the new
Ideas.

TOKSPAV'B SESSIONS.

The first speaker on Tuesday, after the
morning opening exerolses, was Miss Mar-
garet McOlosky, who spoke on " Literature."
In her lecture she dwelt especially upon tbi
present deplorable condition of the literal^
taste of children. She olalined that children
Were not Introduced to real literature early
enough In life and that suoh readings as
see a cat. I see a rat," would not contribute
much to the literary lore of children, MIi
McClosky held that children should at an
early stage be Introduced to Mythology,
which is Interesting to them and which is one
of the first stages of pure literature.

After tne Drat intermission Miss Connolly,
of New York, spoke on "Technical Gram
mar." Accuracy and fluonoy, Miss Connolly
stated, are tho alms ot technical grammar.
Teachers, Miss Connolly went on to say, must
create tho necessity of a correct speech and
always Insist that she gets none but that and
thus unconscionBly the pupil, as the months
and years go on, ̂ would learn the rules of
technical grammar.

Christmas
eve the stockings wore duly suspended from
the mantel (Christmas trees were not usual in
those days) and the little folk, after seeing to
the proper performance of this all-important
duty, made a speedy journey to the " Land
of Nod." Then Santa Claus, the ubiquitous,
driving his reindeer outfit over tho housetops,

described by Dr. Clement O. Moore in his
pootical Boreed, "Twos the night before
Christmas," " got in his work,"

Up betimes in the morning wore the juven-
iles in "nighties" and stockinged feet to ex-
amine their treasures, Candies and nuts re-
sulted from the outpourings of tho stockings
with a side lino of oranges andjnlnor toys,
and the stream of expectancy flowed into an
ocean of delight that was limitless for the
day. Proud, the boy who got a drum and a
wooden sword; happy, the girl who got a
"store doll." During tho '10s ThePictorla
Brother Jonathan (double size) formed an al-

Such pieces
weroknownas "pillar'dollfirs."

4. That i t is a combination of H, S., the
Koman monoy unit. This seems far fetched.

5. That i t Is a combination' of the letters P
and S, f rpm tho Spanish peao sura, signifying
hard dollar.
* Probably a combination of tho second' and

third of theso explanations would coaio near
the mark. Small denominations of tho "pil
lar coinage'i were freely circulated in the
Southern States during tho first half of tho
present century, and of course found their way
north,. The 50 and 25 cent pieces boro on tho
obverse tho medallion of Charles III., sui-
rounded by thoiuscrlptlon, " CAROMIS in DE:

TIAllEX" with tho date. On tho rovers
were th'o castle and golden fleece on a shield
quartered, supported by the Pillars of Hur-
cules without tbB scroll, and surmounted by
an inscription of which I remember ouly the
word "Hispaniola.'1 It is a "two bit'
piece (25 coute) thnt Mr, 3owell baa found,
Tho data is probably lTUU. n» Chillies II I. did
sot exchange his Sicilian kingdom for that o.
Spain until 17M. He died in 1788.

MILLER'S MODERN MINSTBEKS —This or-
ganization gave an excellent entertainment
on Saturday evening last. In movement the
