JVJIir YEAR'S DiriMXO.

Home Cut Ions Customs Concerning'
Matrimony.

JNl 'HB principle of beginning
the year well It lias been cus-
tomary in man; countries to
select New Year's day as most

auspicious for matrimony, and Indeed
a remnant 'of this custom Is found
among ourselves, for no day 1B more
highly favored In this regard than the
1st of January, Buys the St Louis
Globe-Democrat In some countries
the weddings of the yenr are all. ar-
ranged with a view to their celebration
on Jan. 1, and by a curious contradic-
tion, In Slum and some mountain dis-
tricts In India, tho year's funerals arc
also celebrated on the first-day of the
succeeding year. Temporary interments
take place a day or two after death,
but on the first dny of the following
January the remains of those who died
during the year are borne to their last
resting place, the funeral feaste are
celebrated at the same time' with the
weddings, and In the most literal man-
ner the funeral baked meats do coldly
furnish forth the marvjagc tables.

Advantage Is taken of the day by the
.unmarrjed to ascertain bow many years
will elapse ere tho bonds of matrimony
arc fixed upon them. The French peas-
ant girl borrows her mother's wedding
ring and suspends It by n hair from her
own bead, holding it BB near as possi-
ble to the Inner rim of a teacup, Ttion
she counts, as rapidly as may be, the
number of her own years. The trem-
ulousncss of her fingers causes the sus-
pended ling to sway to nud fro. An-
other notes while she Is counting the
number of taps' of the ring on the tea-
cup, and these betoken ; the years of
single blessedness that lie before her.

In the country districts of Germany
and England there IB a tea and coffea
test, which lias the merit of limiting
the years to a number so reasonable
that any girl should feel satisfied with
tho result. As conducted, according to
Guntor, this test is as follows:1 A tea-
spoon Is carefully balanced on the edge
of a cup; then another spoon Is pat tly
filled with: tea or coffee, which.-drop
by drop, Is allowed to fall In the bowl
of the balanced spoon, until the bowl
outweighs tbo handle and the spoon
falls Into tbe cup.

COUHTIKG THE TATS.

The practice of using visiting cards
baa been known among tbe Chinese for
thousands of years. The Chinese New
Year's card Is a curiosity to the occi-
dental, for Its mystic characters set
forth not only the name, but all the ti-
tles, of the owner, and, as every China-
man who is anybody at all bas n dozen
or two, the card assumes tbe form and
something of the dimensions of a wall
map. When sent to an acquaintance,
however, this valuable token, made
either of fino paper backed with cloth,
or of silk. Is not retained, but IB re-
turned bv special messenger, and tbe
day after New Year's the spectacle of
crowds of servants, tbclr arms full of
rolls of paper or clotb, hurrying to and
fro In the streets, Is too common to
excite remark. They are not on tbelr
way to a school of geography. They
are only returning New Year's cards.

Whole volumes have been ailed with
the novelties of New Sear's customs
and the usages wblcb In different parts
of tbe world characterize the day. In
Persia colored .eggs are sent ns pres-
ents, as with us at Easter. Through-
out all Europe the wassail cup, In one
form or another, Is a feature of the
day. In old times one cup of gigantic
SI7.6, served the entire company, and
when a man rose and took tbe huge
vessel In both bands to drink to tbe.
guests a trusted friend rose with him
nnd with drawn sword Btood by bis
side lest be should be traitorously stab-
bed In tbe breast while drinking. In
Franco tbe New Year's day corre-
sponds pretty closely In Its social ob-
servance to our Christmas. In Russia
at every country house there aro pro-
cession and feast In honor of the day,
horses, cows, sheep and hogs being
gayly dressed wltb garlands and led to
the landlord's bouse. An essential part
of the programme Is that the nnlmals
shall be token Into tbe dining room
but when the landlord does not care to
bave a nice apartment spoiled by tbls
human nnd beastly procession he fits
up a large room on tho ground floor
with tables and benches.

Maibles and Uiolr noinemilatuie ill various
parts of the country are also up for discus-
sion. I played marbles whBn a boy, and the
ordinary glazed marbled we e known as com-
moners and Bold at seven for a cent, colored,
five foi a cent, in diffeiont sections they
were knowu as clays, pooners,' commies, niib-
bles and mlggles, and to-diy thoy are knowu
as ''inlgB," a cunti action of iniffgles There
was a much stuullcr marble, not much larger
than a buclshut, used at times, called pec-
noes, probably after the little peenee bird, a
bird that I have not seen in Tears. There
were alfo "shooters." Those were called
white alleys, china alleyB, ginghams, glass
agates and moss agatos, aud Bold from three
for a cent up to two cents each. In tho cele-
brated breach of piomise COM, Bardell vs.
Pickwick, Sergeant Buztuz lugged in ninrbloa
in his sympathetic plea to tho jury.

Lost week, in speaking of the Spanish coin-
age formeilyiu geneiat clrculafion in this
country, I made no mention of shillings and
sixpences Spanish sliver coinage was the
favorite subsidiary currency, as it was .1112
fino—a much higher standard than that of
contemporary English coinage. In the_ six-
teenth contury, when Spanish galleons were
dumping silver, gathered from Spanish-Amer-
ican possessions, into Spanish ports, tho dol-
lar or piastre was known as a "piece of
eight," the leal (12)4 cents) beiing the unit of
value. The subdivisions of the dollar In colu
were halves, fourths, eighths and sixteenths.
Theio was also a real vdlon, of the value of
% d sterling, or five cents United States cur-
rency, but itr was never circulated to any
extent In this country,

The fractional currency mintod by Spain
stood this country in good stead during the
early days of the republic The BhllUng (roil)
pieces (1% cento) were called " bits" in tho
South, "lovles" hi Maryland and Pennsylva-
nia, and shillings in Hew York and Now
England. The half-shillings wore known In
tho respective locolitlea above mentioned, as
"picayunes," "flps" and sixpences. When
these coins were worn smooth a crossuaurk
was scratched on with a knife, then the shil-
lings passod for ton ceu&'aud tho sixponcee
for five cents. The plso sura, or dollar of
exchange, contained 430 grains, or 07,!̂  grains
more than the United States dollar. In the
Golf States half and quarter dollars are yet
called "four bit" and "tno bit" pieces

The agtta ion for biennial sessions of Stati
Legislatures froths up now and, then,-but
seems to attract little attention. At present
but five Stoles bave annual legislative ses-
sions Perhaps if men of exceptional merit,
from all parties, could bo elected, who would
repeal two thirds of the existing lam and
substitute a general code, then adjourn for ten
years, there is no doubt but that it would be
better for tho common weal than oither an-
nual or biennial sessions. A law that Is purely
experimental—and most laws como undor this
head—would, under decennial sessions, bave
ample time.for trial, and tho next session
could correct its crudities or ambiguities; in
the meantime, if certain measures were
unpopular they could bo quietly ignored, as
is dono with half of the onactmenta on the
oongested Btatute books to-day.
