As they gave their bodies to the bands of
the executioner at tbe Grassmarket, in like
wfee did they devote their property to Hia
service. In Scotland "The Solemn League
and Covenant" prevailed with these stern
enthusiasts, and as Scotland was tbe mother
of American Presbyterfanism, the spirit of
the creed has descended to tbe child; Hap-
pily in these later days the patience of the
body has not been so sorely tried aa that of
the spirit. And now, instead of worshipping
in thB hills of Scotland—those wild conven-
ticles sentried to guard against tneapproaoh
of the fierce James Grahams of Ciaverhouse
(the "bluicly ClaverV) and his coadjutors
—they worship ia peace, and safety, and
.oomfort, though still devoting their persons
and tbe Scriptural portion of their worldly
goods to tbe praise and in tbe service of their
Divine Master. In the worda of quaint
Richard Baxter, he. who gave to tbe world
11 The Saints' Everlasting Rest:"

"The strong are made to belp the weak,'
and those that see must direot tbo blind. I

God looketh for this faithful improvement of
your parts and gifts."

In these later days many devotional offer-
ings have taken tbe form of memorial edifice*
which, while serving certain devotional
needB of tbe congregations, a'so Borvo as
tributes to tn^se who had ever held Btroog in
the faith and had "fought the good fight "
Therefore many memorial church edifices
have been built, and among tbe latest la the
First Presbyterian Memorial Church of
Dover, which was yesterday consecrated to
the service of God and dedicated to the mem-
ory of Martha D. Btgelow, wife of the HOD.
Hudson Hoagland, the munificent giver of
the stately edifice in which the congregation
of the First Presbyterian Cburch will hence-
fortli worship.

To publish in a Bldgle Issue of the ERA A
fuU and complete account of tbe dedicatory
services, wltb verbatim reports of the very
interesting addresses made both morning and
afternoon, would leave no room for other
matters of more or less Interest, and would,
moreover, be a taak quite beyond the re-
sources of even BO well equipped au office as
the ERA'S, hence this paper must content
itself with giving as good a report as possible
of tbe more important proceedings, which
took place in the morning, and a summary
only of the afternoon's exercises.

The time Bet down for the prefatory organ
recital was 11 o'clock. Thu church was al-
ready well ailed before that hour and
crowded when the organ, under the skillful
manipulation of Henry Hall Du nek lee, of
Newark, began to give forth its grand notes.
Before this, it tihould be stated, the chimes
had been rung by William Otto as a first
preliminary to the dedicatory exercifles
proper. The selections which made up the
organ recital were a, Hosanna ; b, Andante;
c, Souata, In D minor. These selections were
peculiarly appropriate for showing tbe scope
and power of the instrument when »n tbe
bands of a talented organist.

Upon the conclusion of the organ recital
the dedicatory exercises opened with the
Bloglag of the doxology—and it was sung
with spirit and understanding.

The Rev. Dr. Halloway next gave utter-
ance to the following invocation :

The congregation here joined tbe pa'tor in
repeating tbe Lord's Prayer, and an anthem,
" Jnbilai* Deo'1 in A, sung by the cbolr, fol-
lowed.

The reading of tbe Scripture lesson by the
Rev. Dr. E. W. Btoddard, of Buccasunna,
came next. Dr. Stoddard read Paahna 122 and
121 and I Kings IX: 1 to 16, in tbe order
here given.

Next on the programme was a solo, " Re-
cessional," sung by Hobart Smock with One
effect.

This was followed by a series of three ad-
dresses which are here given entire. The
first was by W, B Putney, of New York,
who was present as the personal repreBBnta-
tive of Mr, Hoagland, who has not yet en
tirely recovered from a recent attack of
pneumonia aud so was unable to be present
ID person. Mr. Putney Bpoke as follows:

Address by XV. It. Putney, Represent-
ing Mr.

To tbe corporation and the trustepa of the
First Presbyterian Church of Dover, New
Jersey, and tbe members of the congrega-
tion.
I deem ft a glad and pleasant duty to be

called upon on this occasion to represent Mr.
Hoegland,

In performing that Bfrnple duty it will be
fitting that I refer to some of the leading
features of tbe Inception of the plan to build
this edifice, and of the Btepa taken in the
countB of tbo work.

I believe it waa about two years ugo that
the idea ot this building occurred to Mr.
HoaglaniJ. He was born In this town. He
spent his early years here, and, although
be bod been a resident of an adjoining State
for upwards of forty years, be bad spent
some time, at seasons, here and had a general
knowledge of tbe people, of tbe community
and of the cburch. . Led by considerations
which will be briefly referred to later on, he
formed tbe purpose of erecting this building
and bo went to work, as a wise man does, to
form hie plans complete an I perfect before
tbe first practical step was taken. After con-
sideration and consultation with friends he
acquired tbe plot of ground on which tbe
building stands. He consulted architects;
ho employed them to prepare plans and
specifications necessary to enable him to
know what amount of expenditure should be
made, for a wise man does not attempt to
build a houso until bo Bits down and counts
the coat.

Having gotten the plans and presented
them to friends, something further was nec-

essary to complete tbe plan. It was in bis
mind that this building, when erected, was
to be held by FUCO a tenure tbat by no mis-
fortune, no untoward occurrence, could tbe
church property ever be taken away from tbe
use of ttie churcb, and BO acting under advice
to carry out that purpose, tbe plan wai mad?
that the property Bhould tie conveyed with
such restrictions tbat It could never be incum
bered or become subject to any Hen, or liable
for any debts.

Of course, when that plan was adopted, it
.was necessary to present tbe wbole question
to tbe governing body nf tbe corporation,
aud you, gentlemen, "ill remember that it
was presented to you in April of 1S9D. After
due consideration tbe corporation accepted
tbat plan and agreed ti accept the gift with
those provisions, and certain other provisiom
which should insure tbe quiet and proper
condition of tbesurrouadiug church property,
consistent with the use to which it wast"> be
devoted—I tneao with respect to the other
property of the church about it. That hav-
ing been done and the church having joined
in the plan to carry out this purpose, by res-
olution, which appears on your records, it
became necessary to Bee how the practical
work of construction was to be carried on.

Mr Hoagland is a gentleman of whom H
may fairly be, said tbat he has passed into
such years that we may call him aged—he
bas to some extent retired from tbe active
business of life. It was necessary to have
some one with vigor and strength, someone
in whom ha had confidence, to co operate, to
take tbe burden of tbe work and carry it on
BO that tbe plans might be perfectly occom
pi (shed. Aud so three gentlemen were
chosen for tbat purpose—Mr. George Rich-
ard?, Mr. Edwin J. Ross and Mr Frederick
H. Beach. Thesi gentlemen having will
ingly entered into this work, being willing
to devote, their time and labnr to carry it
out, received from Mr. Hoaglang tbe deed of
trust conveying to thorn the title to the land
on which tbe building stands and providing
and covenanting to furnish them with tbe
funds necessary to build the structure ao
cording to the plans and specifications
which had been adopted, au<i they on their
part, undertaking, when tbat work had been
completed, to convey Hover to this corpora-
tion. That was done, that deed was made in
April, 18U!), and tbe trustees immediately
went vigorously to work and in September,
1801), the cornet1 stone of this building was
laid, Mr. Hoagland himsalf, as ia the custom
in such cases, constructively laying it

So tbe work went on and every one con
nectod with the church watched it with in-
terest. It was proceeded with as rapidly as
could be done consistent with satisfactory
work, and so we go on uuttl April last, whi>n,
to these three men, working si vigorously to-
gether, an event occurred which we now re-
cur to with sadness: Mr. Richards, the older
one of these trustee*, and a warm personal
friend of Mr. Hoagland, was euddeuly, in the
midst of his usefulness, called away.

It seems to me appropriate tlmt wo should
pause bere and spend a silent moment with
bowed heads in token of respect for our do-
parted friuntl. [Tbere was a momentary

pause during which the speaker atood witb
bowed head.]

Tbe deed of trust provided for appointing
Rome one to (HI tbe vacant place and it seemed
best to the two remaining trustees to appoint
Mr. Hoagland, and tie has occupied tbat posi-
tion until now. And so the work has gone
on, until now these trustees have approached
a time wlien they can ask you to judge of
their work. The day ban come when the

ipletetifba of their work speaks for tbe
way Iu which tbey have performed their
duty. To use a scriptural phrase, I think
you will all agree with me in saving that
lliey have proved themselves workmen who
need not be ashamed.

Ky duty, os representing Mr. Hoagland,
would BPeni to end here, by nierelv calling
upon these truateeB to perform their last act,
and I ftinII so coneiderit. But, for a moment,
I beg to say a few words furtber:

The question has come, to my mind, as this
project has unfolded itself : What consid-
erations led Mr, Hoagland to enter upon this
plan and to erect this building, which is com-
monly called a church f I nhouid like tbe
good old-faehioned name that I heard in New
England, and which prevails there yet in
places, " meeting bouse," the place where
those who bind themselves together in re-
ligious tleB meet; meet on ceitain occa-
sions to Hutea to tbe word of God;
meet to plan how they shall benefit
the community about them, and work
like a cbrystalized organized force. That
Is a good name for such & place. We
follow the faaUiou of tbe timea ia using the
*ord "church" to designate both tbe build-
ing and the association, tbe corporation.
Wby did Mr. Hoagland conclude to build a
church? I understand tbat he is -ota mem-
ber of this cburch and never bos bBen.
•' Well," you will say to me, very properly,
'' tbat tablet on the front of this building ou
which is inscribed the words, 'This edifl.ee ia
erected to the memory of my beloved wife,
Martha G Uoaglaud,' Rives the first sug-
gestion of tbe reason.'' Then again you re-
member that bis aged mother vms one of tbe
first members, I think, of this corporation,
one of the charter member*, and here you
behold the beautiful memorial to uer in tbte
window (indicating Hongland memorial
wiuaow). Tbese two memorials express the
finest feelings, the tendontt sentiments and
tbe loving, enduring affection of tbe human
heart. But, I think tbere was a further
reason. I think that back of all this, that
which led Mr. Hoagland to choose this form
of a memorial rather than any other, waa
this: monumental marble may endure as
long as this, it may presont a picture beauti-
ful to tbe eye, but it is cold and speechless;
it moves no humau heart. That would not
carry out tbe heart purpose of Mr. HoBglaQd
in the erection of this edifice. No, tbe me-
morial that be wanted to construct be wished
to be tbe cover, the home of a living spirit
that would permeate tbe community and do
great things to elevate mankind add benefit
mankind; and it is significant tbat with that
object in view be should recognize that this
religious body, thin corporation, was the
highest and the most powerful inetrumenta
tion to work out BUCU abeneQcieatreBultto
the community, an enduring, continuing,
growing result that should carry tbe memory
of those whose memories he wished to perpetu
ate along with benefits to mankind. Tbat
eeecne to me to have beoti reason enough to
induce a man like Mr. Hoagland to make the
choice be did. A man of kindest fe?ling, re-
tiring, doing bis deeds of charity in silence,
shunning rather than seeking observation,
yet the deep purpose of hie heart is seen in
this gift.

Now, was he right in thinking- that through
tlio instrumentality of thla church, this relig-
ious body, grea'er results for the benefit of
the community could be worked out than iu
any other way } We all say, he waa rfgbt.
But let us reflect for a moineiit to appreciate
the effect more deeply- What was tbe con-
dition of mankind prior to the beginning of
the work set on foot by the Master, prior to
tbe oxistence of tbe Christian church f I
recall the remark made by Nnpoleon in
Egypt in 1799 at the time of the Invasion of
that country, when he said, looking upon tbe
pyramids which bad been the mystery and
womler i>f L!;e world, 'Twenty cetituries look
dowu upon us from tboso summits." But
what was there in all those centuries in tbe
history of tbe human raco ? Wm there any
moral government1-, any recognition of, God,
and of the relations of man to God and to one
another ? Was there any coinmon principle
that made men work for a true aod noble
thing 1 Not so. Every ono pursued his own
ambition for his own gratification, and tbe
state of the moral world was eucli as migbt
fitly be called cliaoiie. Then came tbe new
life, which was Blow iu niakiug its way. It
went on for a long time and those great
bodies which wo cnll churches bpgau to grow
and get their strength.; but oven they, in tbe
beginning, and down to a late day, had got,
1 may say, only a partial and narrow under-
standing of the truth which we think event
ually will be recognized as having been dis-
closed to the world by the life and character
of Jesus Christ. They differed, in their own
views, and their controversies I cannot but
regard as obstacles to tbe growth of the
power of the church. That was true before
the reformation aud true even when our fore-
fathers landed on tbe sterile shores of New
England ia puruult of the possibilities of
serviug God according to the dictates of their
own hearts. They had many vio«-a which we
now thiuk were wrong; they were narrow
and bigoted, and even cruel, sometime?, al-
though sincere and earnest in tbeir worship
ot God. But tho light has broadened iu the
lost century, the growth of Iho church, the
broader expansion of the churcb, has in a
measure, been increased. The principle is
that the fundamental )aw which is at tbe
heart of the valuable work of tho church,
tbat Uw which Mark Hopkius designated as
tho law of love, that law has bvô tleDed the
church and enables it now to reach humanity
a»d bring it within the Influence of its own
life.

So that the judgment of Mr. Hoagland that
the cburch was the instrumentality through
which be could do the greatest good, the
most enduring good, was tho judgment of a
right hearted and e, wise minded man.

And noiv I have really said all that I
wanted, so it only remains for me as the
representative of Mr. Euagland to call on the
trustees to discharge tbeir final duty, tbe
turning over of tbe title of this property and
the k«-ys of tbis house to tbe representatives
of the corporate body, BO tbat tbe church
society may ha fully invested witb, title, anil
witb possession, and be fully cbargaule with
the re&pODsibUStiea aud dutlea that are con-
nected therewith.

Mr. Ross, Aotlucr for the Trustees,
Delivers tne Deed aim Keys.

Mr, Rosa next spoke as follows:
Not very lonf* after Mr. Hoaglanil com-

mitted to his three trustees tbo groat trust of
building tbia edifice, plans were called for,
accepted, adopted, and the work of tbe
trustees began alincst immediately. We felt
Etroug, Mr. Beaub ami myself, because we
had with ua Mr, George Richards; we felt
tbat la choosing him Mr. Hoagland had acted
very wisely, and strength through him uatne
to us; aud it may well be said that when
sudden death took him away, wo were bereft
of a wteu councilor and a klud friend. I ivisb
1 might tell you of BOUIQ of thu Jater&tlug

meetings we bad with Mr. Hoagland, bow
tbe thought of tbis edifice grew and grew In
hia mind, how anxious be was that every
little detail should be fully met; and while,
perhaps, tbe amount of money that he (lest
upposed would be tuflicient to cover the cost

grew and grew, nevtir did be complain, but,
on the contrary, accepted the result in kind*
ness and affection. "We had very many en-
" lyable meetings when Mr. Riabards was

itli us, anil have had some sad ones since
his death, but we bare steadily progressed,
consulting Mr. Hoagland every step of tbe
way, and fltiding our reward in bis genuina
delight. One of the sad things to-day Is that
he la not with us, and yet we are very grate-
ful that lie is convalescent and will soon
return to his home and hia accustomed pur-
suits, The only part of tbese services that
Mr. Hoaglaud heard to-day was when the
chimes rang out, aod doubtless his thoughts
very lovingly and tenderly turned to the
object of bis affection, in whose memory tbis
beautiful edifice has been erected. While we
u this cburch are listening to the various
peakersandenjoying tbis beautiful building,

his beartiB bere, and he is rejoicing with UB.
Great indeed is this crowning act of Mr.

Hoagland's life. Many men give large sums
to their friends, wbo, a.(ter their death may
erect what they desire, but very few men
will find a monument like this, and look upon
it tenderly aod lovingly In Its every detail, as
has Mr. Ho&gleud. So we say this 1B the
cruwnlng act jf a very useful aadloveable
life.

We would say to the congregation and
cburch here represented to-day, tbat we sur-
render the 'ieys of this cburch and present
the deed of tbia cburch to the officers of tbe
same, not regretfully, but very lovingly.
The task bos been a delightful one, and 1 am
sure my fellow trustees would Bay with me
that this ie a task that we fhall ever remem-
ber as tue most delightful one we have bad
in our lives.

Dr. Condlct, aa the President of tbe Board
of Trustees, and an honored member of tbe
session of this church, I present through you
to this church and congregation, on behalf of
Mr. Hoaglaud and his trustees, HOD.
Frederick H- Beach and Edwin J. ROBS, the
keys of this building, tbe laauranuo policies,
aud the deed covering the lot upon which It
restB, and the building itself. And may
God's blessing rest upon the giff,>^P°Q t h o

honored giver and upon tbe people TfR°J^"
ceive it.

Upon tbe conclusion of his address
Ross turned to Dr. I. W. Condict and banded
to him the several instruments named, which
Or. Condict accepted with these words:

Dr, Condluc Accepts on Behalf or die
Church.

Is accepting, hi bebilf of the trustees tod
the congregation the keys, and tbe convey-
ance of tbia property to the congregation of
the First Presbyterian Church of Dover, I
cannot, in suitable language, express the
sense of gratitude with which aB a member
of tbe cburch, and of the executive board
of tbe church, WB receive It. ThB partiality
of my associates designated me to accept
tbese. I feel not at all adequate to express
tbe proper feeling, yet. perhaps, it will not
be amiss for a moment to turn to a retro-
spective view. Going back sixty-five year*
brines us to the year 1835; at that tune
twenty individuals in tbetown of Dover, or
tn the village of Dover, as it then wu,
banded together, and by the act of tbs Pres-
bytery of Newark were constituted the First
Presbyterian Church of Dover. They wor-
shipped in tbe first year of tbeir existence, in
the old stone academy, a building now occu-
pied as a residence on Diclcerson street.
For eight years that was the place of worship
ot tbe First Presbyterian Church, and th«
minister was a gentleman, who, at that time,
labored In the Home Mission ot the Preaby-
teriau Cburch, Mr. WyckofT, He labored
hereabout two years and was then called
away and for one year, or less than a year,
eleven montbB, I think, tbe church was led
by a stated supply, Mr. Kellogg. Then the
Rev. B. C. Magie became pastor of tbia
church, and wheu he was called to another
field was succeeded by our present beloved
pastor. Ko the history of the cburch, cover-
ing Hixty-nve years, shows three places of
worship, count lag this, and there have been
three pastors and one stated Bupply, a rather
remavkable history. The first edifice waB
built in the early yeara of the Rev. Mr.
Magie, and when it became too constrained,
it wee determined to succeed It by the build-
ng which we have worshipped in since 1870,

The, old church was moved across the Btrett
and it stands tbera to-day. Here are tbe
three buildings aud what a contrast! Tbe
first one, tbe school bouse, was an upper room
with seats accommodating; 100 or 150 people;
then came the second placp, the church, still
an improvement on the first, and now this
magnificent building, as the gift of and act
of one noble hearted Christian gentleman,
and in tbe n&tne of tbe trustees and in behalf
of the congregation I would express our un-
bounded thanks and our deep sense of obliga-
tion to Mr Hoagland.

Dedication ot the Cliurcu.
Next on the programme was " Dedication,

Rev. W. W. Halloway, D. D." Dr. Hallo-
way, stepping forward to tbe reading desk,
said:

We are here tbis morning witb feelings of
ID tec oo gratitude to Almighty God. Tbe
bright hopes of months are fulfilled, and we
are like those who dream. Qod bas been
good to us; He bos done great things for us,
whereof we are glad. I know, too, that lex-
press only wbat ia in every heart aud mind
of this people when I say that vie are pro-
foundly grateful to Mr. Hoagland for his
munificent gift. One of God's choicest bless-
ings to a community ia a roan willing to con-
secrate his wealth. We rejoice that He has
given to this community Buch a man. May
God add to him years of blessing 1

WB also would express our thanks to the
Trustees, Messrs. Ross and Beach, not forget-
ting Mr. Richards, wbo until hia death too*.
auch deep Interest in the work. May the
Lord repay them for their labor of love, their
uuwearying faithfulness, their enthusiastic
painstaking, To tbe architect, Mr. Bottlcher,
whose plans we see fulfilled in this structure
of combined beauty and strength, we also ex-
tend our thanks. Nor would we omit to
mention the contractors and workmen
who have put aucli honest work into tbese
timbers and stones, tbese windows and furni-
ture, and Vfhosa ^eal deserves our thanks.
And now we proceed to tbe crowning act ia
tbe blhtory of tbis church thus far, the dedi-
cation of this First Presbyterian Memorial
Church to tbe service of Almighty God. Tbe
congregation will please rise and read re-
sponslvely the scriptures found upon the pro*
gramme:
