Gentlemen of the Senate and Genera)

Assembly:

The legislative sosslon upen- which you
now enter s the first of the new century.
The result of your lsbors will equal in
fmportance that of the men wlho met to
muke the laws for the state & hundred
years age. In many ways your duties
are more trying. Affairs of larger im-
port invite your attention. In number
the people have increased neerly ten-
fold. Their wants are more numérous;
their interests ave more conflicting.
Problems equaily dellcate, if not more
tmportant, demand considerniion and so-
tution at your hands.

The VUnion then comprised sixteen
states, Our state was thirteenth in
point of area and ranked tenth fn pepu-
lation. Now the forty-second in size, it
is the sixteenth in number of its people,
and in density it is third. TIte people
then were mainly engaged in the pursuits
of agriculture, Governmental needs
were few and simple, The thirteen
counties, sparsely nettled, were. divided
into 110 townships, with a government
commoen to all, shple in form and differ-
ing only slightly in details, Few were
the cities or towns, and, such as (hey
were, they were not large in population.
Now tiwa of our cities each outnumber in
population that of the entire state at
that time, The counties have increased
to twepty-one, and the municipalities
now number 425,

The varylng forms of government have
each their peculiar peeds or interests
and preferences demanding your special
consideration, The laws for 1801 were
5% in number. In 1600 they were
108, notwithstanding the exercise of &
watchful carve agsinst all useless legls-
lation,

At the begiuning of the century the
needs of the state government were
limited and the number of officers and
Ounly $25,000, or
theveabouts, were sufficient for the needs
ot the state, This came from taxes di-
rectly imposed on the people, the onily
method then known, We find our supply
in ‘other sources. Direct taxes are now
levied only for the support of free public
gchools, How vastly in nmount the
reveuues bave increased - will appear
from the following table:

Last
year the public moneys were paid or 105
different accounts, comprising 460 aif-
ferent iterns, all’ comnected, with the or-
derly manngement of the state's nffairs,

The ordinary disbursements of the
state fund for the year ended Oct. 31,
1800, amounted to $2,102,113.85.

The comptroller estimates that the re-
ceipts durlng the coming year will be
$3,000,370. This amount, added to the
above bnlance, will furnish the fund
from which to pay the appropriations for
1901, made at the last session, and
amounting to $2,234,040.32, and the sup-
plemental appropriations, if any, which
you may make,

State’s Outstanding Indebtedness.

Aside from the liability last mention-
ed, the indebtedness of the state is only
$119,000. To meet this it bas funds the
market value of which is $505,716 and
further sassels valued at $207,626.45,
which constitute a sinking fund,

The comparison of the state’s present
financlal condition with that at the be-
ginning of the century will afford some
degree of satisfaction, In due time,
when the policy adopted by it is under-
stood, sand ignorance and prejudice give
way to a clearer and less passfonate con-
sideration, the tull measure of praise will
be fccorded to those who have directed
and shaped its policy in this regard and
judiciously husbanded its resources

Bome Items Causing Increase,

As will be seen, the jucrease in cost of
state government has been great. But
we are not justified in hastlly concluding
that there has been an extravagant or
unwarranted expenditure, Some expla-
nation for the lovger nwount reyulred is
found in the !ncrease of people, in the
greater number of officers now necessary
for the efficient conduct of affairs and
in the graduai growth in number of
multiplying objects calling for payment.
Muny of these were unknown at the be-
ginning of the century and found no
place in government. Now they are
accepled as necessary for the safe and
orderly administration of a progressive
state, To abolish some would meet with
general disapproval; to discontinue the
support of others would either be im-
possible or result in disorganization. En-
lightened selfishness demands their cou-
tinuance.

A few may be used to illustrate the
proposition and at the same time in-
dicate how steady bus Leen the progress
of the state in all that characterizes a
hamane, o and an eanlightened
people.  The work done, -the expense
theveot to the state and the condition
of the departments chosen for this pur-
pose will at the game time be seen.

The Publle Schools,

Free common schools throughout the
entire state were first established in the
year 1871, Today all children, of parents
foreign or native, may (and between
the years of T and 12 "oust) avail
themselves of the education there secord-
ed. -~ Three hundred and twenty-two
thousand five hundred and seventy-five
children attended these schools dur-
in the year, and $2,333,650 were raised
and spent for their education. Nearly

4 $50,000 were spent for the pormal and

model schools, where those intending to
teach are taught. The fupd—the income
of which is used for school purposes—
derived from various sources, amounted
to $3,600,G82.02 at the cloge of the year.
"The School For the Deat was founded

O i 1882, At the close of the year 183

pupils were recelving the speclal training
there given, at.a cost to the state for the
year of $43,000.

For the purposes of industrial educa-
tion the outlay was §$483,102.80,

When' the century began the insane
were boused in-hovels end huts, with
little and insufficlent’ care for their well
belng and physical comfort, Slight or
little regard’ was had for thelr resto-

‘ration. They were not then the wards

of the state. Now they are confined in
asylumg and are given the care which
humanity demands. The state maintaine
the indigent. They numbered in October
last, in both the state and county asy
lums, 4,423 and cost the state the sum
of $357,216.79.- The buildings where
they flud shelter and comfort were im-
proved of repaired at the expensa of
$132,801.76.

In 1801 convicted criminuls were,
happily, few in humber. Whether those
confined and unconfined are now greatet
in proportion to the population s a
matter about which opinjons differ,
Whatever may be the truth, the state
then paid less than $0,000 each year for
keeping those who were confined, The
total number of prisoners last year was
1,601, During: the year 6§00 were dis-
charged, and 1,091 remained at its close
within the prison walls, For the sup
port of those convicted there were spent
$193,005.65 and for furnishing and re-
pairs to the prison buildings $11,880.28.
The cost was reduced by $01,63440,
which sum represents the earnings of
the Inmater under the wise and caretul
management of thq prison officials.

Humeane Treatment of Criminals,

The gradual introduction of a maore
rational and humane treatment of its
criminals strikingly indicates the ad-
vonce of the state along the lines .of prog-
ress. Now the purpese of confinement
is twofold, protection with punishment,
and reformation, if possible, The state
separately confines its younger criminale
and incorrigibles of both sexes in {nstitu-
tions especially provided. It established
the State Home For Boys in the yem
1805 and the State Home Yor Gitls in
the year 1871, At the close of the yea
the inmates in the home for boys num.
bered 378, and in the home for girls 115,
For the maintenance of the former the
atate paid §57,104.97, and spent $5,000
for improvements. The home for girle
cost $24,786.00, and & new and much
needed building required $15,000.

For the completion of the reformatory
et Rahway it gave $200,000.

LEGISLATURE READY FOR BUSINESS.

SENATOR PITNEY, OF MOREIS,
PRESIDENT OF THE SENATE.

Remarkabloe l'ln;ﬂ—l—l;lumuy at urganis
zation of Both Beuate and Assembly
~Comm1ittees Announced and Ol
cers FElected — Good Feeling Dig-
played, Yolities Being Temporarily
Shelved.

{8pecial Correspondence.}

TrENTON, Jon, §.—Amid a foral dis-
play that has rarely, if ever, been
equaled in the history of New Jersey's
lawmaking body, the one hundred and
twenty-6fth session of the state legis-
lature was convened on Tuesday after-
noon at 3 o'clock. There has been a
growing tendency to make the floral
display each season a festure of the
opening day and this year the friends
of the legislators contrived to make it
the principal one.

Viewed from the galleries each house
resembled a flower garden, the desks of
the senators and assemblymen falrly
overflowing with bougueis and baskets
of flowers and floral pieces of innumer-
able deslgns, Tle scene presented was
certalnly a pretty pieture. Republicans
aud Democrats fared alike in this dls-
tribution of flowers at the hands of
thelr friends and few were forgotten,
Of course some were remembered to &
more considerable extent than others.

There was little business transacted
{n either branch of the legislature oth.
er than the formal organization, at the
completion of which an adjournment

held {nformal receptions in all parts ol
the legislative chambers, corridors and
wherever else they bhappened to meet
friends and constltuents. Everybody
wins happy and good natured and mo-
mentarily, it might be sald, polities
was forgotten. The arrangements for
e organization of the legislature had
been previously settled and the pro-
gramme was carrled out without the
slightest hitch or hesitancy, .
The Senate Organisged.

In the senate the session was called
to’ order by Senator Charles A. Reed
of Somerset, who first presented the
certificate of Becretary of State Wurts,
testifylng as to the hold over senators.
He then offered the certificates of elee-
tion of the followlng new genators:
Wakelee of Bergen, Haines of Burling-
ton, Hand of Cape May, Hudspeth of
Hudson,  Gebbardt of Hunterdon,
8trong of Middlesex, McKee of Passale
and Martin of Sussex. In the tem-
porary organization of the senate Sena-
tor Cornish (Dem.) of Warren was
named for president pro tempore, and
Walter Edge was selected as tempo-
rary secretary. The oath of office was
ndministered by the temporary presi-
dent to the newly elected senators, the
roll was called, and the senate pro-
ceeded to the election of permanent
officers.

Mr. Reed, who is to be the leader of
the senate majority, placed in nomina-
tion Mahlon Pitney of Morris for presi-
dent, and Mr. Martfn, (Dem.), named
Johnston Cornish of Warren, Mr.,
Pliney was elected by & party vote,
After taking the oath of ofice Mr.
Piltney sssumed the chair and In a
nvent speech gave expression of his
appreclation of the honor of presiding
over the senate of his native state
and ssked for a continuance of the
same friendly co«wperation and support
from senators of both parties which
had during the past served to lighten .
the labors of his predecessors in the
chalr, :

Referring to the criticism to which
the legislature fa subjected during the
early " weeks of the session relative
to-the alleged waste of time, President
Pitney sald it was hardly justifiable,
The time, he sald, was consumed in
aretully preparing and closely serutl-
ulzlng proposed legisiationand in weed-
'ng out that which is undesirable. Com-
paratively few new laws are now jndis-
pensably necessary, a notable excep- .
tion being the toplcal revision of our
existing statute law. He also referred
fo the advisability of amending the"
state constitution with respect to the
organization of our courts of Jjustice,
which, ke said, were now so overbur-
dened with work as to require that
some remedy be shortly applied,
