'In Peruy, in 1786, Bouguer and La
Condamine bad measured an arc of the me-
ridian, and from this the length of the quad-
rant was determined, This length was divid-
ed into ten million equal parts and one of
these parts was chosen as the standard unit
of length and termed a metre from a Greek
word signifying measure, 1n 1705 this metre
was provisionally adopted by the French gov
ernment,

In the meantime two eminent French
astropomers, Mechain and Delsmbre, were
engaged in determining the' exact length of
an arc of the meridian between Dunkerque, m
the north of France, and Barcelona in Spain,
(In 1804 Biot and Arago measured the pro-
longation of this meridian as far as the island
of Formentara and confirmed the previous
measurement.) From this measurement, to-
gether with that formerly made fn Peru, the
commission deduced the exact distance from
the equator to the pole,which differed slightly
from the standard adopted in 1705, In1709a
Iaw was pagssd changing the length of the
metre adopted in 1705 &0 aa to conform with
this difference. . The métre thus determined
