ALVAIL A, CLARK THE MINORITY
CANDIDATE,

The Uniled Stalew Senatorship Out of
the Way and n Chanee For More
Progress—What Is Proposed to Be
Accomplisheidl by Some Legislntors,

[Special Correspondence.]

TrevTON, Jun. 23,—Three weeks of
legislation have been productive of the
pagsage of a single bill by one of the
lawmaking branches.

nated by the Democrats, veceived the’
votes of 4 senntors and 13 assembly-
men, ' :

Broker Fry, of Madison, Sues to Re«
cover the Tidy sum of $8¢5,000.

The case of Horace B. Fry aud Reginald
Fry sgainst Benjamin F. Miles snd others,
whieh was the flrst case ealled at the opening
of the term, is still undecided, the cass hav-
ing been adjourned until Monday next on ac-
count of the iliness of Justice Abram Q.
Garretson, The case of the plaintiff is el In,

The suit was brought by the Frys, who
are residents of Madison, to yecover from the
defendants 525,000, which gum they claim ia
due them for organlzing the American Lin-
ssed Oil Company, otherwise known as the
Linseed Oil trust, capitalized at $3,000,000.
Lt is claimed by the plaintiffs that they were
to receive 214 per cent. upon the capitaliza-
tion of the corporation for their services in
securing co-operation betwesn the parties in
interest, aud the cash necessary to finance
the concern. The defense claims that the
Frys failed in their endeavors and that the
organization was then effected independent
