PITHEY ON SUPREME GOURT BENCH.

HI§ NOMINATION CONFIEMED BY
SBENATE ON TUKSDAY,

Lincoln's Birthday Will Not Be Obe-

served, Lut Work Wil Go eon
as Usunl - Nominations Confirmed.
Congtitntionnl  Smendmenis Pro-
posed by Dar Associntion Iniro-
duced,

TRENTON, Feb, 6—There was 8 de-
cided inclination on the part of the
legislature to be “up annd doing” this
week and evidences of sctivity were
apparent. An indlcation tlat the Inv-
makers are serlously considering the
work before them is to be found in the
fact that they will probably meet next
Tuesday, Lincoln's birthday, usually
observed as a legislative holiday, Tall-
ing as it does on the most [mportent
day of the week, the members are not
{nclined to observe it, as previously, by
holding no sesglon, Tley evidently ap-
preciate the fact that the work abead
of them is of no smell proportions and
needs their prompt and energetic atten-
tion, Plve weeks of the session bave
passed by and the present perlod might
e deslgnated a8 the middie of the
term, The leglslative session for the
past three years bas lasted 11 weeks,
and no one scems anxious to have the
present term extend over o 10nger pe-
riod.

Nominations and Confirmations,

The senate on Mouday night confir-
ed the nomination of William 8. Gum-
mere a8 chief justice and Charles E.
Hendrickson as associate justice of the
supreme court. The nomination of
Senator Mahlon Pitney as assoclate
justice of the supreme court was sent
to the senate on Tucsday and was im-
mediately contirmed, President Pitney
purposely having absented himself
from the exccutlve sesslon at which his
nomination was considered. Senator
Francis, who was in the chair when
the senate Wwent Into executive sesslon,
presided. As the resignation of Chief
Justice Depue will not go into effect
until Nov, 18, Senator Pitney will con-
tinue to preside over thp deliberations
of the upper house for the balance of
the segsion. Justice Gummere tendered
his resignation to Governor Voorbees
on Tuesday as associate justice, to go
into effect on Nov, 16, when he will be
sworn In as chief justice of the state.

There promises to be a shake up
among the supreme court justices In
the distribution of distiicts when the
new chief justice assumes his office.
The latter will undoubtedly decide to
give up the circuit comprising Mercer,
Hunterdon and Warren, now presided
over by him, and take up the circuit ot
the retiving chief justice, namely Essex,
county. Justice Hendrickson is lkely
to be assigned to & circult in the nortih-
ern end of the state, In which event he
may change hig residence so a8 to be
near the scene of his labors. In that
case it is said that Justice Pltney will
be assigned to the south Jersey circuit,
belng the youngest member of the
bench ir point of service.

Constitutionnl Amendments,

Amendments to the constitution were

gubmitted on Tuesday by Senator Reed

for ihe president, being those proposed

by the New Jersey Bar assoclation.
The amendments are in the shape of n
concurrent resolution and provide for
an independent court of errorg con-
slsting of a chlef judge and four asso-
ciate judges. The resolutlon makes
the vice chancellors constitutional of-
ficers and provides for their appoint-
ment by the governor and declaves that
the court of pardons shall consist of
the governor, chuncellor and the attor:
ney general. The latter court now
comprises the governor, chancellor and
the lny judges of the court of errors
and appeals. The court of errors is
now made u)p of the chancellor, chlef
justice, supreme court justices and six
speclal, or lay, judges.

A bill introduced this week by Sena-
tor Hudspeth provides for not more
than two additional viee chancellors, to
be appointed by the chancellor for a
term of seven years, to have the same
powers and salary &s the vice chaneel-
lors now In office. It is almost certnin
that the constitutional amendments
will be passed and submitted to the
voters of the state at the next gencral
electlon. Senator Hudspeth's blli, even

WAYSIDE MUSINGS.

Wil 8peliing be One of the Lost Arts f
A IMut as to Doabling Consonants,

Last week T niado a fow resinrks about the
various—and I may add, curious—forms of
spelling, a continuation of which 1nay not
come amiss,

The first serlous attempt at ppsotting the
crthagraphic worlid thut I remember wasin
1854, What yesr the Phoetic Society in
New York started its journal advocating
spelling reform [ canuot say, but think it was
about that date. It was an eight-page nffair,
printed on a sbeet probably twenty-four by
thirty-six inches, und published monthly, I
have 1o recollection of seelng it after the
spring of 1836,

It was an. odd-looking sheet, easy to read,
and 68 8 specimen of phonetic typograply far
more pleasiog to the eye, and more sensible,
than the now proposed p'an of eliding the
silent and semisilent letters and digraphs,
and distorting the English tongue from its
root. Tle vowels bore accent marks to give
the true souund, and arbitrary signs were used
for conjunctions, nrticles, prepositious, ote.~
in fact, the prinied page in many respects re-
sembled the Anglo-Saxon manuscripts of &
thousand years ago, since reproduced in type,
The idea did not take root, however. The
prime argument, a saving of time, was not
convineing, and when we take into account
the time spent on the vowel accents it would
seem o be a 1oss rather than a gain.

A story is told of a financinl genius who
ones boasted that he saved a thousand dollars
ayear in not dotting his is nor crossing his
ts 5 the dropping of the silent letters would
have materially served his purpose, Perbnps
it was this same person who ence wrote for
“gix Lols slJ inl” (neaning six bottles of a
popular liniment), aud his saving propensity
in the phonetic line was righteously rewarded
when his order was filled with six barrels of
lime.

“Don't be fldgety,” wrote the young school
teacker on the blackboard ; then she paused
and considered. She wrote fidgetly under-
neath and compared them, finally adopting
the double ¢t varinet, Thereinshe erred. It
isasettled rule that a word of two syllables
ending in a single consonant preceded by a
single vowel, before the addition of such suf-
fixes as-ed,-er,-ing,-y, doubles the counso-
nant | provided, that the accent falls on the
last syllable of the word, not otherwise, 1t is
accent, however, and accent alone, that de-
termines the right spelling of the inflected
forms of such words as ‘‘prefer,” *proffer,”
“abet,” “worship,” kldnup ¢ fidget,” “be-
get,” etc,

Alfred Erlebach, in an articlein The Leis-

pencillings’ of a Tenniel or DuMaurier, and it
is ‘gambolling’ sbeep that provide us with
‘devilled’ kidneys, = Brother Jonathan is
more consistent; in all these and similar
words he adheres to the strict rule ; hence in
America there are ‘unequaled’ facilities for
the ‘traveler’ to ga turough ‘tunneled’ moun-
tains and over ‘leveled * valloys' without * im-
periling? his life ; nay, even *caroling’ with
gladaess ns he goss, Strange tosay, howev-
or, there is one word which, even in British
use, keeps the single {, and that unique indi-
vidual is very appruprinu-ly unparalleled.’”

Mr. Eriebach bas evidently confined his at-
tention to Noah Webster aud his followers
und ignored Dr. Worcester and his school.
The New York dailies with one exception—
possibly two—spell by Worcester and define
by Webster. -Most of the States have adopted
Webster &s the standard for the public
schoals. 1t s also the standard ab the West
Point Military Acadomy and the A 1i
Naval Academy, Buot Dr. Worcester aligns
himself with the English school and fires off
his double-consonant suflixes without regard
to any reasonable rule for amending the old-
time spelling of a century or more ago. Itis
not a whit more absurd to retain the « in la-
bour or favour, or the k& in musick, as to re-
tain the double ! in woollen. If grammar
school pupils are to gain their knowledge of
spelling from the daily and weekly papers, as
some principals contend should be the case,
they will certainly imbibe a curious mixture
of forms. For instance, the New York Sun
Ltollows Worcester in all his wealth of double-
consonant suffixes, while the Tridune adheres
closely to Webster.

A number of years ago a gentleman well
known in educationsl circles was given edito-
rial control of onp of the leading dailies in
the city of Rochestor, N. Y. In a carefully
prepared article on the growth of trade of
that city the words merchandise and criticise
appeared several times, and ju each case the
compositors followed the old form of spelling
and substituted a z for the s. The irate ad-
itor went to the composing room and stated
that the use of 2z in such cases Lelosged toa
past generation, and thereafter s was to be
used instead. Tho next day the word * citi-
sen’ appeared {n the proof nnd there was an-
otherexplosion, ‘Tho editor’s order was cited
against bim and he was forced to retreat. An
orthographic schedule wes prepared ' accord-
ing to Gunter,” and citizen was left in its new
form. This happened more than forty years
ago, and for many years (and it may be yet)
that paper was the onlyone in the United
States that used the form citisen.

Dr. Noah Webster published the first edi-
tion of his Diotionary in 1828, and the second
in 184041, He differed from previous lexi-
cographers in the ¢pelling of certain classes
of words, dropping the u from such words as
mould anid moulten to have then conform to
the revised English spelling of gold. Gtber
changes were based on etymology, such as
fether for feather and bridegoom for bride-
groom. These words, with some others, not
meeting with favor in their changed form,
wero restored to thelr old spelling in the sec-
oud edition. The w was also dropped from
staunch, launch, eto.
