TRENTON, Feb. 13~After flve weeks
of comparative listlessness the legisla-
ture “pulled itself together,” as it were,
and got down to business this week.
Notwithstanding that the genate held
but two seeslons, one Monday night and
a long one on Tuegday, and the house
observed Lincoln’s birthday and met
today instead of yesterday, a vast
amwount of work was disposed of. It
cannot be said that mueh ground was
gained, as the number of bills intro-
duced this week far exceeded those
passed. On Monday night 31 vlls were
presented in the senate and 88 in the
house. In fact, close to 100 bHls were
{ntroduced in the two houses this week,
so that while the lawmakers are show-
ing an inclination to get down to ear-
nest work they are dally providing
fresh materfal to occupy thefr atten-
tion. But comparatively few of the
bills presented this week were of any
spuclal Importance, and many of them
will go the way of hnndreds of otherg—
to the legislative graveyard via the’
coinmittees,

The most important measure intro-
duced so far this session and perhaps
the most {mportant to be considered
this year wns the Dblennial sesslon
amendments to the constitution, which
were presented by Senator Johnson of
Camden yesterday. If the amendments
are adopted, the legislature will follow
the custom of many other states and
hold a session every other year instead
of annually, The assemblymen will be
clected for two years and the senators
for four years instead of three. The
governor's term will be Increased from
three to four years, The scheme is
said to have the sanction and backing
of the big leaders, who have long want-
ed biennial sessions of the legislature,
and unless the situation changes mate-
vially the smendments are very lkely
to be ndopted and referred to mext
year's leglslature for approval.

Judiciary Amendments,

The concurrent resolution presented
by Serator Reed for President Pitney
early in the session providing for the
constitutional amendments proposed
by the New Jersey Bar association was
passed by the senate on Tuesday and
ordered sent to the house for immediate.
action. Under the amendments an in-
dependent court of errors is provided
for, consisting of a chlef judge and
four associate judges; the court of
chancery to consist of a chancellor and’
such number of vice chancellors as
may be required, and the court of par-
dons to consist of the governor, chan-
cellor and attorney general. In ex-
pleining the resolution President Pit-
ney spoke of the growth of legal busi-
ness, the fact that the courts as con-
stituted were formed to meet con-
ditions long outgrown and of the need
of remodeling the Jjudiclary on &
modern sclentifie basis. The resolution
waa amended so a8 to continue In office
the present vice chancellors until their
guccessors were appointed.

The governor on Tuesday sent to the
senate the following nominations:
Board of managers of the State Village
For Eplieptics—Howard P. Reynolds,
Plainfleld; Theodore Foote, Vineland;
John R. Hardin, Newark; Thomas J.
Smith, Bridgeton; A, 'W. Mack,
Somerville, and John H. Ewing, Flem-
Ington.. They were confirmed, as were
also the nominations of the Interstate
Palisndes commission, sent In last
week; Judge Joline of the Camden dfs-
trict court, Judge Vroom of the court of
errors, and John F. Dryden as a mem-
ber of the hoard of managers of the
state geologleal survey.. The nomina-
tions of the trustees of the State Home
For Girls were confirmed on Mongday
night. :

About the only appointments of any
consequence yet to be made by Gov-
ernor Veorhees are a clerk in chancery
and 8 member of the state board of as-
sessors. The belief that Senator Stokes
of Cumberlaud county will be selected
for the first named office gains strength
daily, although the friends of Hon.
Lewis A, Thompson, the present In-
cumbent, are hopeful that he will be
reappolnted. Tt is sald to be practical-
ly decided that David Baird of Cam-
den will be appointed as o member of
the state board of assessors to succeed
‘General Bird W, Spencer of Passale,
and it is belleved that the governor
will send Mr, Balrd's name to the sen-
ate next week.

Senntor Hand led » large delegation
of Cape May county voters in to the
governor Monday night, the delegation
having come to Trenton to urge the ap-
pointment of Harrison Voorbees of
Wildwood as county judge to succeed
Judge Douglass. Many of the Camden
visitors who were here {n Mr. Balrd's
Interests also spoke to the governor in
Yehalf of Mr. Voorhees, who has an of-
fice in that city. ~

New Congressional Districts.

A conference of the Republican sen-

WAYSIDE NUSINGS,

Stephen Collins Foster and his Fam-
“ux ¢ Prantation Muolodlen.??

When the Mozart Bymphony Club gave s
concert here a few weeks ago among the mor-
eeauw furnisbed by Miss Marie Storl, the
viclinist, was * The Old ¥« 1ks at Home.” Let
a good minstrel tronpe come to town and one
of the three most noted of Foster's * Planta~
tion Melodies"—~the one above mentioned,
“Old Kentucky Home,” or *Massa’s tn the
Cold Ground”—is certain to figure in the
street concert, and always meets with favor,
This seemns strange when we cousider the fact

that new songs—many of them sesging
considerable merib—u{ turned oum bewil-
dering rapidity, while, like the fly in the am-
ber, yesrs have crystallized around these
songs of a former age—still bright fn their
originality and perfect of form,

Who of the elder generation does not re-
member ** Camptown Races,” * Carry Me
Back to Old Virginny,” “Rosa Lee” and
“Nelly was a Lady,” together with those
banded down to the younger generations—
“Massa's in the Cold Ground,” *0ld Ken-
tucky Home,” “Come where my love les
dreaming,” and, chiefest among them, * Old
Folks at Home,” yet how many are there who
know anything of the life of the extraordina-
ry man who wrote them$ He must have
passed unpoticed through the streets when
fromevery lighted concert-room, from almost
every family circle, from every haud-organ,
from every ballad-singer's lips, were poured
forth his irresistible melrdies He wrote more
than two hundred popular gongs—more than
any other Amerjcan,—and although they are
unequal in merlt or popularity, I huve yet to
hear one that is devoid of beauty in the air
ar of expression in the words,

Btephen Collins Foster was born within the
limits of what s now Allegheny Clty, Pa.,
July 4, 1826. He was a musician frum the
erudle, end at the age of seven had mastered
the flageolet without a teacher—in fact, al-
though he became proficient on several instru-
ments be did not try to become a prominent
performer, His schoollug was limited, but
he waa a child of nature and improved each

oppartunity, and opportunity furnished him
with fnstruction in musie, French and Span-
ish, and later he dabbled in landscape paint-
ing. At an early age he commenced to serit-
ble hig verses and then would bum some tune
evolved from his teerning brain to fit them,

In 1838, when ahout twelve years old, Kte-
vhen went to Cincinnati, where his brother
wag carrying on &8 mercantile business. The
boy toak little pleasure in the duties assigned
him, and seized avery possible opportunity to
gain further knowledge of music. His first
published song was *Badly to Mine Heart
Appealing,” which appeared in 1889, It was
crude, a8 might be expected of the work of a
boy of thirteen, and soon dropped from sight.
He was not discouraged, but pursued his mu-
sical studies with vigor, In 1842 ho published
a serenade, ‘‘ Open Thy Lattice, Love,” which
beld favor for ten or twelve years. Some
little time afterward bhe went to Baltimore
and arranged for the publication of several
of bis songs. These served as * pot-boilers”

until fortune cast on him a favoring smile,

Foster caught the idea ‘of writing his so-
called megro melodies from hearing the ab-
surdities then in vogue with the burnt-cork
gentry. Being in Baltimore during the mid-
dle 408, he went one evening tohear Christy's
Minstrels. He walked home with the banjo
strains ringing in his ears, and before he went
to bed composed the ridiculons words and
takiog air of **Camptown Races” with its
rollickiog refrain of ¢ Du-da, du-da-da.” This
was sold to’ George Christy for a trifle, and
immediately becamo a favorite, This was

No. 1 of his Plantation Melodies, He parsod
from one flner tone to another, until he
reached the slmple pashos of ** The Old Folks
at_Home,” * Massa’s in the Cold Ground,”
*Ob, Boys, Carry Me 'Long® and “Old Ken-
tucky Home,”

. “Nelly was a Lady,” was the sizteenth of
the “Plantation Melodies;” the touching
melody speedily found favor lke its prede
cessors, and the plaintive words were common
to parlor and concert hall. It was written
in the winter of 1848-49, and Is still consid-
ered worthy of preservation in collections of
musio, It was nearly a year afterward that
¢“The Old Folks at Home™ appeared. It was
written in a grocery on Chatham street (now
Park Row), New York, by the light of a tal-
low candlo. The composer was in sore flnan-
cial straits and be sold the rough draft (it was
written on brown wrapping paper) to Oliver
Ditson, then conducting a musfe publishing
house in a modest way, for seven or eight
dollars. 1t has beeu asserted that he recolved
firteen thousand dollars, but this is certainly
an error. He afterward recelved a certain
amount, said to have been five th d dol-
