*Virtue I3 its own reward” was one of

A kindly man asks him the
cause of his trouble. + Well, I got first prize
for being the best boy in school, aud the other
children are now making fun of me for being
good.,” Well, {t's the way of the world, and
Virtue's rewarding phass seams to consist
prinoipally of pain and tears.

“Virtue is {ts own reward” inflated one
lad’s heart with houest pride, but he after-
ward had reason to regret having taken stock
in the sa) ing. It was while the ** poster pict~
ure” craze was raging a few yearsago. A
pastor of anevangelical church in a Massachu-
setts town was quite interested in getting up
“soclals” to aid in liquidating the church
debs, and appealed to the editor of A promin-
ent magazine for copies of posters used in ad-
vertising the work.

T0 ADJOURN IN ABOUT THREE WEEKS.

LEGISLATURE NOW SHAPING IT-
SELF T0 THAT END,

¥our Hundred and Thirteen Bills In-
troduced Thus Far— Antispring
El¢ction 8111 Under Discussion.
Froposed Changes of Congreasion-
al Lines—Other Matters of Interest,

[Special Correspondence.}

TreNTON, Feb. 20.—WIth the advent
of springlike weather the thoughts of
the Jegislators turn to final adjourn-
ment, and they are beginning to shape
their work In that direction, Leading
members of the legislature are of the
opinion that the session will not last
longer than Murch 15, and there {8 a
possibility that adjournment may be
reached a week earlier. All this, how-
ever, s conjectural, and i may be that
the sessfon will drag along until the
latter part of March. If adjournment
Is reached by March 15, the sesslon
will bave lasted ten weeks,

Eleven weeks has been the average
length of legislative sessions in past
years, excepting in extraordinary cases,
as Is shown by the following table:

The Antispring Election Bﬂl. .
Assemblyman Meeker sprung a sui‘»\
prise on the Republican leaders last
week with his antispring election bfll,
and it very probably had thie effect of
briaging the imatter to a focus more
quickly than would have been the case
otherwise. Mr. Meeker’s first bill was
clearly unconstitutional, and.his sub-
stitute bill has many of the objection.
able features removed, but it is proba-
ble that a new bill will be offered next *
week having the approval of the party
leaders, and it will be rapidly pushed
to final passage. The Republicans will
caucus on this maiter Monday night.
It I8 pot known whether the bilt will
have a referendum clause permitting
the matter to go before the people, but .
there is a report to the effect that there
will be no‘referendum. At g confer-
ence of the.Republican senators held
on Monday night many views of the
antispring election proposition were ex-
pressed by the senators and prorinent.
Republican leaders. No one opposed
it, however. The senators were of the ’
opinion that a bill applying to all cit-
fes and not applying to townships
would be constitutional. Those who
spoke for the plan said there would be
a great saving of money and that in
the fall a better vote could be got out
and better satisfaction generally glv-
en, The Democrats at a joint cauvcus
decided to oppose the passage of any
measure abelishing spring elections.
€Congressinnal District Lines, -

The legisiators are giving considera-
ble attention to the proposed changes
in the congresslonal district lines.. A
committee composed of Senators Pit-
ney, Reed, Stokes, Cross and Francls
and Assemblymen Lewlis, Bacheller,
Gill, Fleming and Foote has been ap-
pointed by ‘the legislature to consider
the varlous plans for redistricting the
state. The conference will' probably
be_held shortly and the district lines
finally determined. Of the many plans
8o far suggested, that known as the
“Potter plan” appears to meet with the
most favor. This plan divides south
Jersey into two distriets, the First to
comprise Camden, Gloucester and Sa-
lem, and the Second to be made up of
Cape May, Cumberland, Atlantic and
Burlingten.. The Third, according te
this plan, will have Ocean, Monmouth
and Middlesex. Mercer, Somerset and
Hunterdon make up the Iourth, Sus-
sex, Warren and Morrls the Fifth, Ber-
gen and Passaic the Sixth, the coun-
tles of Essex and Hudson each to be
divided into two districts, making the
Seventh and Eighth in the latter and
the Ninth and Tenth in Essex. This
arrangement avoids grouping any two
present copgressmen In the same dis- -
trict.

Arrangements for the excrclses to be
held at the statehouse on Washington’s
birthday by the Soclety of the Cineln-
natl in honor of the late Adjutant Gen-
eral Stryker, who was president of
that order, have been completed. At-
torney General Grey will deliver an
address, and Governor Voorhees may
maoke g few remarks,

Appropriations Committee at Work,

The appropriations committee met on
Monday afternoon, but only considered
the regular appropriations for the varl-
ous departiments, and few changes
were made. The committee will hold
two sesslons next week for the purpose
of acting upon requests for extraordl-
nary sliowances from the state treas-
ury., Next Monday afternoon the com-
mittee will probably take up the ques-
tion of an appropriation for the proper
representation of New Jersey at tha
Pan-American exposition at Buffalo.
The conmmissioners ask for $50,000, and
there is an impressifon that this sum
will be given to them,

It Is sald that the amount asked for
by the Rahway reformatory commis
slon will not be appropriated and that
tbe sums asked for by many other in-
stitutions will be treated to the shav-
ing process.

A bilt Introduced by Senator Stokes
