IEGISLATURE WILL SOON ADJOURN.
LAWMAKERS ARE NOW HURRYING
ALONG THEIL WORK.

fovernor Voorhees Springs s Sure
prise by Signing the Antispring
Election B—Tyrenty Lawe Paased,
Wkat the Most Important Aim to
Provide,

[Bpecial Corr¢spondence.]

TrENTON, March 6.—It has been al-
most definitely settled that the legisla-
ture will adjourn sine dle on Kriday,
March 15, Senator Stokes Is responsi-
ble for this statement, and he bases
his opinion on the grounds that the
joint committee on appropriations can-
not finish its work in time to adjourn
before that date, Senafor Stokes is
chalrman of that committee, and his
view of the matter may be taken as
authoritative. 'The apportionment of
the state’s money among the various
departments and for what are known
as “extraordinary disbursements” is
now_the most important work before
the lawmakers, although the congres-
slonal redistricting problem I8 likely to
cause some little trouble before it is
finally solved. It seems that no mat- -
ter how the congressional lines will be
changed there will be dissatisfaction.
The latest in the redistricting plan is
a proposition to put Mercer, Hunter-
don, Somerset and a large slice of War-
ren into one distriet.

In signing the 'nntisprlng election
bill, which he did last week, Governor
Voorhees sprung a surprise. It is sald
thal he was not altogether In sympa-
thy with the measure, but be took the
ground that if the majority of the peo-
ple wanted it and the leglslature was
almost unanimous in seeking to,bave it
become a law he could no noth
but bow to their wishes, Besides
ishirg the municipal elections an
combining them with the state and na-
tlonal electlons, the law extends the -
terms of all present officebolders for '
several months, It {8 said that the hill "
will affect’ about 60 per cent of the
voters of the state.
