The first pages conmin the tables usnally
found {n the quacksalvers' almanacs of the
present day, The Anatomy of Man's Body,
(overned by the Twelve Constellations” has
& note a8 to the mode of ascertaining what
parof the body the moon governs on a speci-
fled date. That year there were four eclipses
of the sun, viz.: Jaunary 80, partisl ; June 26,
July 26 and December 20, invisible ; and two
of the moon--January 15, total, and July 11,
{pvisible, New Year's fell on Tuesday ; Ash
‘Wednesday on Pebruary 27, and Easter Sun-
day on April 14, Thursday, July 4, “INDE-
PENDENCE.” Christmas was also capital-
ized. Washington'’s Birthday evidently had
not been erected to a legal holiday, as no
note is mads opposite the date. He bad been
dead five years.
