His
warks wera popular. They were. printed in
Awmsterdam, and translated into English by
John Ellistone. My copy was printed in 1649
by Humphrey Blundel, The initials are par-
tlally illuminated, the work svidently done
with a hand stamp, A curious feature of the
work is that on the title page and for a num-
ber of pages following the capital W is formed
by using two VVa,

. James H. Bolitho, of Rockaway, claims
possession of a Bet of Voltalre’s works, print-
edin 1761, It is stated that they are in a
good state of preservation sud well bound. 1
have not seen them, therefore cannot give a
detailed sketch, -

Mrs, James Churm, of Mine Hill, possesses
some curious old works which it would be
hard to duplicate outside of the British Muse-
um or the English Unlversitiea. One is the
first volume, in three sections, of ** An Anat-
omical Exposition of the SBtructure of the
Human Body, By @&. Douglas.” It is ‘*Ded-
icated to Dr. James Douglas,” and is signed,
““Very Respeotfully, 8ir, Your Brother, G,
Douglas. ‘Bow Laue, Bept. 8, 1732.” The
Douglas brothers were famous surgeons, and
‘were descended from the younger branch of
the noted Sootch family. Tho dedication,
which {s printed in double pica, soems to ad-
mit that the writings of Celsus and Vesalius
have been freely drawn upon. Capitalsare
freely used, as well as diphthongs, such words
as lectic, eto., ing with
®@. Marginal sub-titlgs ave used for easy ret-
erence. Of course the long s ({)iz used, and
alsg the cateh-word; 1. ¢, tho Arst word of &
continulng page being placed under the last
word of the page just preceding., This book
is well preserved. "

The- other hooks conslst of the works of
Jobn Bunyan, in two volumes. These books
werr, undoubtedly printed in 1787, They
were left ta Mys. Churm by her father, Ste-
phien Coslett, and have been in the family for
probably one hundred and sixty years.

Of the first volume the title and following
thres leaves are missing. The missing leaves
appear to have contained a statement by the
compilers, the last half-page extant being
signed by Elen Chandler and Johm Wilson,
and dated 1692, This is followed by anad-
dress, euloglstic evidently of the persons just
mentioned, as it is addressed ** To the Worthy
Persons whose Zeal for Primitive Christianity
has engaged them to encourage the Reprint-
ing of Mr, Bunyan's Works.” Bigned by
Samuel Wilson and  dated ‘Barbican, Feb.

Tha table of contents contains the titles of

ty-four bjects. First comes
“Bome Account of the Life and Death of
Mv, Bupyan,” in which his ** Dying Bayings”
appear, . Following is ‘Exposition of the
Ten First Chapters of Genesis.” Surmount-
ng the title is a ‘ bead-plece”—a viguette of
Mercury, with winged cap, winged heels and
caduceus; and two female figures as support-
ers, Then follow disquisitions on biblical and
moral topics interspersed with sermons. The
several artioles are set in pica ; the introduc-
tory remarks in great primer, and double
pica type i3 used for the titles. The initials
are formed of a square inch of filagree work,
mortised for the insertion of a capital letter
of the body type.
