It isreported that another wrecking party is
st work on the spot where the British frigate
Hussar sank near Hell Gato'a century aud a
quarter ago. The Hussar was o staunch ves-
sel when she left Portsmouth, Eugland, for
unexpected trouble In American waters. No
satisfactory reason for endeavoring to reach
New York by way of Long Island Sound has
over been given. It has been stated that the
frigate was conveying a large amount of gold
coin for British expenditure in the Coloni
and that her- der was over-cauti
in tryiog to avold the American privateers,
taking the Bound route instead of by Sandy
Hook. Be this as it may, the veesel struck
a submerged rock near Hell Gate one stormy
pight in October, 1777, and went to the bot-
tom with a number of her crew.

It was reported shortly after that the Hus-
sar had from 50,000 to 100,000 guineas on
board, but the British authorities denied the
rumor ; nor did they make any attempt to
recover the munken tr the
possible proof that there was none.

But the rnmor, or supposition, would not
down, and in 1797 an attempt was made tc
secure the gold. The wreck was easily locat-
ed, but it was nearly covered with sand, dnd
the crude diviog apparatus of the day was of
small account for-work of this nature, and
the operations could be conductéd only at
half tides.

The un-
cased bottles -were incrusted' with' oyster
shells. In 1807, ninety years after the wine
went down with the HiSsar and filty years
after its recovery, one of these bottles was
