WAYBIDE MUSBINGS,
Some Historical Reminisgences worth
Reading and Remembering,

In reviewing the advertising columnns of
The Enterprise, lnst week, I stated that C,
B. Gage was engoged in the lumber business
that year (1808). It ehould have read, “C.
F. Gage & Co." At thattime C. B.Gage wus
conductloy o talloring establishioent in the
building now occupied by J. W. Robertaas a
grocery.

Regardgng other old papers published in
this cousty, Frederlck A, Canfleld, of this
town, bas the first sixteen numbers of The

od in Morris county, It was established May
27, 1797, by E. Caoper & Co., who published
it until May 16 of the following year, when
it was sold to Caleb Russell, who chauged its
name to The Genlus of Liberty.

Last fall Messrs. Canfleld and F. H. Beach
sent the New Jerssy Historlcal Society bound
files of THE IRON ERA, from its establish-
ment to the close of the thirtleth volume,

From the Ellenville (N, Y.) Journal I learn
that Tully H, Gray, of that village, has a
parchment fac-simile of a “‘broadside” au-
nouncing * General Peace,” dated March 25,
1783—ove hundred and elghteen years ngo.
It states that “The PRELIMINARIES to A
GENERAL PEACE between Great Britain,
TFrance, Bpain, Holland and the United States
of Americn were signed at Paris by all the
Commissioners of those Powers,” This con-
vention was entered into on January 20, 1785,
and by i'8 terms hostilities were to be termin-
ated fn Burope on the 20th of February, and
in the United States on the 20th of March,
in the year above named,

This news was sent out from New York,
having been received by express across New
Jersey in Jess than three days from Philadsl-
phin, It had reached that clty on Bunday,
March 21, having heen dispatehed to the Con-
tinental Congress from Cudlz, Spaln, by “a
swift vessel,which made the trip in only thir-
ty-five days” The tidiugs that {n 1783 re-
quired. over two months to transmit from
Paris to Philadelphia would In these days be
stale news in the capitals and principal cities
of all clvilized nations in half an hour after
the event transpired.
